tion of the United States, and is therefore
paramount, the question is practically re-
duced to this: Whatamounts to a regulation
of commerce between the States, or to a
discrimination against the citizens of other
States?

This is often difficult to determine. In
view, however, of the very plenary power.
which a State has slways been conceded to
have over its own territory, its highways, its
franchises, and it corporations, we cannos
regard the stipolation io question as amount-
ing to cither of these unconstitutional acts.
It is pot within the category of such acts, 1t
may incidentally affect transportation, it is
true; so does every burden or tax imposed
on corporations or persons epgaged in that,
bustness,  Such burdens, however, are fm-
posed diverse ifuitu and in the exercise of
sn undoubted power. The State is conceded
to possess the power to tax Its corporations,
and yet every tax imposed on a carrier cor-
poration affeets more or less the charges it is
compelled to make upon its customers. So
the State bas an undonbted power to exact a
bonus for the grant of a franchise, payable io
sdvance or in futuro, snd yet that bonus will
necessarily affect the charge upon tbe public
which the dowee of the franchise will be
obliged to impose. The stipulated payment
in this case, indeed, is nothing more por less
thac a bonus; and so lopg as the rates of
trapsporiation ure cntirely discretionary with
the States such a stipulation is clearly with-
in their reserve powers.

Of course the guestion will be asked—
and pertinently asked, Has the public no
remedy against exorbituot fures and freigbts
exacted by State lines of transportation? We
cannot enlirely shut our eyes to the argu-
ment ab inconvenienii. But it may glso be
ssked, Has the public apy remedy against ex-
orbitant fares and freigbts exucted by the
steamsbip linea at sea? Maritime transpor-
tation is almost ss exclusively monopolized
by them us land travsportation is by the rail-
rouds, In their case the only reliet found is
in the existence of fear of competition, The
same kind ot reliefl should avail in reference
to land trapsportation.

W livther, inaddition to this, Congress, under
the power to establish post-roads, to regulate
commerce with foreign pations and among
the several States, apd to provide for com-
mon defence and general weltare, bas au-
thority to establish und facilitate the meauns
of commuunication between the different parts
of the country, nnd tbus to counteract the
apprehended impediments referred to, is a
question which has exercised tue profound-
est winds of the ecountry. This power was
formerly exereised in the construction of the
Cumberlsnd road and other similar works,
1t has been more recently exereised, though
mostly on natioval territory, in the establish-
ment of railroad communication with the
Pacific const.  But it is to be hoped that no
oeeasion will ever arise to call for any general
exereise of such a power if it exists, 1t
can bardly be supposed tbat iudividow
States, <o faras they huve reserve or still
possess the pawer to intertere, will be so re-
gardless of theiwr own interest as to allow an
obstructive policy to prevail. Ir, however,
State institutions sbould becowe =0 consoli-
dated aud powerful as, under eclor of irre-
vocable franchizes already granted, to acquire
absolute control over the trapsportation of
the countrs, and should exercise it injuri-
ously to the publie interest, every constitu-
tional power of Congress would undoubt-
edly be invoked for relief. Some of the
States are so situated as to put it in their
power or that of their transportution lines to
interpose formidable obstucles to the free
wovetnent ol the eomwerce of the country,
=hould any such system of exuactions be
established In these States as materially to
iwpede the passuze of produce, merchan-
dise, or travel, fromn one part of the counlry
1o another, it is bardly to be supposed that
the case s n casus omissus v the Constitu-
tion,  Uomnereislly, this is but one country,
and intsrcourse between sll its ports should
be us free as due cowpensation to the carrier
interest will allow. This is demanded by
the general welfare, and is dictated by the
spirit of the Coostitution, at least. Any
local iuterference with it will dewand frowm
Le national legislature the exercise of all
the just powers with which it is clothed,

But whethier the power to atford relief
from operous cxictions for transportution
does or does not existin the general governo-
went, we are bound to sustuin the constitu-
tionul powers apd prerogatives ol the States
us woll s those of the United states"when-
ever they are brought betore us for adjudica.
tion, no matter what way be the conse-
quences.
