Hollywood M km oriai.-D ay -Decoration

OF C'ONFKUKKATK '.sOLUIF.Rn' Graves.. Klcb-
tn^ud was one of itu' first, if cot the Ycry
tirs*t plice in the couolry to inaucuritc the
beautiful custr m of decorating with flowers
and evcrgrrf.ns the graves of the soldiers
who fell in t,he tale war. While, of course,
most attent,or. has been pnid the graves of
Confederals buried at Oakwood and Holly¬
wood. the. Federal graves have not been neg¬
lected. At the very first memorial-day at
Hollywood the graves of some Federal deau
within the enclosure were treated with the
same reflect as the host of Confederates.
Fror/i that time to this, in defiance of the oft-
rep*»ated prediction that the memorial cus-
torn would soon cease to be observed, one

day of each year In the spring. generally in
y.HV, there has been a total cessation of busi¬
ness in Richmond, and nearly all the People

I have gone to Hollywood and testified their
affection and love for the dead by adorning
the mounds that cover their remiins.

The* preparations for decorating the graves
yesterday, though nude without united ac¬
tion, were quite extensive. Great advantage
had been gained in the postponement ot the
day for had the deeoration been on the 2G n,
a« first designed, there would have been
fower flowers. The weather yesterday vpas,
however, tantalizing in the extreme. Ra'D
seemed to be impending from 9 o'clock m the
morning uutil -uudown, and though the few
showers that were actually had were of no

treat consequence, and could have done no

serious barm, the effect was bad. Thousands of
people who had arranged to go, after waitimr
hour after hour, aod seeing no prospect of a

clearing*up. finiliv relinquished their pur¬
pose. However, there were many ladies and
geutlemen who were undaunted by the un¬

promising weather, and who went to Holly¬
wood early in the day and labored continu¬

ously in the decoratiou ot tbt graves.
There was a great abundance ot flower®.

The Southern Cross Brotherhood were able
to decorate the graves ou Gettysburg Hill
unusually well. All the other soldiers sec-

Hons received like attention from the ladies
of the Memorial Association, from other ladv
'friends and from those who had stood
shoulder to shoulder with them in battle.
The Capitol and City Hall olhces were

closed throughout the day. After 3 oclock
there was a general suspension of business
on Broad, Main, and Cary streets On a

number of houses were emblems ot
mourning, but the attentions of tbe^people
in this respect were le«s manifest than on
former occasion*. At 3:30 o'clock the proces¬
sion was formed in front of the City Uall. '1 he
Petersburg Grays, for some reason not ex¬
plained. did not cotne over. The procession
comprised the First Regiment Band, the Old
Fust Regiment Association and members of
ttieolrt Fifteenth regiment, under General
1\ T. Moore, and the First Regiment of "Vol¬
unteer?. under Lieutenant-Colonel While-
head. The members of the Old First regi¬
ment wore a very pretty badge and carried
small bouquets, and by their numbers and
appearance made a favorable impression. Toe
comp mies of the First regiment did not seem
to have their ranks very lull. I tie proces¬
sion moved up BrovJ street to Ninth, down
Ninth to Giace, up Grace to Fourth, up
Fourth to Franklin, up Franklin to Laurel,
down Luirel to Hollywood. Tbey entered
the cemetery at the eastern gate, and marched
directly to the soldiers' part'of the cemetery,
where they halted and sucked arms.
The Blues, Grays, and Company F visited

the craves ot fallen comradesand handsomely
decorated them. The grave of General A.
P. Hill, which is iu a well-kept section, but
not milked bv a monument, was covered
with flowers. 'General J. E. B. Stuart's grave
was as well cared for. At the head of Com¬
modore Maury's grave was a massive anchor
and at the foot a cross, both made of choice
fl nvers. President Monroe's tomb, which
in former years bus been somewhat neglected,
w»s yesterday encircled with a line of bo-
uuets fixed on the iron fraiue-work. Tbelit-
tie bovs and girls placed their usual tribute
upon *tue grave ot the little son of President
Davis, who met his death by accident here
uu ring the war. The decorations ot many of
the vaults and private sections were admira¬
ble. in fact, such was the profusion ol flow¬
ers and evergreens there was scarcely a grave
of any sort overlooked. The vines and
creepers around the Confederate monument
have now gon? some twelve or fifteen feet
ud the monument, and in a few years will
c >ver it entirely with a rich mantle of
rr: gf»pt

Visitors who approached Hollywood by
the canal front.and there were many who
came in row-boats and boils drawn by
horses. were forcibly struck with the good
taste displayed in draping the steam pump-
bouse.
At the City Hall, when the proccssiou was

bein" form i d, and wheu the Old 1 irst Regi¬
ment Association moved forward to occupy
their place of honor on the right, they were

complimented by the First regiment pre¬
senting arm-. At Hollywood gate, Jim as
the procession was moving iu, the Old b irst
reciprocated the courtesy, and the veterans
took clV their hats to those gallant young
fellows who now compose the First regi¬
ment.
The Howitzers did not join their military

brethren in the ceremonies of the day be¬
cause of the accident which happened to
them when returning from Charlotte, by
which their tuns were dismounted.
At (J o'clock the line of the procession wa*

reformed. -Then You'll Remember Me"
was played by one or two members of the
band w ith such effect as to bring vividly to
the minds of many faces and voices of rela¬
tives and friends who had long slept with
tue army of ttie dead. The regiment was
marched to Gettysburg Hill under command
of Captain Buss, and on the bill Lieutenant-
Colonel Whitehead resumed charge and had

a dress-parade, which concluded the pro¬
gramme for the day, and the people dis¬
persed.

Suedes Death.. Frank D. Hill (colored),
a member of the Attucks Guard, died sud¬
denly vesterday near the corner of Clay and
Adams streets. He walked out yesterday
morning and complained of tceling badl\,
mid later, a son of Mr. Forrester, a member
of the City Council, came along and found
him lying dead iu the street, as above men¬
tioned. lie was married and was about
twenty-five yeirs of age. Dr. Taylor, the
corouer, was notified of the case, but upon
learning that he had been in ill-health for
fouie time, having suffered from asthma, and
indeed a complication of diseases, deemed it
unnecessary to iLquest the body. The com¬

pany of which he was a member will parade
and bury turn to-day.

Hnj>nrr Page again Sentenced to be
Huso.DfcCEMBKK 10th TOE DAY FlXKD FOF
His Exvcotiok.ThE Case to be Taken to the
Suprkmk Court..The Circuit Court, of Ches¬
terfield met yesterday morning at 10 o'clock.
At about 11 o\ Lwk the counsel in tbe case of
HMdrey Page came into court, and a recess
was taken by tbe court in order to allow
them time to prepare the various bills of ex¬
ceptions made during the progress of the
recent trial for house-burning. They com¬
pleted their bills about 12:50 o'clock, when
tbe Judge resumed tbe bench and proceeded
to dispose of the case. *

Tbe Clerk : *» Hildrey Page, stand up."
The prisoner arose.
Clerk: '-You stand convicted of two fel¬

onies, the penalty of eacb being death. Have
yon anything to say why the court should
not now proceed to pass Judgment upon you
according to law ? "
There was no response from tbe accused.
Judge Weisiger then proceeded to pass

sentence upoa the prisoner, as follows : "Hil¬
drey Page, you have been tried in this court
by ft jury of your own countrymeu upon an
indictment for burning the dwelling-house of
Colonel Ruffin, in Chesterfield county, in the
nigbt-ilme of April 26, 1574. You have
been defended by counsel of your own se¬
lection witb great earnestness and zeal, and
this courj. has taxed Its energy to afford you
a fair and impartial trial. I do not pro¬
pose to oppnsi your feelings with a
recital of the facts upon which you were
conticted, but shall dimply proceed
to pass sentence, and urge upon you tbe ne¬
cessity of preparing to meet tbat tribunal
which all men mu«t sooner or liter be
called upon to do. Your counsel have signi¬
fied their intention to appeal to a higher
court ; but do not be misled by any such
bope. It is mv painful duty to order tbat
you be taken bence to J ul, and there secure¬

ly confined until the 10th day of December,
1875, wb«?nce you are to be taken by
the sheriff to some convenient locality in
Chesterfield county, where, between tbe
hours of sunrise in the morning and sunset
of thut day, you are to be bunt: by the neck
until you are dead. And may the Lord save

your soul I
.' It is my duty also to say to you that you

have been tried and convicted of burning the
dwelling-bou*e of Colonel Ruffin on the
night of tbe 31st of March, 1874."
He tben repeated that portion of the sen¬

tence in relerenee to tbe execution.
During the passage of the judgment of

the court tbe prisoner exhibited no sign of
emotion whatever; only now and then cast¬
ing his eyes towards the judge and down on
tbe floor. A death-like silence pervaded tbe
court-room during the delivery of the een-
tence of tbe court.
As intimated in the sentence of the Judge,

Messrs. S. M. Page and E. C. Cabell, couc-
sel for, the prisoner, design taking tbe case to
tbe Supreme Court of Appeals on a writ of
error and supersedeas. They have filed
nineteen bills of exceptions to tbe ruling of
the court in the two cases.four on tbe first
trial and fifteen on the second. The case has
been under consideration twenty-three days
of this term.

The Htlchiuond, Williamsburg- and
Central Turnpike.

Editors Dispatch: Please allow*me space
for a statement in reference to tbe recent dif¬
ficulty at tbe new toll gate. While there can

be but one opiniou as to the criminal folly of
destroying the toll-gate, yet the company has
uot been free from blame. This anomaly of

a turnpike was chartered before tbe war, with
a special provision allowing them to take

tolls when built to Hughes's. This is about
one and three-quarter miles from tbe*city
limits, while the new road (to Blake} 's mill)
is seven-tenths of a mile from tbe terminus
at Hughes's iustead of two miles, as stated ;
and the company have collected tolls for two
miles in»te»d of tbe seyen-tenths actually
travelled. Some years siuce the company-
built two miles on the Central or Darbytown
branch, making three and three-quarter
miles in all, while the geueral turnpike law
requires five m:les befoue allowing tolls to be
collected.

Several efforts have been made to have tbe
company ex'end the road, but this corpora¬
tion demands at ftft hands of cit z;ns living
on the road §3.000 per 'mile, while it can be
built for less than half of tbat price. An act
was passed by the General Assembly last
winter requiring this company to complete
Its road within two years or forfeit its char¬
ter, and at the bearing before the SeDate
Committee on Roads it was proved tbat since
the war this company bad doubled its capital
stock by vote without a dollar being paid in
by the stockholders; also, tbat no reports
have been made to the Board of Public
Works, as required by law. We suppose tbe
stock was doubled to prevent tbe State from
receiving the excess over 15 per cent, divi¬
dend, and the same reason may have prevent¬
ed them from making reports of its condition
to the proper authorities.

If the road was kept in good condition it
would not cause so much difficulty ; but it i9
rather hard for tbe lumber- and wood deal¬
ers to haul their loads from three to twenty
miles over country roads and then to be re¬

quired to pay toll for so short a distance over
a road but little better. Fair Play.

Washington, June 2, 1875.
The President held a council with the In¬

dians at the Interior Department to-day,
from which reporters of the press were ex-

eluded, the Department acting under the im¬
pression that Its reports would be of more
value than those of the pre89 representatives.
It comes out, however, that the council re^
suited in nothing more than fa already
known.
The Indians insist upon recognition of

their greatness and the Government makes
no new points. The whole thing is a big
farce, and the Indians will go home leaving
the entire question for which they were
called here to consult upon as unsettled as
ever. :j
The President will leave in the early train

to-morrow for Long Bratocb. There Is no
intimation as to when he will return again.

Bubkeville, Va., June 2..A man named
Robert Thompson, of Mobile, Alu, walking
the railroad to Richmond, lay down near the
road, three miles east of here, this evening,
and died of constipation of the heart.

Ohio Republican Convention.
Columbus, O., June 2..Tbe Republican

Mate Convention assembled berc to-dav.
Five hundred and forty-six delegates were
in attendance. Lorenzo DaoflOrd was elccted
temporary chairman, aiul R. B. Hayes nomi-
nated for Governor.

Later. The following platform was unani¬
mously adopted without discussion:
Tbe Republicans of Ohio, in convention

assembled, niiffirmiog the cardinal principles
of their onranizition, which have become
received as maxims of policy. Stale and na¬
tional, declare on specific points the series of
sentiments following :

.

The States are one as a nation, and all
citizens are equal under the laws and enti¬
tled to their fullest protection.

2. That tbe policy of finance should be
steadily pursued which without an unne¬
cessary shock to business or trade will ulti¬
mately equalize the purchasing capacity of
the coin and paper dollar.

3. We are in favor of a tariff for revenue
with incidental protection to American in¬
dustry.

4. We stand by free education in our pub¬
lic-school system, the taxation of all for its
support, and no division of tbo school fund.

5. Under our republican system of gov¬
ernment there sbould'be no connection, di¬
rect or individual, between church and State,
and we oppose all legislation in the inte/en
of any particular sect. Upon this subject
we should not fail to profit by tbe experience
of foreigu Governments who'se efforts of tbe
church to control the State constitute an evil
of great magnitude and endanger the power
and prosperity of the people.

G. We demand such revision of tbe patent
laws as will relieve industry from tbe oppres.
sion of monopolies.

7. A grateful people can never cease to re¬

member the services of our soldiers and sail¬
ors, and it is due to them that liberality and
generosity should obtain in tne adjustment
of pay and bounties.

8. Wc demand that the public domain
shall be scrupulously reserved lor occupancy
by actual settlers.

9. The determination of the Government
to collect tbe revenue and prevent and pun¬
ish frauds has our unqualified approval.

10. That the power of municipal corpora¬
tions to create debts should be restricted,
and locil and other expenditures should be
so reduced as to diminish taxation.

11. The observance of Washington's ex¬

ample on retiring at the close of a second
presidential term will be in the future, as it
has been in the pust, regarded as a funda¬
mental rule in the unwritten law of the Re¬
public.

12. The distinguished success of our Ad¬
ministration, which to the fame or the pa¬
triot and soldier has added that of tbe ca¬

pable and judicious statesman, entitles
President Grant to the gratitude of his
countrymen.

Concord, June 2..The Legislature met
to-day amid great exe'temeut. Twelve sena¬

tors who bad been elected qualified. John
Sanborne wa* elccted president of tbe Sen¬
ate, receiving seven Democratic votes.

Tbe five Re¬
publicans then withdrew in a bodv. Tbe
Senate then completed Its organization under
Democratic auspices. The seceding senators
met elsewhere and made a temporary organ-
izition.
