*ANOTHER OCEAN DISASTER.

WRECK OF THE STEAWMSHIP VICKS-
BURG BY RUNNING ON
FLOATING ICE.

MOST OF THE PASSENGERS AND
CREW LOST.

New Yorg, Juoe 10.—Captain Cooper, of
the steamer State of Georgia, which arrived
here this morping, makes the following
statement: June §ih, lstitnde 46 degrees, 84
minutes, north; lonftude 37 degrees, 58
mioutes weat, bad light breezes from the
vorihwest and hazy weather, There were
numerous fcebergs and large qusntities of
floating ice insight. At 11:30 A, M. discov-
ered a ship’s boat with sails se?, on the port
bow, .. I.mude immediately for her, and she
proved to be Boat No. 1, of the steamer
Vicksburg, of Liverpool, belorging to the
Dominion Lioe, and eommaoded by Captain
Benpett. Tbere were five men in her who
were in a very exhausted state, wilh
thelr feet and legs very much swollen—so
much so that their boots bad to be cut from
their feet. 1 at once took them, with their
boat, on board, and put tbe men io hospital,
uoder Lbhe surgeon’s charge, They are still
sutlericg from their great exposure to the
wetl aud cold, but are recovering as fast as
could be expected, Their names are James
Crowley, of London, boatswain’s mate, sged
22: Thomas O'Brieo, of Liverpool, seamun,
aged 253 Patrick Giogan, Jobn Williams,
and Jonas Wilkinson,

STATEMENT OF THE BOATSWAIN'S MATE.

Crowley, the hoatswain’s mate, makes the
followipg statement :

* e left Quebee May 27th, with a ships’s
crew of sixty wen, all told, and cight =aloon
pissengers—five gentlemen and two ladies—
and about twenty ip the steerage, of whom
four were femwaies. The wiather was fine
until 9 o’clock Sundiy evenicg, May 30, when
we fell in with a ficld of ice, and was soon
surrounded by it. The ship was stopped
till daylight, when we proceeded . again
with but littl2 fee in sigbt. At 930 A.
M. Monday ull baods were cslled to snorten
sail. Thg ship wa3 stopped amongst the
heavy ice uod healed to the South, when
we proceeded at fall speed to get clear of ice.
At 12 o’clock, while at halt-speed, we struck
theice. The enzines were Immediately re-
versed. Tbe sbip struck heuvily aft on the
port quarter, carrying away the faos of the
propeller, std a bole was Koocked through
the plate on that quarter, through which
came a great deul of water, We got a sail
over it nod sfopped the bole up, so that but
little water came in., AH bands were em-
pioyed in heaving the cirgo overboard.
The second officer aod myself were
tsken from the ecargo to clesr away
the hoats. This was about 6 o’clock A. M.
Tuerduy, June 1st, . The captain ordered
the forward wells to be sounded, and six
inches of water was found, the after-s eerace
then being full of water. The mwaio-bold
wells were then sounded and five feet and a
ha'f of water was found, The captain called
me on the bridge and told me not Lo mind
the boats, and then called everybody aft und
told them to have no fears as be could tuke
the sbip to St. Johns, N. F, It was Lhen
discovered thut the fires in the engine-room
were drowped out. Tbe captain then
gave orders to liucen the boats with
respective erews and fold them to miod, that
the distunce from St. Johns was 120 miles
northwest, I proceeded to launch Boat No,
1, which was my bouat, and it was capsiz:d
1o lowerine, losing the chronometer-watch,
ehirts, rudder, and part of the provisions,
('Brien and I partly bailed ber out, when
Grozan, Wilkinson, and Willisms juaped
in. We could not hang rn to the sbip, ow-
ing to the heavy sea on uuod jhe ice. After
drifting about 150 yards frem the ship we

saw the second officer’s boat lower-
¢d, all clear, with nioe hands apd
bimself in her, She pulled to the

windward about sixty yards. Tbe ship sunk
about 10 o’ciock, flating Boat No. 2 from
her chocks, with the chiel cificer and about
thirty people in her. She go.clear and pull-
ed to windward, O’Bcien, after the sbip
went down, saw the ciptain and some other
person {oating on a ba'e of hay, We tried
all we could to pick tnem upy bot were un-
able to do so. We shipped our msst, kept
company with the other boats sboul two
nours, und then Jost sizht of them to the
aestward. We then decided to steer clear
of the ice.

We had in the boat about three galloos of
water, forty pounds of raw bzef, und four-
teen pounds of  bread, wet with salt
wator, and a compnss, which did not tall out
when tee boat cap-iz»d. .We continued un-
der siil, beadivg mainly to the uvortheast till
siturday morpiog, when we sighted the
State of Georzia, and we gol out our oars
and pulled amay dead to windward till ske
picked us up. 1 thiuk that forty-odd people
xith the eaptaio 'went down with the ship.
We saw po ladies in the chick or second
vificer’s boats,
