It is my duty to nouily sou that a eommu-
nication bus been sent me by the Gallego
Mills Manuficturing Company, complaining
of arefusal on your part, in behall of vour
company. to lizhter part of a eargo of flsur,
about 2,000 barrels, to City Point, for a vessel
now being londed by said company, on the
ground that the vessel in question did not
employ your tug-linat zoing down the river,
and tbat conformable to the iostructions of
your bourd of dircetors, you decline to lighter
any portion of a cargo 1o & vessel which does
not employ the tugs of your company for the
towage of the vessel.

This position appears so very remarkable
and, permit me to say, so suicidal to the in-
terest of your company, that besides inviting
you, a3 [ shall do, to be present at the speciul
meeting of our board, which doubtless will
be called early next werk to coosider this
subject, and which may justly be deemed as
seriously obstructing and injuring, the com-
werece of our city (safing pothing of Lhe in-
terest of your enmpany), I beg leave te eall
your earnest attention to it in bebalf of your
company, which caooot fail to be the loser
by such a course—a eourse which would
surely be deemed impolitic by an iodividual
seeking patrooage from the mereantile com-
munity, and all the mare impolitic on the
part of a chartered compapy which bas en-
epjoyed {be liberal putronage of our ship-
pers, the more so as it is well known that
the shipper of the cargo hig no control
over the towaze of the yessel chartered by
him, and which is universally left to the op-
tionof the cap'ain, und in many eases ar-
ranged by hiw wben coming iuto the river,
before seeing or communicating with hiscon-
sirnees,

There can be little doubt that if your com-
pany udheres to a determination of obstrue:-
ing instead of ficilitaling business srrange-
ments, our shippers will devise meuns of
dispensing with its services altogether.
