Protestep Drarts Pamn—-Accruzgp Dis-
CHARGED.—It was arranged that the examina-
tion of Mr, J. J. MacKinnon, agent of the
American Fundiog and Baoking Association,
of London. who was charged with obtaining
£200 from J L. Carrington, proprietor of the
Exchange Hotel, on false pretences, should
take place at the Police Court yesterday
morning at 10 o’clock. At that hour Judge
Robert Quld, of counsel for defence, and
Mr, Cabell, Commonwealth’s attorney, were
present, The prisoner had not been brought
up from jail, bul wss about to be rent for
when Masjor Jobo Jobns cawe in and ssked,
on hehalf of Mr. MacKinnon, who bad re-
quested him to convey the messace, that the
case might be postponed until 12:30 o’clock ;
w;.liil:h request the Police Justice complied
with,

At 12:30 o’clock the prizoner, Mr. Cabell,
Mr. Scott Carrington, and Major Jed. Hoteb-
kiss, a witness for the defence, were present,
J. L. Carrington, Esq., and Mr. W. B,
Rishop, late of the Exchange, now of the
Healing Springs—the latter, at least, an im-
portant witness for the prosecution—were
absent. A

Mr. MacKinnon acted as his own counsel,
and in doing so displayed much ability and
ndmirable temper., How bhis engugement
with Judge Ould and Mr. Royall, who had
theretofore acted for him, bad terminated,
wns pot explained, but the absence of those
gentlemen was noticed by everybody.

Mr. Cubell said that Judge Mur<hall had
been attending to the caxe on behall of Mr.
Carringtos, and that he (Cabell) was unfa-
miliar with it, and could not proceed until
he had seen Judge Marshall,

Judge Murshall was sent for, and came
down to the court-room promptly., He and
Mr. Cabell went into the private office of the
Police Justice,und were there engaged in con-
sultation for more than half an hour. It is
presumed thut Judge Marshall posted Mr.
Cubell about the case as far as it was poseible
for him to do so withio that limited time.
1o the mean time Mr, MacKinnon bhad a ¢ub-
paens issued for Detective Knox, and Mr.
Auntilotti served it, and Mr, Knox soon cime
into court.

Abont halfspast 1 o’clock the conference
between Judge Marshall and Mr. Cabell was
cencluded, and Judge Mar=hall returoed to
his office. Mr. Cabell requested the Police
Justice to continue the Casv, 43 be was ud-
vized that Mr, Bishop was u most importunt
witness for the Commonweslth, and that Nir.
Bishop, not anticipating that the case would
bli‘ called earlier-thun the 261b, was nol in the
city.

After some talk between the Police Jus-
tice, Mr. Cabell, and Mr. MacKinnon, it was
concluded tuat Mr, Munn 8. Quarles, csshier
of the Ricbmond Banking aud Insurauce
Company, through whbose barcds the draits
had passed, would be able to give about the
same testimony as Mr. Bisbop. A subpeein
was accordingly issued for Mr. Quarles, sod
the examinalion was commenced LY cilling
Mr. W, Scott Carrington to the stand,

Alr. Carrington’s testimony contuined lil-
tle that wus new, The tirst draft for £100
was placed in his baods by MacKinpon oo
the 1st of February. MicKumnon asked
bim to bave it *collected.” On the 11th
the proceeds of the druft, which had heen
sold, were plueed to the eredit of MacKin-
nog, On toe 25th MucKi'noon read to wit-
ness (Seott Currington) a leiter purportiog to
be from Maximiluo Low (upon whom the
drafis had been drawn), statipg that the
dralt had beeu piid. At that interview
MacKinoon placed in Carrington’s baods an-
other draft on Low for £100, The proceeds
ol the two dratts were paid in part to Mue-
Kinnon and in part to bis wife, upon bis or-
der, Qu the 5thof March MacKinuon went
awny to stay eleven days but vever returoed
to this ¢ity, as far us Carrington koew, until
the 13°h May, wheo be was brought buck
under arrest,  In response to questions Mr,
Carrington siuted thut be was positive Mac-
Kinnou said that the first dratt bad been paid,
otherwise witness would not bave received
the second «raft trom bim.

Mr. Cubell asked Mr, Carriogton, or Mr,
Quarles, (they were near exch other,) il be
bad  ever Lelore scen the two dishonored
drafts aud notices ol protest [bandiog Lhem
to bim].

Mr. MucKinnon objected to the introduce
tion of those papers, purticulariy the protests,
unless the signatures Lo the protests were
proved.

Mr. MacKinnon, with a copy of the affida-
vit of J. L. Carrington and W. Scott CLar-
rington sworn to by them to get the requisi-
tion issued by the Governor, proceeded to
show discrepancies between that sworn state-
ment and the evidence this day given by DMr.
