The South and Rebellion.

The New York Herald is ever re-cooking
its ragout—reprodu !
Jations and undigested reflcctions about poli-
tics and peoples. It basa patent article on
the subject of the Fourth of July, in which
we find a deal of assumption and indiffurent
logic not caleulated to enlighten anybody or
to subserve tbe ends of justice. Among
other things, it assumes that the South had
been always inclined to the revolutionary
gpirit, and tberefore a great celebrator of the
Fourth of July; that the North, having_ seen
and felt the bad effects of revellion, bag lost
its former admiration for it, but that tbe
South still retains ber fecling of sympathy
for revolution.

The Herald is wrong. The South was
not peculiarly fond of rebellion. The South
was the really conservative section of the
Union. She resisted the disorganizing teo-
dencies of nortbern Republicanism because
they threatened the integrity of the conserva-
tive institutions of the land and the Consti-
tution, and because she thought her homor
at stake. The South was not that sympa.
thizer with rebellion in other lands which
the North has always appeared to be. She
mever senot money, she neger sent ships, 10
help along rebets. Some of her peopie en-

listed in the’ expedition to conquer Cuba ;
but that was & diffizrent affair from the ordi-
qary rebellions of other lands.

We remember but one foreign rebellion
which was generally applauded atthe South,
It was that in 1830, in which Cmartes X. of
France was dethroned and Lours PawLIPPE
installed in his place, It was wvot that we
understood very clearly that affiir, or were
thoroughly enlisted in it; But LapaverTs
was with the insurgeats, and him we idol-
jzed. It was om his account that we
huzzied over the expulsion of CHABLES.
Richmond was illuminated, snd so ‘were
other southern cities, That was the [ urthest

we ever weat. When the general uprising
took place on the continent in 1848, the
South was quite sereme sad uadisturbed.
The fact Is, the South has been always con-
servative,and tbe rebellions in 748 were very
much dovetailed with the borrors of Fourer-
ism, infidelity, &c. She took the alarm, and
spprehended that the world would be no
better, if so well, off by defeating the then
Governments if the wild ones of the -com-
munists and others were to be installed {n
their stead.

Therefore the South has not been tbe blind
advocate of all rabellions. It wus the North
that was crazy over the geoeral rebellion of
748, and she se2ms Lo be 1s enthusiastic over
the rigid government ol the Germany of
King WiLLiAx as she was over the uprising

there to put down the princes. The
South was not the sympathizer for-
merly, por is she mnow. We thiok

nobody here will thank the Herald for
what it says on this point.

The Governor of Massachusetts has refused
to interfere in the matter of PoMeroy, Lhe
child-inurderer, who is under seutence of
death. The Governordoes himsell eredit by
Tesisting the appeals of the philanthropists,
80 called, If capital punishment is to be con-
tinued in civilized lands, Poseroy should
die. Thbe motiveol the severil murders com-
mitted by bim is not understood fully ; but he
wus sent to the penitentiary for one or two
of themon nc:oynt of bis youth., He was par-
doned out, and immediately returned to his
favorite pursuit, committing one or two
more murders. Now he is seatenced to be
hung, und the benevolent people beseech
the Governor to commute his sentence. The
Governor is right in leaviog him to his fate.
The safety of society demands that persons
who commit deliberate murder shall be
put out of the way, so ihat they
can  kill no more people. 1f they
are sent to the penitertiary for Ilife,
they may be readily set at liberty by the Ex-
ecutive under some error or caprice, and be
thrown back upon the world to take other
lives. The safety of soclety demands that
gome criminals shall be putout of existence,
and it is po satisfactory alternative to send
them to prison for life. The sense of public
safety is not satistled as loog as tbey live.

Order and safety require that penalties for
crime shall be as nearly proportiobate to the
crimes as may be, and that those pevalties
shall be enforced, not only as just, but as ex-
smples to deter others from the commission
of erime. I we are to shed a tear over the
wanderer, and lecture him, aond feed and
lodge him well, we shall bave u plenty of
murderers, and we shall bave maopy fine sine-
cures for rhapsodical moralists, and a new
department drawing heavily upon the Go-
wernment apd increasing serfously the bur-
thens of the people.
