“THE PESTIFEROUS JAIL."

THE ALDERMEN AND COMMON COUN-
CILMEN NOT AGREED.

NO T'ROVISION FOR THE BETTER ACCOM-
MUDATION OF PRISON.RS YET MADE.

A called meeting of the Common Council
waus held yesterdav evening to consider a
resolution of the Board of Aldermen appro-
priating 14,600 in eigbt per cent. city bonds
to enlarge nod improve the city jail, secord-
ing 1o the Engineer’s estimatev, and a further
resolution instructing the Comm-ttec on
Grounds and Buildings in makiog the said
ftnprovements lo regard as far as possible the
recommendations of the commis<ioners ap-
pointed by Judee Guizon.  There were
vresent Genpers! B. T, John-on and  Messra,
Bargamin, Brasclmun, Cuarter, Christiap,
Curtis, Foster, Johnsen (KR. W.). Kleip,
Lauer, Mapson, Metzgger, Newell, Oniver,
li'n;relt, Straus, Taibou, Tower, and Wait-
ock.

Genersl Johnson explained theolject of
the meeting. He thought the Council should
keep faith with Judge Guigon, and do some-
thing ahout the jiil,

Mr, Christisnu-ked if the resolution of the
two brapches providing for a recess had beep
apnroved by the Mavor, und if it bad, was it
clesr that there could be s called meeting of
the Councit?

Tbe President read from the charter that
the president of either branch couold call a
meeting of his hrunch at any ftime., This
wus a right, the President believed, no action
ol the Council could aff~ct.

The rule regquinng the reference of the
resolution (appropriativg 814,000) to a com=
mittre wus suspended.

Mr. Talhott moved that the resolution be
coneurred in,

The President stated that under the rule
two-thirds of the whole number of mem-
bers, or twenty votes, would ve required to
muke “uch an appropriation.

Mr. Twlbott weved that the rule requiring
two-thirds= of all the members elected to
wuke an appropriation be suspended.

Messrs, Purcell aod  Stravs warned the
Couneil against the impolicy " of suspronding
this rule, and predieted that o precedent of
the k;nd ouce established would be fruitful
ol evil.

Mr. Talbott advocated the suspension of
the rule,

Mr. Bargumin would vote for the appro-
priation, but ugsinst the su~pension.

Mr, Straus ook somewhat the same view.

Mr. Jenkins baviog come in, there were
now prescnt twenty members—encugh to
mauke the appropriation without suspeuding
tne rule,

Mr. Tulbott withdrew his motion to sus-
pend the rule,

AMr.Joun~on here cil'ed Mr. Struus lo the
chuir and toak the floor, He expressed him-
scli 1 favor of buiiding a new juil, believiug
that the present sire wa+ upfit for a prison.
During the Jute bot spell be bad no doubt
that the prisoners suffered from beat as pre-
pubiv men never sutlered before, except io
the Blask [Tole of Caleutta. He would con-
sent, thougn reluctantly, to seil the Clarke's
Spring property and juvest the money io the
jmprovement of the jsil, but could pot eon-d|
seut to inerease the booded debt of the eity
for toe purpase, [t was bis beliel that we
cowndd udopt w plan for a new juil tbat could
he tandt partly now and par ly at a future
v, and #30,000 would muke as much room
as we ul present need.

D:. Mansou did not believe that the jail,
from it~ poenhar situation, could ever be
properly ventilated ; it was in a vile and of-
feosive pace, The refuse of ten thousand
preople and from nearly all the butenec’s
<hzwbles run down the cresk, and the il
cut> off from the jul the southwestern
brevzs =, which ure the only vnes we get bere
m toe sumwer.  He could not vole a ceat
to perpetuate the jdl io toe preseot loeslity.

Mr. Whitlock mwoved tnat the Couneil tuke
wpeeess, nud go down and exwmne the juil

slr. Kivio eatied attention w the facl that
thousunds of our best citizens were sutfer-
ine trom the Snockor Creek steneh, aod yet
the Couneil bad refused Lo buve the creek
arched over,  He thought the prisopers en-
tithedd to no more cousideration than our
ownt people

Mr, Wuitloek's proposition was adopted—
ayes, 131 poes, 6.

[ri. Manson woved that the Couneil meet
ar the jdl this (Wednesday) worning at 11
o'clock and siter 1nspecting it gLoupto the
Couneil chumver and  settle the guestion
detinmitely, Not sgreed to—ayes, 33 voes, 14

The Counell here procecded to the juil—at
Irast & number of members did 3 some mem-
hers remained in tbe Council chamber,

The members straguled back into the
chutnber by 7 o'cloek.

Mr. Whittock moved that the resolution
to appropriate $14,500 in. bonds be read
again j which wus doue.

Alr. Whitlock asked what the Engiveer’s
estunsex called for,

Mr. Curtis expliined. [The information
wus published in this paper several weeks
agro,— Beporler,)

Mr. Straus raised the point that the reso-

lution proposed to wlow the committee to
determine the lenglh of time the bouds
should ruw, in violition of chapter 67 ol or-
dinances, whbich luuits the time to thirty-four
YEar=,
" 'Tpe President expressed the opinion that
the Council could not delegale the power to
a committer to rdetermine the lensth of time
the bonds should run, when the ordinance
limits it to toirty=four yeas.

Mr. Whitloek insisted that the Council
should pot quibble about sinull matters like
this when bonds to the smount of several
hundred thousind dollars bad been issued, as
wembers of the Finapee Committee koew,
pol strictly in accordance with law,

Mr. Coristian wanted the jail improved,
and would probably bave voted for the ap-
propriation but for the point ruised by Mr,
Stravs, whicy be tbougut would grestly in-
jure the value of the bonds proposed to be
1s=ued,
