W ednesday aftervoon Mr. William H. Allder-
dice, general assignee in bankruptey -for
this distriet, left the city by way of the York
River railroud for Philudelphia, accompanied
by several members of his fumily.  After be
wis gone it began to he suspected by some
who knew be was embuarrassed tinancially
that e had no iotention of returning. Un
Thursday und yesterduy his name was cou-
pled with a number ot wild rumors floating
about the streets, which had noe foundation
iu fact, so far as our reporters, after diligent
inquiry, were able to lenrn. Mr. Allder-
dice some days azo discontinued house-keep-
ipg, und quictly removed his furniture. He
hud previously announced to several of his
friends his purpose of going to Philadelphia
aod peints North to speod a vacalion of two
or three weeks. To an intimate friend he
suid he meapt, after taking his holiday, to
come bhack to Richmood and muake nno as-
signment of all bis property, real and per-
soval. for the benefit of his crediters. In
toat connection be mentioned that be bad
been in tormeut tor twelve mountbs, and that
he would submit to any bumiliation or mor-
titication sooper than undergo awvother year
of such mentaltorture us the last.  Without
any conclusive reuson, as fur as known, the
suspicion tbat his abscoce was intended 1o
be permanent becate widesspresd witliin the
past two days.

Yesterduy three attachments against his
property were sued oul by zeatlemen who
swore to the best of their knowledge and
buelief that be was ap absconding debtor,
Two of Lhese parties, representing the bouses
of Thomas R. Price & Co. and Cardozo,
Fourqurean & Co., bad bills which together
agyrezated about $150. Tbe desk and
iron safe belonging to Mr. Allderdice, and
used by him in the office of Register Forbes,
were seized by a deputy sheriff of
the city, und will be ample to salisfy
tbese dewmands. Upon the uffidavit of an
interested gentleman, Mr. Jumes N, Duelop,
assignee of J. T. Boulwell, obtained ap ut-
tucument in the sum of #,500 from the clerk
of lbe United States District Court aund
placed it in the bavds of the United States
Marshal, who has tukeu steps pecessary 1o
attuch ull available real and personul estate
of Mr. Allderdice, Mr. Allderdice was for-
merly assiguee in the Boutwell case
apd wuas succeeded by Mr. Duolop.
Some tiwme ago, upon complaint of credi-
tors of Mr. Bourwell, Mr. Allderdies’s biil
of costs 1u the case was brought to the at-
tention of Judge Hughes, who plueed it in
the hsnds of Couunissioner Atkins to be
audited. Mr, Atkios bud decided to recom-
wend that the bill of eburges be reduced
apout #2300, and tha: Mr. Allderdice refund
tbat smount; but Judge Hugles had vot
acted upoa the recommendation, nor would
fais uction,if tuken, have been tinal. Thiseon-
stitutes Lhe dunin portion of tne ¢lsiwm, Lo se-
eure woich Mr., Dusplop procured bis atl-
Lwcbiment.

Mr. Allderdice was appointed * general as-
sigaee” by Judge Underwood. By * geo-
eral ussigoee” Judge Underwood wesnt sn
officer to adwirister upon the eetates of all
bunkrapts where assigoees were not other-
wise elected or appointed. To fill this posi-
tion Mr. Allderdies gave tond in the rnm of
10,000 wi'h the well-kpowp real estute
agents Messrs, Grubbs & Williams as sure

liee, Their bond is represented by able ate
torueys 1o be xot binding. inssmuch as the
luw peither reeogn:zes ol DAMESs uny such
office us bis j but, onthe other bend, requires
the uselgaee Lo qualify and give bond la each
separate and particulsr case.

Mr. Allderdice bad been chosen assignee In
s number of cases where the creditors exer-
cired the right of election. There are seve-
ral ‘hundred unfinisbed cases in his hands—
some of them of very insignificant character,
Others involve considerable sums of
money. :

From his best friends—men who speak of
bim kindly, and do not doubt bis hovesty or
good intentions—it is learnmed that Mr,
Allderdice bad been naofortunate in real
estate traosactlons, and tbough be bad
struggled hard, was unable to meet demands
upon him for money due pressiog creditors,

It is not true, as was widely stated yester-
day, that Messts, Grubbs & Williams bave
sent & man wilh a warraot to Philadelphiato
arrest bim., Oa the contrury, they are io-
clined to believe that be will return bere and
do bis best to satisfly his creditors. One of
their firm, wbo}anow in Philadelpbia, ex-
pected Lo see Mr, Aliderdice yesterday and
arrive at some uoderstanding with him.

Mr. Allderdice has quite a large amount of
property standing in bis name, but most of
it is encumbered. Had his real estate invest-
ments proved successful those converzamt
with bis affsirs think be migbt bave paid
pearly all he owes. As it is, nothing short
of a thorough investigation will dgvelop the
exact state of bis arze’s and liabilities,

Mr. Allderdice came here soon after the
war and made very large investments in the
lumber husiness, but was unsuccessful. He
was appointed City Auditor by a wmilitary
Governor of the State, and wasin 1870 elect-
ed to the office for one year by the people.
At the mexl election be was defeated, He
formed hls connection with the bankruptey
business while he was Auditor.

A WaRrNING T0 ASSIGNEES IN BANERUPT-
cy—A Law tEar WiLL Be EXrorckp.—Dy
the amended bankrapt law it is the duty of
every assignee in the mooth of July of each
sear to report to the clerk of the Distriet
Court: 1. The number of voluntary and io-
voluntary ecases in his charge during said
year, 2. The amoust of liabilitics and as-
sels therein, 3. The total receipts and dis-
bursements thereio. 4. The amount of divi-
dends psid or declared, and lhe rate per
centum thereof in each class., B. Tbe total
amount of all his fees, churges, and emolu-
ments of every kind therein, earned or re-
ceived, 6. The total amount of expenses
incurred by him for legul proceedings and
counsel fees. 7. The disposition of the cases
respeetively. 8. A summarized statement of
both classes of cuses.

The clerk of the eourt in the mootb of Au-
gust bas to lransmit every such report so
filed with him, together with his own state-
inent and report, as required by law, to the
Attorney-General of the United States.

Qut of hundreds of assiznees in this dis-
trict less than a dozen have complied with
the requirements of this law. Judee Hughes
has written here spnouncing bis purpose to
see that it is faitbhfully executed, and a very
large number of prosecutions will be the re-
snit.

The penalty provided is as follows:

“Any person who shall violute the pro-
visions of this section shall, on motion made,
under the direction of the Artorney-General,
he by the District Coort dismissed from his
office, and shall be deemed guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and on coovietion thereof be
punis ed by a fine of not more thun $500 or
by imprisonment not exceeding nne yeur.”

The charge which Colonel Mayo is to ap-
swer is contzined io the following bench.
warrapt Issued agaiost him by Judge Gui-
aun:

“ State of Virginia, cityof Richmond— to
il : 'To the Sergeant ol toe city of Rich-
mond —greeting : Whereas it appears in evi-
deoce belore® me, A. B, Guigou, Judge of
the Hustings Court of the city of Richmond,
upon the trial of W. D. Coleman for felony,
thar Joseph Mayo. dr., Treasurcr of the Com-
mouweulth of Virginia, did on the 21st
duy of December, 1873, feloniously embezzle
and fraudulently convert to bis own use the
sum of three tbousaud dollars of the money
und property of the Commonweilth of Vir-
vinian: tbhese ure, tberefore, in the name of
the Commenweulth of Virginis, to suthorize
and requjre sou to fortbwith apprehend and
arrest lbhe said Joseph Mavo, Jr., and tuke
him before the Police Justice of the suid city
to apswer the said complaint, aod to be fur-
ther dealt with according to law.

This bench-warrant was issued on Friday,
March 27, 1874, but Colonel Mayo having
absented himself from the eity it was not
served until the Smurday following, when
General P, T. Moore, then Cily Serzeant, ar-
rested Colonel Mavo at tbhe Byrd-Street
depd: upon his arrival here from Bultimore.
Police Justice White haviog been informed
of the arrest of Colonel Muyo issued a mit-
{{mus commitling bim to juil. Later in tbe
day (Saturday, Murch 28,) the prisover was
brought hefore the Police Justice on an uppli-
cation for bail, which was allowed in the
sam of $10,000,und the examination of the
chirges contain=d 1a the warrant was post-
poned until the 15th of April. It appearing
in the mesan lime that Colouel Mayo was
probably not of sound mind, 4 commission
of maristrates, consisting of Police-Justice
White and Justices Clurke and Watts, was
constituted,und met on the 4th of April,
peard evidence in relation to bis mental con-
dition, und declared him insane, and or-
dered big removel to one of the asy-
lums of the State, there to be Lkept
uutil he was sufliciently recovered to be able
to stand an exuinfhation. On April Tih the
General Assembly passed a resolution re-
moviog Colopel Mayo from the cffice of
Treasurer of the State in consequence of
having been *udjudged insape by a legaily
constituted commiseion of justices, and is
therelore incapuble and incompetent to dis-
charge the duties of said office.” Hoo. R.
M. T. Huoter waselected Treasurer in pluce
of Colounel Mayo on April 9th, and shoruly
afterwards Colopel Mayo was sent Lo the
Western Lupatic Asylum at Staunton. In
accordsuce with the terms of his cow-
witment to  that  institution, having
recovered his reason, he bus been delivered
up to the Police Justice to be deslt with ac-
eording to the forms of luw. He will arrive
here on Tuesday morning in charge of Cap-
tuin J. M. Tyler, of the police force. The
Commouwe:lth’s attorney will scarcely be
able to proceed with the examinalion imme-
diately, s the case is new te him und i3 an
exeeediogly complicated one, aud therefore,
he thinks, requires some investigation on his

part.
