LOCAL MATTERS.
Accident at tiie Great Bend Ti*nnel,

QN THE CnRSAI'KAKK AND OHIO RAILROAD.
A Fibbman Killed and an Engineer In-
JfRED -LETTKR FROJf VlCE- PRESIDENT
W ick ii am..Among the serious effects of
the late rains in the West was the
breaking of a cannl over the Big
Bend tunnel, on the Che«apeake and Ohio
railrood, not far from Ulnton, In West
Virginia,«by which the waters of a considera¬
ble stream were diverted to protect the tun¬
nel. This canal was promptly repaired, and
to guard against a recurrence of such breaks
a force was put to work to strengthen and
deepen it. But it seems that during1 the
short time it was out. of control It hid effect¬
ed injury which has resulted iu quite a seri¬
ous accident.
On Monday between 11 and 12 o'clock, as

an extra freight train bound west, drawn by
( ngine No. 42, was pissing through the tun¬

nel, the engineer, J. A. Wilkins, discovered
a large rock which, loosened by the action of

the water, had fallen from the roof of the
tunnel. L'nlortunately the large number of
trains engaged in briogiug forward the
freight delayed by the late slide had so filled
the tunnel with sni"ke that the discovery
was made too late, and despite the exertion*
of the engineer to stop his traiu the engine
struck the rock, and, leaving the track, car¬
ried away a portion of the timbers by which
the roof is sustained and allowed a q a^.tity
of rock to fill on the engine and tender, kill¬
ing tlit1 fireman, Mr. John Koudsap, who re¬
sided near Goshen de[6\ and breakiug the
.arm of trie engineer in two places.

A large force was immediately put to work
to clnir the track, and carpenters were

promptly ordered up to replace the timber.
With the exception of this unfortunate ac¬

cident the road is now in order from Rich¬
mond to its present western terminus at
Huntington, and by noon to day the tunnel
will he repaired and further trouble removed.
A vact amount of freight had passed through
(east and W(M) before the accident, and it is
very fortunate that the eugiue which was

caught w «s druwiug so short a traiu. We
have received the following letter from Gen¬
eral W. c Wickbam, vice-president of the
road :

A freight train going west ran against a

rock which must have fallen a moment
before, as unother freight traiu had just
jrisied through in advance of the one lint
*trih-k the rock.
Thi> threw off the engine, which struck

and knocked out of place a few beuts of the
supporting timbers.
The tireui in was killed and the engineer

injured.
The c»irs that made up the train have all

been brought out, but as the engine was
thrown entirely off the track, and us the
-pace to work in is very limited, it will take
some time to get it on again.

Trains will pass through, however, to¬
morrow.

Four op tor Pknitkntury Convictr Re-
CArTCREP-ENTEBrRISK OP CITIZENS OV
Okfoon Hill.. Erasmus Moore, Willi*.
Dozier, James Stokes, nod Taliaferro Yerby,
four of the five convicts wVo escaped from
the penitentiary before daylight Monday
morning, were recaptured night before last
near the Three-Mile Locks in Henrico coun¬
ty. Their captors were Messrs. Joseph and
Robert Peartnan, William Trabue, and
Daniel Be:vb, citizens of Oregon QUI, who,
encouraged by the hope of gaining the re¬
wards offered, and advised by Policemin
Pearman, conceived the idea of set-king the
fugitives. It was thought probable that the
fugitives had during the day concealed them¬
selves near the city and would at night sail?
forth to get citizeu'8 clothes and proceed
on their journey away from Richmond. The
theory proved correct. The gentlemen
named, well armed witb guns and muskets,
posted themselves under the shadow of a

bank near the Three-Mile Locks and awaited
events. They had hardly been on tbe watch
fifteen minutes when four men were seen

coining up the tow-path, keeping in tbe dark
as much as possible, and carrying on a con-

versaMon in low whispers. When opposite
the citizens, tbe four men, then clearly seen
to be convicts, were halted. Tbeir surprise
was great indeed, and tbree of them stopped
in dumb amazement. One essayed to move

on, but the muzzle of a gur,flourished in close
proximity to his head, caused him to change
his tnind. He, however, remarked that they
had jnst as well be shot as have to go back
to that bole, meaning the penitentiary. When
a«ked where they cimefrom, one politely re-

plitd "from Helltown." Moore was dressed
in a citizen's suit stolen from Ii)r. Crenshaw's
farm. Stokes had on citizen's shirt and
drawers. The other two had ou their striped
suits, and all were barefooted and barehead¬
ed. They were taken into custody and coq-i
veyed to tbe penitentiary, where the reward
of fifty dollars lor each was claimed.
These convicts say that Hali broke his leg

or hip getting over the prison wall and he
could not walk off, and that they carried
him as far as Hollywood, when day began to
br^k so fa<-t they were forced to Ivave him
nod make ba«te to save themselves. Nearly
all day Monday they spent in the river or on
the river hanks. They deehretbat Had was
tbe ringleader in the movement which re¬
sulted so unsuccessfully for them.
