How Srescee Moszis THREw A Biny Our
or tEe Wupow.—Spencer Morris, about
gingerbread color, was called in the Police
Court yesterday Lo answer the charge of un-
lawfully and felonfously throwing dJoseph
White, infant cbild of Felicia Harris, from a
window, &c.
