tion. My remedy Is simple. The devotee of

bopelets. His very first utep into the estab*

lisbment is enough to set a confirmed smoker
against his favorite consolation. For be it
at once taken into a Iook, low abed, where

. <»no«f mnerutar men, naked to the waist, are

groaning and perspiring under touge loads o:

the virgin leaf. Tobacco is heaped every-
jvbetfe on the ioor. it is pited up in dense
x&asse* against the waif, just (ike saurkraut
outside hovels in Germany, and it smeWs as

strong. Our guide picked up first one dirty
leaf and then another, telling us this was

Maryland and that Algerian; but wecould
not detect sny variation in tbe Hastiness of
the smell. In tbe next room tbe process of
fermentation was golns on. and soother
man, who was stsndlDg upon tbe ma**

of tobacco which lay a foot deep upon tbe

floor, plunged bta band into the midst of tbe
manure-like coix'.urc, and offered us some of
tbe stuff, that we might feel how hot it was
to tbe toucb. After fermentation the tobac-
oo is left to cool and dry, and it u eighteen
month?, so our guide inforaed us. before it
is fit for snuff. In another hall tbe leavesare
moistened with salt water, and in another
»re rows of ranchioes worked by atearn for

chopping tbe tobacco Into shreds. Endlesp,
indeed, are tbe complicated contrivances for
«ifting and triturating the weed, and won¬

derful are tbey to the unsophisticated mind.
But the beat oi the room?, tbe quantity of
tobacc dust in tbe air, tbe hair-naked work¬
men, and, above ail, tbe oppressive and
intolerable stencb, almost inclined one to tbe
belief tbat the great factory was organised
by the State for tbe special purpose of de¬
grading the population to an easily governed
condition. Toe place reminded me of a

somewhat similar experience 1 once had in
Italy. I had bten revelling for weeks in tbe
macaroni which tbey prepare better in la
tella Napoli tban anywhere in tbe world.
One day 1 hapened to make an excursion to
Amifi, and there, in that earthly paradise,
by the shore of a sea which on that coast
takes more heavenly tints than anywhere
else on its splendid borders, I sawa'tield of
macaroni being trodden by men without
eboe* or stockings, and in fact with no cloth¬
ing at all except canvas trousers. After tbat
day I ate no more macaroui.

Co-stairs we reached long room?, where
hundreds of women were making cigars.
Some were cutting the outside leaves into

strips of about an iccb wide, pointed at each
end. Others were filling tbe strips with
tobacco. and, oh ! such tobacco ! such shreds,
and patches and sticks as made one cease to
.wonder why French cigars won't draw, and
whv tbdy "are so noxious when they do.
When tbe woman bad rounded one extremi¬
ty Into a point she fastened it together with

& black-looking mixture, said to consist ol
fburand tobacco juice, and then stuck the
end into a sort of glass cup to harden while
she was making tbe next cigar. After a few
had been made tbe blunt eods were cut off
by a machine, and tbe cigar was ready for
sale. "You work veiy fast," said I to one

¦woman. "I do not thick so," replied she; " I
-find that I work too slow, for I have to
make 250 cigars for forty sous." Let me
hasten to add, for the relief of tho.*e who
have read awful stories of tbe way in which
cigars are made in Havana, that tbefe was

nothing whatever dirty or disgustiug in tbe
¦way in which the cigars were made. It wa-»

only the conteuts of tbe leaves that were so

nasty. Iu another set of rooms cigarettes
were being made, and it was very pretty to
see tbe deftness with which tbe girls folded
the small papers so as to give each tbe .small¬
est possible edging of gum. then folded each
paper round a pencil, and fastened up the
end. These cases were tilled with equal dex¬
terity by other women, and then made up
into bundles.

Still more interesting was it to watch tbe
extraordinary skill with which three women,
who literally played into each others' hands,
weighed out tbe tobacco, cut tbe paper re¬

ceptacles, filled them by help of a machine
worked by hydraulic pressure, aud labelled
the packets ready for sale. As though it
were not enough to weigh an once by ma¬

chinery, each individual packet is afterward
separately tested by a forewoman, who puts
on one side, to be made up alresb, every
packet weighing a fraction below or above?
its due apportionment of tobacco, so every
pifrcbaser of a two-ouuee packet of
Government tobacoo may be perfectly
sure that be has his proper quantity. But
surely the establishment must lose more iu
the salaries of these female ovet6eers than it
could in tbe dispensing of a few additional
grains of tobacco. No less than sixteen hun¬
dred women are employed. Another room
is filled up entirely by tbe tobacco, which is
seized on the frontier. The guide told us it
was mixed up in certain proportions with
other kinds, and with tbe shreds of leaves
cut up from cigars."for nothing is lost
here," said be, and 1 believed him.to
be made into snuff. Tbe tabac de
saisie Is worth nothing, he declared,
tearing up some packets with a contempt¬
uous air; and what be showed us was even
worse than an average French tobacco. So
it is charitable to conclude that it is iu con¬
sideration for the public health that makes
the customs authorities look se sharply after
the Importation of the weed from abroad.
Lastly we came to tbe pig-tail department,
wherein the leaf was being made, into black
ropes ot various sizes, from the thin tobacco
string affected by tbe student to the thick
quids prepared for sailors' use. The pig-tail
is pressed so as to get rid of tbe superfluous
nicotine, and it was with a sickening qualm
that one looked at the thick treacly juice tba:
exuded, and reflected on the quantity of
the stuff that we must have consumed in
the course of many years' indulgence of tbe
weed iu various conditions. The sale ot
cigarettes has increased euoraioaisly ot late
years, I was informed ; and I should like to
know if the preference for this lorin of to¬
bacco is to be attributed to the deterioration
in the quality of the cigars supplied by the
Government, or to tbe necessity which added
taxation has imposed up in the population
since the war to restrict the sums they for¬
merly spent on luxuries.
The revenue obtained by the Government

monopoly must be enorcnoi>». I remember
reading lately au account of how the riqie
came to be established. At some reception
during tbe First Empire a Jady appeared
adorned with more diamonds than wvrepos-
sesed by auy of the beauties of Uie court.
The Kmperor asked who she wa3,»m(i wastold
that she was tbe widow of a man who bad
made a fortune iu tobacco. Tfee shrewd au- jtoerat determined to turn tbe hinttoaceount,.'and tbe next morning issued a decree making
tobaeeo a Government monopoly.. .Moral.:
If you make a fortune by trade don't
mute too much sbow, lest a w.utcb-
fu! and pateroal ruler take tiie trade
out of .vour baud*. lieafened bv the aaise
of tmeiujery, and giddy with the causeou9
fumes }OU have passed through, you emerge
ioto the /resh air, woDdering how the (io-
verumeufc can be bo injudicious us to admit
the public to a tight ol' its tobacco cook-
ahop, aod jtetuly determiued never to smoke
ajfuin. Never again shall your iips be pol-
Juted by t cigar. But if you do Dot smoke
jourcelf you muy like to offer some cour-
teoos poison to a friend. And you are re-
winded tbat in the dibit attuebed to the
building you can get real Havana cigars. notm*de~~in France. Tbis fs an opportunity
not to be misted. You enter the.shop aSail
I caifjr, or offlt;e?.and you are sbown
ttowe cigars duly marked; labelled, anu'
prleed, wbicb are oniy sold in boxes of 100.
You take a box of cigars at sixty franc?,which are well made, aud which smell like
the real tbiotf. Such is the weakness of bu-

In the 6 place, then, I must declare my
couvictio a that no educated mtn can expect
to reali?* his best pos-iibilittes of usefulness
without a DrecUcai knowledge of the me-

thods of experiarental science. If be is to be
a pbj%*ctao, bis whole soccess will depend

an tlw ill wttb which he can use these
gr<*at tools of modern civilization. If he id
to be a lawyer, bis advancement will i* no

/rtutll measure be determined by the acate-
ness with wfcich be ctu criticise tbe manner
\n which tbe same tools have hee* used
by his own or h\s opponent?* dienta.
If he is to be a cterjrymau, he roust take
sides in the great -conflict between tfteology
and science, which ia now raging in tbe

urorld; and unless tie wishes to ptay ibe pari
of the doughty ktrfgto t Don Quixote, aod think
he is winning great victories by knocking
down the imaginary adversaries wbich his

ignorance has set up, he must try the steel of
bis adversary's btade. Let me be fully un¬

derstood. It is not to be expected or desired
tliat many of oar students should become,
professional men of science. T1ie places of

employment for scientific men arc but few,
and more in tbe future than in the past they
wti* naturally be secured by tbose wbcm na¬

ture has endowed with sprcit?! aptitudes or

Ustes.usually the signs of aptitudes.to in¬

vestigate ber'tews. That o*r country wHi
atwavs offer an honorable career to her men
of genius we bave every reason to expeet,
and tbe?e born students of nature will usually
follow tbe pUin inductions of Providence
without encouragement or direction from
us. It is -different, however, wjth tie

great body of earnest nUadents wbo are

conscious of no specul aptitudes, but wbo
ure deeiroue of doing tiie best thing
to fit themselves for usefufnets in the world ;
and I feel that any system of education is

radically defective which does not comprise
a sufficient ironing i n the jnet hods of ( xj>eri-

mental science to make tbeaiass of our edu¬
cated men fatuvliar with tbi« tool of modero
civilization, so that when hereafter new con¬

quers over mutter are announced, and great
discoveries are proclaimed, tbey miy be able
not only to understand but also to criticise
tbe methods by which the assumed results
have been reached, aud thus be in a position
to distinguish between the true and tbe i
false. Wbetter we will or not we must live 3

under the direction of this great power of
modern society, and tbe only question is
whether we wilt be its ignorant slave or its
intelligent servant.. Professor J. P. Cooke,
in Popular Science Monthly for September.
