{ Liot trom any source has reached bim of
any violatien of the contract between the
ity and the Daoville Railroad Company and
Yeork River Railroad Company., Whether 8
change in this location which, relieving Mr.
Enders from the damage of which be justly
eomplains might pot be detrimental to other
citizens and the geperal public, is u question
that cin better be determined by the City
Euvgioeer. The companies are clearly liable
to Mr. Enders for the dsmugze be bas sus-
tained by the movemeot of trains, &e,

Mr. Carrington presented the fo'lowing in
connection with this subject: |

Whercas by petition beretofore fi'ed by
Johin Evders it was asserted that bis pro-
perty was seriously dumaged by the location
of the track of the railread connectlion of
the York River and Danville railroads; und
whereas the muatter was referred to the City
Attorney to see if the matter could vot be
settled between the parties by agzreemeni to
pay damuges, or othersise ; and whereas the
report of the City Attorney not only shows
po ubatement bas been made, but thut se.

that withia cne year they should connect the
track with the wharvesof the Powhatan and
Uld Dominion Sieamship compiuies, which
bas uot been dove, and the contract thereby
forteited: therefore, be it

railroads be directed within twenty dars
from the adoption of this resolution by the
Common Councl to remove their road,
track, rails, and fixtures from the streetalong
which the conpection runs; aod iu the event
of their fuilure to rewove the same, the City
Kugineer, with sufficient force, shall proceed
promptly to execute this resolution.
