the company, such security, in tbe opinion
of the committee, being alone amply suffi¬
cient to jtfve them a fair market value.

4. Resolved , That tbe president and
directors be instructed to petition tbe Legis¬
lature of Virginia at its-next session to repeal
all laws looking to the transfer or cession of
the property and franchises of this company
to tbe United States GovernmentHor to any
person or persors whatever. -

5. Resolved, That as this committee has
neither the time nor sufficient material to
enable them to report npon tbe general con¬
dition and finances of tbe company, it is re¬
commended tbat a committee of three, one
of whom shall be a State proxy, be ap¬
pointed by the chairman; whose duty itsball
be to make a personal inspection of tbe whole
line of the canal, a thorough examination
into tbe condition, management, and re¬
sources of the company, and make a report
to an adjourned meeting of the stockholders,
to be held in ;the city of; Richmond on the
first Wednesday in February, 1876, at 11
o'clock A. M., and that the expenses of said
committee be paid by the treasurer of the
compauy.

6. Resqlved, Tbat tbe president and di¬
rectors be requested to cause to be printed,
not less than ten days before tbe annual
meetings of tbe stockholders, their reports
and accompanying financial statements, and
to forward by mail to each proxy, of tbe
State and of the cities of Richmond and
Lynchburg a copy of tbe same, and to fur¬
nish to other stockholders applying a copy
of tbe same: and. tbat the proceedings of
tbe meetings of tbe stockholders .be also
printed as early as practicable after the ad¬
journment thereof.

7. Resolved, Tbat the by-laws of the com¬
pany be so amended as to provide for the
paj ment of-the actual expenses of the direc¬
tors while attending any meetiog of their
Board or other business of the committee.
