The "Committee on Resolutions then pre-
sented a long series of resolutions, which
were read, as follows: '

This convention of delegates, duly ap-
pointed from thirty-one States end Territo-
ries, snd many cities and boards of trade,
merchants’ exchanges, and other dbmmercial
bodies, constitating a body of eight huodred
and sixty-nine delegates, representinog- not
ounly & large proportion of the people of.the
Uanlted States, but of the active producing
business capital of the conootry, and now as-
csembled to take action npon the construce
tion of & southern line of railroad to the Pa~
cific ocean, do respectfully present to the
Sepate and House of Representatives of the
United States, in Congress assembled, that
the SBouthern Trans-Continental railway, (rom
the waters of tbe Mississippi via El Paso to
the Pacific ocean-on-or near the twenty-third
parallel. of  latitude, is imperatively de-
manded—first, as a measure of sound states-
manship, because It i8 only by constant io-
tereourse, business and social, that the great
States now ‘growing upon the Pacific slope
can be permanently bound in a common in-
terest with our eastern and southern com-
munities ; aod It is therefore sound policy
and wise foreaight to promote the most inti-
mate relations between all sections of .our
common . country—a necessity already
recogaized - by the Government -by its
grant of boods and lapds to - the
Union and Central and Kansas Pacific roads,
and of lands to other traps-contineatal lines
oo the thirty-second, thirty-filtb, and forty-
geventh parallel, under the belief that private
capital could furnish the needed fuunds to
complete these highways; but owing to the’
great commercial depression they cannol be
built by individual capital, aod the responsi-
bility still rests apon the Government to se-
cure the completion of as least one sdditional
trans-continental line,

Second. As a means.of national defence,
because it is the duty.of the Government to
have a line to the Pacific unobstructed at all
geasons of the year fer the, prompt traps.
portation of troops and supplies should
trouble arise with any foreign country, and,
the ports and countries of the Pacific coast
would be exposed to insult or attack; such
line to be sufficiently removed from the bor-
der to enable it to be fully protected against
the movements of hostile parties. .

Third. As ‘a local military necessity,
promptly supplyiog. the means ol preyent-.
iog Indian depredations in Texas, New Mex-
ico, and Arizoos, spd establishing law and
order in regiors now subject to violence,

‘Fourth, Ag a measure of practical econo-
my, saviog the expense of a military estabe
lisbment for the protection of southern ter-
ritory by lessening the cost of supplying
sid, diminishing the foree of troops, and
saving eight or ten millions,

Fifth. Asacommercial necessity for1,200,-

000 people inbabiting & belt of country
stretching slong the entire South Atlantic
coast, Gulf of Mexico, and Old Mexico, tothe
Pacific ocean.
Sixth. As a saving to the people of the
entire country, because of its being a com-
peting. line between the two cceans for all
sorts of traffie, including that of foreign
ports. By competition the people of the
United States will be protected against an
existing monapoly. ;

Seventh. Because a communication thus
