Sunday-School Aib Society..This So¬

ciety, wbicb is attached to Leigh-Street Bip-
tist cburcb, held Us annual meeting Tuesday
nigbt in the basement of tbe cburcb, a large
audience being present.

after wbicb tbe annual reports of tbe officers
were read and adopted. .

Westwood, Miss Mollie Tignor.
The proceedings of the Society were very

interesting, and showed that tbe ladies had
accomplished a great deal of good in the
eastern portion of the city. Some admirable
music by the choir of tbe church added to
tbe eFjoyment of the occasion.

The Hebrew Festival of Light..With
la6t night began the Hebrew feast of*4 Light,"
commemorating the rededication of tbe Tem-
pie of Jerusalem after it bad been profaned
by Antiocbus Epipbanus. This isone of tbe
Post-Biblical festivals of the Israelites, but
it has become endeared to tbem en account
of its historical significance. When Antio-
chus Epipbanup, the Syrian monarch, hadi
subdued a greater part of tbe Hebrew na¬

tion and bad attempted to compel tbem to
worship tbe Grecian deities, forbidding tbe
reading of the Pentateuch and other reli¬
gious practices, be came to the village of
Modin, tbe home of Maccabees. This latter
family refused to do the bidding of Antio-
cous, and when the monarch had ordered
tbat a Hebrew be slain because be refused
to render obedience to him the Maccabees
took ui> arms against tbe invader, and after
many battles succeeded in driving him out
of Palestine. W hen the armies returned the
Temple, which was hung with pictures of
the deities of Greece, was purified and re-
dedicated.
The Christmas Recess.-.More than half

of the members of the Legislature have left
the city to spend the Christmas holidays at
their homes. Both houses were " thlu " yes¬
terday. They will be H thinner " still to-day.
Under an ex'st'.ng law, when a recess for

longer thin three diys is taken, no pay can
be drawn by members, and therefore, while
the recess is nominally only for Friday, Sa¬
turday, and Monday, no business can be
transacted for six or seven days. The ma¬
jority of members will not return here before
next Thursday, and many, indeed, not until
after tho 1st of January.

About 11:45 o'clock last night three severe
and distinct shocks as of earthquake were
felt In all parts of the city, and created great
consternation. Thousands of people who
were peacefully slumbering at the time were
aroused by the rattling of window-panes and
the trembling of their bouses, and awoke in
great fright. The sensation lasted for about
twenty or thirty seconds; and began with a
slight rocking, which rapidly increased until
bouses swayed to and fro and the eartb
seemed slipping from beneath the feet of
those vebo were on the street.
A gentleman who was quietly sitting

smoking his pipe in bis chamber in the
western portion of the city says be heard the
rumbling noise as if of some heavy vehicle
passing on the macadamized street, before
be felt

THE QUIVERING SENSATION.
Then he heard the rattling of the window-

panes and the floor began to shiver, pro-
duci ng an unpleasant sensation, like be expe¬
rienced when standing nn tbe Supreme
Court-room floor tbe moment before it gave
way with such terrible destruction of human
lives. This gentleman states that looking at
the bead-board of tbe bed in tbe room be
clearly perceived it vibrating like a pendu¬
lum. There were three shock?, the two last
running into each other, not sharp or sud¬
den, but coming on rather slowly, swell¬
ing in force and then quickly dying out.
Tbe gentleman ran to hi* window and
opened it, and almest simultaneously
several other windows were raised. He
asked, "What is tbe matter ?» and a gen¬
tleman from across the street responded, " It
is an earthquake. Wbat shall we do?"
Even at that time tbe eartb seemed hardly
settled. Every voice that was heard con¬
veyed the impression of fright and of some
dreaded

CATASTROPHE IMPENDING.
The idea was that tbe shocks were from

north to south or from south to north, but
few people were cool enough to be able to
tell exactly from wbat direction they came.
At the Dispatch office tbe shocks were

painfu'ly felr. Tbe tall building trem¬
bled to ils very foundation, and tbe compo¬
sitors on the fourth floor, apprehensive that
tbe structure was toppling, left tbeir stands
with all the rapidity possible, and rushed
into the street.
One of tbe compositors whose stand is near

tbe door, believing that the front of the bouse
was falliBg inwardly, was the first to getout.
He was followed by all tbe others. Many of
the men reached the ground breathless, and
some say they were almost out of tbeir senses,
not knowing the character or tbe extent of
tbe danger, and being really unable to decide
when they had reached a place of safety. One
or two in coming down the steps hurt them¬
selves. One, with more forethought than tbe
others, let blmselt down by means of tbe
dumb-waiter.

In less than five minutes after the shock
at least one fourth of the people of the city
were out

IN THE STREETS,
or in tbeir yards, many in their night-clothes.
Mothers grasped their babes from their cra¬
dles and went out of tbe houses seeking
open spaces to be away from falling house3.
So unexpected, so unprecedented in tbe
history of Richmond was tbe oc¬

currence, that none were prepared
for it, and those who, uoder ordinary dan¬
gers, would bave shown boldness and cour¬

age, lost all control of themselves. Never
before was there such universal consterna¬
tion. Never before, even in the darkest days
of the war, when the almost countless hosts
of tbe enemy were thundering at our gates,
and bomb shells were bursting in fbe sight
of our women and children, was there such
fright.
At Ford's, St. James, and Exchange Ho¬

tels hundreds of people were awakened, and
those who were not asleep felt the quake
and heard the rumbling noise most plainly.
At these hotels bells were rung, lights put
out, people were almost jostled from tbeir
beds, and panic and confusion took posses¬
sion of many. The great desire. indeed, tbe
instinct.seemed to be to get out of the
buildings. At the Exchange one man climbed
out upon the roof, seeking a safe place.
. In Manchester there was the same expe¬
rience.

A gentleman who has sleeping apartments
In Stearns's building says he saw lights
springing up and down in all directions.
Tbe plastering was knocked down from

tbe ceiling in a number of bouses.
Between 12 and 1 o'clock dozens of gentle¬

men from

called at tbe Dispatch office. They gave
accounts agreeing in tbe main with wbat is
here written 4 One said be felt three sepa¬
rate shocks as plainly as he ever felt any¬
thing in his life. All described the
movement of the earth as or a regular
rocking rather than of a convulsive
character. There was a swaying to and fro
rather than an upheaval or spasmodic move¬
ment. Many represented that ladles had
been frightened nearly to death, and it is
certain that a large portion of our population
passed a sleepless night, not knowing how
soon new shock* would come, or when they
came ^Jiat .would, be the result.
Quite a number of gentlemen, ladies, and

children, passed tbe night in the open«ir.
It was for a considerable time lost night

debated by those who were out upon the
streets whether the shocks were from an.
earthquake or from

AN EXPLOSION
fin some ooe of the Chesterfield coal-mine?.
After reports came from Manchester, Church
Hill, Rockeits, Sidney, Oregon Mill, and
north of Broad street, and Coalfied,it was
no longer doubted tnat we had experi¬
enced the shocks of an earthquake, the first
feit here in the memory of the oldest inhab¬
itant, and so far as we are at present advised,
ever felt here. Three or four years ago
there was a like occurrence noticed at Ash¬
land and other points in that vicinity, and
forty years ago shocks of consequence dis¬
turbed the even tenor of the way of the in¬
habitants of Louisa, but nothing of the kind
so general and so noticeable is known to
have previously occurred in this section of
the State.
Telegrams were sent to DaBvillc^ Lynch¬

burg, Washington. D, C., Coaldeld, and Nor¬
folk, but except at Coalfield no sensation like
oure was reported. "

, There were siver^l gentlemen from Cali¬
fornia stopping at Ford's Hotel, and they all
concurred in the opinion that the shocks
were

supper. He declares that he believed the
abutment! of the bridge were crumbling
away. He felt two shocks, the first lasting
about eight seconds. About the time of the
first shock the nfgbt freighttrain was leaving
the derd*. The operator at Coalfied tele¬
graphed to Richmond at once to know
if Richmond had feit it. He said that he was
sound asleep and it almost shook him out of
bed. The conductor -testified that the ope¬
rator was the hardest man on the line to
wake up, and that it must have been terrible
indeed to have aroused bim.

Danviite was next called, and he wa« the
only man awske on the line except Coalfield.

The engineer of the shifting engine at the
dep6*, was on the south side of tne river at
the time with bis locomotive, but be did not
notice the violent shaking of the earth.
