The
writer of the article above mentioned says
cur gratuitous practice would be commend¬
able if our paying patrons were not virtually
Obliged to pty for it in enhanced prices.
Evidently this writer has no idea of the ex-

: tent of tbe charities of the physicians of this

dty if be auppoeea tbey are "paid for" by
any. one. Tbe writer of this article, as a

matter of curiosity, kept an account one

year of tbe amouot of gratuitous service
rendered by bim, charged at tariff rates. It
amounted to (be sum of (wo tkovutmdiknoe
hundred dollars. Another physician of this
city gives away in practice at least double
ibis. Does any other class of our citizens
contribute to tbe public charities in anything
like such * proportion as wisr
How many times do we bear, " Ot you

doctors make your money ewify." ;Mf>o<
we"? Strange that we cannot ses It It
seems very little trouble to think s moment
mod then write a prescription, bat wbst Is in¬
volved therein? Money must have been
fireely expended in time past, and nany
weary boors spent inlntense study to make
tbat few moments' thinking wortb anything
to the patient. Moreover, every prescrip¬
tion given by U>e physician lays upon Mm a

weight of responsibility which is in many
cases no* trifling load, and in every ease

amounts to an appreciable addition to bis
burthen. What is it tbat makes doctors
notoriously the most short-lived class ofwen
In civilized coram unifies? There oust

be some reason for a fact which re¬

peats itself everywhere. This is the
reason: Other men have their times of

Jabor and their seasons of rest. A doctor's
work is never done. Every physician urges,
upon bis patients the necessity for recularity
in habits of living. Every sensible man

knows the importance of the advice, and

every physician knows it is absolutely im¬

possible for him to follow it himself. Irreg¬
ular meals, snatched in baste, when the
mind is intensely active, are only partially
digested, and if be bad time to give way to
it every doctor would be a miserable dys¬
peptic. Broken rest, night after night,
breaks down the nervous system, and the
aid of that dangerous friend, stimulation,
mu«t, be called in to keep the brain up to its
work.

bo much for a doctor's work; bow is it
about bis pay!* As a general thing be has
to wait for bis money until every one else is
served. Tbe most of the community make
no arrangements whatever to meet tbe ex-

penses of 6ickne-s. House-rent, marketing,
fuel, clothes, tbe annual trip to tbe country,
are all provided for, but tbe doctor's bill must
take its chance?. If tbe doctor duns incessant-
lv be will get bis money, perhaps ; if be does
cot, be certainly will get nothiog. There are

notable exceptions to tbe above, but I include
in tbe statement a large majority of tbe peo¬
ple of this community. Tbe doctor cannot
be too prompt in obeying the calls of bis pa¬
tients; be cannot be too slow in demanding
his hard-earned fee.
Tbere is this to be said about a tariff of fees

binding upon all physicians : I do not con¬

sider it fair, but the unfairness works sgalnst
tbe physicians themselves. It ke?ps deserv¬
ing young men our of practice. When a

man has the experience of fifteen or twenty
years bis services should be worth more than
ibose of a youngster just graduated. In
many esses tbey are not, but that does not al¬
ter tbe fact that tbey should be. To be
really just, tbe young, inexperienced physi-

* eian should be allowed to charge less than
his more experienced neighbor, ^en, if aj
man wanted first-rate treatment, be wouIcl
have to pay a firsUrate price, and less prf^1
portlonally to tbe reputation of tbe physician
employed.

Allow me to make a suggestion,: Let our

suggestive friend insure that we doctors
ehaJi receive ante-bellum prices for say nine-
tenths of the work we do (ten per cent, off
for charity), and we will take bis suggestion
Into consideration. Finally, allow me te
ask who pays the grocer for tbe sugar, flour,
and bacon devoured by people who go inio
debt for these matters (as much necessaries
as tbe doctors' visits) and never pay for
them? *?»

Taxing Cborcta Property.
The President's message touches in no un¬

certain vein a question which sooner Or later
Is destined to take its place among tbe leading
issues of tbe day. The abuses that have crept
into tbe costom of exempting church pro-
perty from taxation are already attracting
the attentive consideration of statesmen and
political economists, and President Grant, on
taking the sharply-defined attitude be ha9,
only expresses the popuiar sentiment. No¬
body, we as&ume, objects to or would disturb
the arrangement by which charitable and reli-

flous institutions are fostered under the law.
t Is, and properly so, an accepted theory in

this free country that all religions are entitled
to protection, and all charities worthy of en¬
couragement. But tbe President points out
the notorious fact that tbie theory is being
systematically abused,and that the accumula¬
tion of property by religlQua bodies bas at¬
tained proportions that affect injuriously
the rights and Interests of citizens,
"We need not go beyond the limits of New

Orleans in search of illustrations. On every
band we have specimens of the extent to
which tbe evil has gone and tbe injustice
which it has entailed upon the general public.
Longrowsof buildingsdevoted toevery form
of traffic are to be seen in different localities of ]
tbe city ; and tbe fact that these eDjoy Un-
munlty from taxation sufficiently explains
the attendant fact that tax-paying pro-
perty-holders in tbe vicinity are left witbput
tenants and deprived of tbe income which
otherwise they would in all probability
cbtalo. The tax-paying landlord has been
brought into competition with the non-tax-
paying landlord, and the result is that the
citizen's prospect of acquiring property is
being steadily diminished while tbe church's
facilities are being as steadily increased.
Under existing circumstances It is only a

question of lime as to when tbe religious
societies will absorb all the real estate of any
Yalue in tbe nation. It Is more profitable to
rent from tbe cburcb, which pays no taxes,
than to pay taxes on property which cannot
be made a source of income; and the history
of the accumulation of church property in
this city and elsewhere is tbe most eloquent
possible commentary on the proposition that
all, whether church, corporation, or In¬
dividual, should be made to share alike
tbe burden of maintaining the Government
Whose protection all enjoy in common.
This is no new question here. The facts

have beea conspicuous for a very long time
and tbe thoughts of patriotic and Intelligent
®en have been giveB with gradually iocreas-
ing earnestness to the discovery and adop-
tion of some effectual remedy. We have
reason to believe that the subject will be
brought up before the next session of the
LejrMaftire, and have no hesitation in saying
that the tax-payipg masses of tbe people will
expect prompt and lasting relief from an in-
jafetbe wblcb bas already been suffered to
reach too formidable a limit. It would^
startle and offend tbe public to learn exactly
wbat proportion of tbe city's real estate is
now exempt.from participial uje com-
njoa responsibility.a sentiment verv apt to
be intensified by tbe reflection that ever?
