Mkktlnq ix its Intktrkst.. Sonic time in the
early part of the year Mr. F. W. Hane-
winckel bought, and presented to the Pro¬
testant Episcopal Church in this city the
spacious residence and adjoftoing lot situated
ou the east side of Fourth street (N'o. 517)
north of Leigh. In making this munificent
offering it was the design of Mr. Hane-
winckel that the building should be used as

a borne for female members of the Protestant
Episcopal Church who, havirsr seen better
days, might be in reduced circumstances
and unable to procure for themselves au ade¬
quate support.

After the purchase of the bouse and lot it
was put in thorough order from top to bot¬
tom, and its appointments rendered com¬

fortable and complete in every respect, the
home being furnished throughout and made

j ready for occupancy by the Harae kiud gen-
j tlemen who made the liberal offering of the

house itself.
Application was then made to the General

Assembly for a charter of incorporation,
which was granted, with Rfcbt Rev. F. M.
Whittle, I). I)., assistant bishop of the'
Diocese; Rev. George Woodbridge. D. D.,
of the Monumental church; Rev; Joshua
Peterkin, D. D., of St. James : Rev. T. G.
Dasbiell, of St. Mark's ; and Messrs. F. W.
Hsnewinckel, E. B. Addison, John O. Steger,
John H. Claiborne, and William F. Gray as

the corporators.
The corporators met and elected the fol¬

lowing officers: Mrs. F. M. Whittle, presi¬
dent; Mrs. J. Peterkin, first vice-president ;
Mrs. William M. Joues, second vice-presi-
dent; Mrs. Mary A. Page, recording secre¬
tary ; Miss Mary H. Maury, corresponding
secretary; Mrs. S. P. Latbrop, treasurer;
a id Mrs. Pike Powers, Mr*. Mary McCarty,
Mrs. WilliJin B. Isaacs, Mrs. A. Bargamin,
Mrs. D. P. iJalsey, Mrs. Thomas M. Saun¬
ders, Mrs. J. Y. liobson, Mi*s Jt s-ie Gordon,
Miss Elizibetb Woodbridgc, Miss Stella Wil¬
liams, board of managers.

The home has been very successfully
managed by the present officers, and is sup¬
ported by contributions from the several
Episcopal churches in the city except St.

her to the privileges of the institution for
life. Au Episcopal lady residing outside of
the city cau be received upon the pajment
of two hundred and fit'iy dollars, and will be
entitled to like privileges. At present there
»re but three inmates besides the matron,
Mr?. Edmonia Warren. The house is de¬
lightfully heated, and the table supplied with
excellent food.
On Sunday night Rev. A. W. Weddell, of

St. John's church, will preach a special ser¬
mon at St. James church, upon which oc¬
casion a collection will be taken up to defray
recent expenses and to make improvements
in the home. The Board of Managers are

endeavoring to revive the interest of their
friends iu the home, and hone that they will
not only have a very large congregation at
St. James, but that they will contribute large¬
ly to aid the good work.

Clark's Spring Property and the New
Reservoir..A meeting of the Council com-
mittees on Public Grounds and Buildings,
Fiuance, and Water, was held yesterday eve¬

ning, ut which the proposed sale of the
Clark's Spring property was discussed, and
the propriety of acquiring enough land be¬
tween the new reservoir and the river to run
the pipes down to the river when required
was considered. It seems that the Hollywood
Cemetery Company expec: the city to sell
them the Clark's Spring property at a merely
nominal price.

one.

The Dynamite fhcp3<Mlon.
GRAPHIC AJfi) HARROWING DETAILS Of THB CA¬

LAMITY.
New Yobk, December 28.^-Tbe following

particulars of tbe dynamite explosion at
Bremerbaven are ;from the Waser Zeitung :
It appears that just before tbe Mosel was
about to sail a cart containing four cases and
a barrel was being unloaded for shipmentwhen suddenly a terrib'e explosion occurred.Tbo effsct was horrible. The quay was
then thronged with people, parity belongingto tbe steamer, partly spectators, sod partly
passengers, who bad remained there to take

a last farewell of friends. An eye-witness,who stood under the gangway of tbe Mosel,
on bearing the terrific report saw a number
of black lumps flying aboat in the air, whilst
very few of tbe persons on land remained
visible. Apprehending a boiler explosion,he threw himself flit ou the deck,
where he received a volley of 6and,' broken
glass, fragments of fl-sb, bones, &c. Tbe
devastation on board the Mosel was terrific.
No skylight was left; the cabins aft were
either crushed in or bulged out by tbe pres¬
sure, or altogether smashed. The side platesof the ship were burst, the posts with rivets
and glasses forced inward^ and tbe whole
ship was besmeared with blood and stuck
over with pieces of flesh and other human
debris. In tbe bold and over all parts of
tbe 6hip were found arms, legs, and other
portions of tbe haman frame.
The sides of tbe hatchways were burnt

by the pressure, and the front of the naviga-
tion-cabin on deck was stove in. Tbe whole
ship was literally covered with glass shreds,
which even filled the dishes from the kitchen
as tbey were being served to the steerage
passengers.
Tbe lug got off comparatively unhurt,

being so much more. below tbe qaay line
than the Mosel. Still the whole of its deck
was destroyed. Only tbe engineers and
stokers were hurt.
Oa land, where tbe package was unloaded,

a hole six or seven feet deep n^d been made.
The whole surrounding space was strewn
with limbs shreds of dresses, Ac., in large
pools of blood. Here and there an arm, a
ball ot' intestines, mutilated bust3,&c., might
be seen.
Amongst the most horrible details of this

calamity is tbe fate that beiell the Etmer
family, who were seeing oif oue of their sons
to California Tbe father, mother, son, and
son in-law are dead. Tbe dnughter-in-law
has her arm and her child its bund blown otf.
Tbe cise which exploded had been incaro

of tbe carrier Westermann, of Bremerhaveu,
and wag accompanied on its way to fb3
steamer by a Mr. Tumford, of whom, it is
said, all trace has been lost.
