The Richmond FirerAtferm 'Fgleffrmpfe.
Tbe renders of the Dispatch, frequently

see it announced that no alarm of fire ww
turned in at Station 2S, or 35, as theca.se may
be. Now, there are many persons in Rich*
mond who don't evc« know of the existence"
of the fire-telegrapli -system here, and many
who are *ware that there is such anlnstitu*
tion in the city do not understand its work*
ings, A paragrtpb on this subject, there¬
fore, amy not be uninteresting at this time*
The system is ene of the most complete in
operation in this country, and by its work¬
ings thousands of dollars' worth of property
are annually saved and the lives of many
useful citizens preserved.
Tbe Richmond fire-alarm telegraph sys¬

tem was pet into operation, in this city in
1870 mainly through the efforts of Colonel
G. T. Egbert, who W»8 then tbe Chief of Po¬
lice under the military government; and if
nothing else was d6nfc that deserves to be
remembered, the introduction of this valua¬
ble auxiliary to the Fire Department should
never be forgotten. Since that time Mr. J.
K. Dowell and Superintendent Paynter have
impioved tbe system. Many new stations
bave been erected, and the system to-day is
in tine working order and accomplishing
ail that could be expected. AH that is ne¬

cessary to give an alarm is to procure a key,
which can always be found at a prominent
place near the box, unlock tbe Iron door ad¬
mitting into an inner apartment, where all
tbat can be seen is a brass book protruding
from an inner iron box. Pull this hook down"
&s far as it will come and let it so.

In five minutes or less three <jr four steam¬
ers, a truck, and one of tbe hose-companies
will beat the box (mdby way of parenthesis
it may be said tbat tbe Richmond department
will compare favorably with northern and
western departments tnat cost ten times, as

much money as ours).
To give an alarm, then, is a very simple

operation ; but sometimes it.is a very serious
matter. Tbe workings of the box are equally
as simple. When tbe brass hook alluded to
is pulled down it raises a lever, which is at-1
tactied to clock-work. On tbeond of the le¬
ver is a weight to run the clock.-work down;
Attached to this machinery rs a notched
wheel, upon which the wire running from
the top of the pole resuj. As the wheel'
revolves it records tbe notches on all the
gongs in the city* For instance : If it is Box
25 there will be two notches cut close
together, then a space and five notches..
This wheel will revolve five times,
which - records the'- nfimber of this"
boxTfive.times in ,evefy police-station, en¬
gine-boose, anefstreet-box." When the wire
passes over one of these brciksiin the wheel
it cuts the wire In two^aa effectually as if it.
was done in the street/ Currents -passing
through tbe magnets to which the gongs ace
attached become discharged, allowing the
armature or hammer attached to the magnet
to fallback; bufaBBOonas It passes over one
of these breaks.in the wheel tben the wire be-;
comes intact ahd the Current fbws from one

pole of tbe battery to tUfc Bther, through alT
the magnets in the bo^es and gongs, drawing
tbe armature or hammer to the magnet" Of
.course; as often as the wire passe? over these
breaks tbe armature strikes the ,gang. In
case -of tbe Box 25 it strikes ' twice, then
pauses a short time and strides Ave times,
making 25. -7 ¦, ...

There are three stationary men 10 every
engine-house in Richmond, and it Is custom*
ary, when the gongs give an alarm, for one

ot the men to count the strokes, so as to

get the proper box, while the other! two
bitch the horses to the apparatus. This
generally takes about one minute. If
they have any doubts as to the
number of the box they wait until the
wbeel revolves the second or third time,
.showing the.wisdom of arranging the box
to strike its number more than once. Some¬
times it happens there is a good deal of ex¬

citement and noise caused by the horses
aud men runuing to their appropriate
places, and it is difficult at times to count
correctly the box on the first round.

A tire-alarm box may be said to represent
a huge man with a voice that can penetrate
through an entire city saying to all the fire¬
men, " Come to this point; a great fire is ap¬
prehended."
Great credit is due Mr. T. Wiley Davis,

chairman of the Committee on Fire-Alarm
and Police Telegraph, who has put the wires
in better and more perfect working order
than tbey have been since they were put up.
There is another great convenience af¬

forded our citizens by the use of the fire-
alarm telegraph, and that is the convenience
of getting the exact Klcbmond time twice
daily at every street-box, engine- and police-
station house in the city. This is done by
Mr. Jabnke, 1327 Main street, at 1 aud 7 P.
M., his place of business being connected
with the wires.

Items from tbe Capitol.
Governor Kemper returned to the city

from his old home, in Madison county, yes¬
terday. During the day be partially ex¬

amined the papers in the case of Colonel W.
D. Coleman, but did not proceed far enough
to enable him to form a decided opinion. He
,regards Judge Guigon's endorsement on the
application for pardon as confidential. So It
is by no means certain that he (the Governor)
will ever allow it to be made public. The
general opinion remains that Judge Guigon's
statement of the case is not very
favorable, even excluding from considera¬
tion that part about Colonel Mayo's evidence.
Mr. Johu Tayke, of King George couaty,

yesterday sent to the State Library a sword
which belonged to his grandfather. It has
on the blade the following inscription : "In
testimony of the intrepidity aud valor of
Midshipman John Tayloe, of the United
States frigate Constitution, in action at
the capture of the British frigate Guer-
riere, 19th August, 1812, tbe State of
Virginia bestows this sword." The
home of Midshipman Tayloe was in Rich¬
mond county. The sword was an ele¬
gant one, aud, though somewhat in need of
cleauing, even now compares favorably with
the best of such weapons of this day.

Robert K. Goodwin a notary public for tbe
county of Rockbridge, and James B. Bell a
commissioner of deeds for tbe State of Vir¬
ginia to reside in the city of Boston.
The official bond of Major Nathan C. Ta¬

liaferro, general agent and storekeeper of tbe
penitentiary, has been approved by Governor
Kemper.
Members of the Legislature are slowly re¬

turning to their seats. Tbe attendance in
each house yes.erday showed an increase
over the previous day. If the rate of in.
crease of the past two days continues there
will be pretty full bouses by Monday or

Tuesday next. Tbe recess, as ordered, was
from tbe 23d to the 28th of December,
Ape itioa praying the Governor to par-

dou Mr. Emmet Depriest, now serving out
a six months' term of imprisonment in the
city jail for winning about one hundred
and fifty dollars from Mr. W. B. Ratcliti'e at
faro, hss been signed by quite a large num¬
ber of members of the two houses.
