Coal Discoveries in West Virginia..
[From the Alexandria (Va.) Sentinel.] --The
Mineral Bureau ba« received from Mr. Wil¬
liam J. Brown, residing at Oakland, Md.,
five camples of coal from undeveloped beds
covering parts of Grant, Minera', Tucker,
aDd Randolph counties, West Virginia, and
extending north, west, and south over an

undetermined urea. The coal is scmi-bitu
rninous, and similar to the Cumberland coal,
some of it having precisely the sinie appear¬
ance, while other specimens are less friable,
appirentiy more bituminous, aud would
probably excel the Cumberland for many
pur{K>scf«. The entire division of country
named has been very thoroughly explored
by Mr. William .S. Rawson, geologist and
mining engineer, who devoted many months
to the work, and extended bis explorations
into tbe adj lining counties. Seven distinct
seams or beds were identified, none less than
three feet in thickness, and making in all
twenty-seven feet of solid coul.
