PROCLAMATION OP PRESIDENT MACMAHON.
Paris. January 13..The following is the

text of President Maeilahon's proclamation,
published to-day :

Frenchmen,.For the li est time in fi ve years
you are called upou to participate in a gene¬
ral clectiou. Five years ago you desired
order and pence, and at the price of tbe most
cruel sacrifices and after the greatest trials you
obtained them. You still dojire order and
peace. The senators and deputies you arc
about to elect must ccoperate with the Presi¬
dent of the Republic to maintain them. We
must apply with common accord and support
the constitutional laws, the revision whereof

1 alone, until 1SS0, have the right to pro-
prse. After so much agitation, discord,
and misfortune repose is necessary for the
country, and I think ner constitutional
laws ought not to be revised before they are

honestly tried: but to try them, as the solva¬
tion of France requires, it is indispensable
that tbe conservative and truly liberal policy
which 1 always intend to pursue should pre¬
vail to uphold it. I appeal for union among
those who place the defence of social order,
respect for law, and patriotic devotion above
thc-ir recollcetious, aspirations, or party en¬

gagements. 1 invite them to rally around
my Government. It is necessary that
tbe sacred rights which survive all gov¬
ernment changes, and the legitimate
interests which every administration is bound
to protect, should er.joy rull security under a

strong and respected government. It is ne¬

cessary not only to disarm those who might
disturb the security no«, but to discourage
those who threaten its future by tbe propa¬
gation of anti-social and revolutionary doc-
trine?. France knows that I neither sought
nor desired tbe power I am invested with,
but she may rely upon exercising it without
weakness

In order to fulfil to the end the
mission entrusted to me, I hope God will aid
me. and that the support of the nation will
uot fail me.
