A FEW INTMRESTTNO FACTB REGARDING MIRE

TWAIN'S PLAY.THE TCBNtP AND THE 8TOVE

SCENE.PATENT EYE-WATEB. THE BIO HAT.

UrnE BTCK.

Tbe play of tbe "Gilded Age" was first

produced from Mark Twain's book by a jour¬
nalist named Dinsmore, of Sin Frarcisco.
Jt was very *-?lmllsr to what it now i«, witb
tbe exception that -Senator Dillirorlhy was

personated and brought on tbe stage. This,
it was found, did not work well, and Twain,
when he revamped the play from his book,
arranged the lines so as to refer only to DiU'
worthy. Mark Twain's origins! intention
was to throw in a large quantity of pathos,
and witb this view arrangements were pend¬
ing with Ed win Booth and Lawrence Barrett
at the time Raymond's attention was drawn
to the play. It was at his suggestion much 01

the present "business" of the play was put
iD. The stove scene belongs to Twain en-;
tircly, but putting his h3nd on the pipe:
while Sellers explains the philosophy of heat

belongs to Raymond. The turnip scene was

originally intended for pathos, but a slight
alteration in tbe lines gave it its present
laughable aspect. Raymond never eats vege¬
tables, and on tbe stage, instead of eating
the turnips at the turnip dinner, he eats ap¬
ples. On oneoccasion he sent a turnip with
his compliments into a private box of which
Chief-Justice Waite and others were occu¬

pants, and subsequently, much to SellersV
amusement, tbe turnip was cut into small
pieces and distributed among the audience.
The phrase <4 There's millions in it," which
Ksymond gets off with such finished and
confident unction, originated with him, and
is not to be found in "The Gilded Age.r
Colonel Raymond assured me that he ha<J
never read any of Mark Twain's books, but
hoped soon to attack tbe one upon which
the drama is b «sed.

The hat with the ample brim, which be
wears during the play, and which increases
his resemblance to Secretary Seward, has an

Interesting history.
When Walter Montgomery, the youn^

tragedian, came to San Francisco, he wore
such an outrageous hut that Colonel Ray¬
mond prevailed upon him to purchase an¬

other, and Montgomery handed his old hat
to Raymond, who rolled it up, thrust it in
his pocket, and when he went to bis roots*

tossed it into one of his trunks. When Sec¬
retary Seward reached Sin Francisco, by
an odd coincidence he wore a hat just like
that which Montgomery had discarded, and
which, through some frieud, found its way
also to Raymond. In preparing for the part
of Colonel Sellers, Raymond selected this
style of hat, but found only one in bis
trunk. Whether it is the one Seward or

Montgomery wore he caunot tell. Not long
ago, when coming east, be met the ex-secre¬

tary's son Clarence, and the hat was referred
to. Ciarencftold the Colonel that his brother
Frederick would be able to settle the mys¬
tery, but as yet Colonel Raymond has not
met bim, and the mystery remains nightly
npon Colonel Seller's head, exciting com¬
ment and performing its part in the most
satisfactory manner. Sellers told me he
could judge of many cities by the man¬
ner in wbich tbe jokes of the play
are taken. Tbe phrase "At the sell¬
er's option," used in connection with bis
patent eye-water joke, did not take in this
city, but in Baltimore and other com¬
mercial cities it was greeted witb loud ap¬
plause. Raymond's continuous acting of
the part of Colonel Sellers has not been
without effect upon bis every-day life. In
conversation he frequently finds himself In
the exact position of Sellers when computing
the number of bottles of eye-water that will
he used by tbe citizens of Asia.bis right
hand holding his chin with the Bffection of a
patent clothes-pin. This happens so often
that he really believes there is considerable
of Colonel Sellers's individualism in blm
originally, and has doubts about the identity
of tbe dozen or more fellows who have repre¬
sented themselves to bim as the original
Sellers.
An enterprising New York druggist of¬

fered Colonel Raymond an immense royalty
if he would allow bim to introduce a " Colo¬
nel Sellers's I'atent Eye-Water." He said
he'd wait uotil he bad advices from Asia.
Of tbe profits of tbe play Mark Twain gets

one half, which is rather comfortable. Colo¬
nel Raymond in one respeet is without a peer
as an actor, aud tbe pride which be displays
When boasting of that fact, which is, that he
never smokes or chews tobacco, or drinks
liqaor, would muke a mother of twins dis¬

gusted with hereelf.
Mrs. Raymond, who accompanied the

Colonel as far as Washington, und took the

part of Laura Hawkins, is a lady of great
beauty and tine abilities. She is of Hebrew
extraction, and comes irom Mobile. Ray¬
mond has great affection for the people of
the South, and says tbe happiest days of his
life were spent among tbem.

In reply to the question ¦" Which do you
regard as tbe three really American plays ?"
Colonel Raymond said be looked upon " The
Gilded Age" us the principal one, aud
then, in their order, "Rip Van Winkle"
and "Davy Crockett." He said the country
contaiued uny quantity of Colouel Sellers'
aud Senator Dillworthys. No other country
could pioduce them.

They hadn't the ma¬
terial to work upon. Tbe Tennessee lands,
the appropriation, tbe glorious old tbe
reconstructed Confederate, tbe Mississippi
steamboats, und tbe great American habit
of speculating, were all wanting in
every other country under tbe sun.
