well known to tbe world Tbe u L'fe " fey
Dr. Dabney Is in many respects worthv of
Ihe Illustrious «iit>5o,ct and of the able and ac¬

complished author. But thin *'Life,M and
all the other *' lives," arc m duly devoted to

the task of depleting the Christian wwrrior,
and as this is thr character ir. which Jarckeen
figured most conspicuously, and in which be
was most fully bim«elf, it was naftrral and

proper that the biographers should -concern

themselves most es|>ecially with tbisTnanifea-
tation of the man.

Still, as a matter of fact, it is kiw-wn that
Jack-ton spent a considerable portion of his
life in the position of 'Trofessor r,f Natural

Philosophy and Artillery " in the Virginia
Military Institute at Lexington ; trad it must
be manifest to the observant reader that this

portion of his life has been but scantily treat-
ed by tbe biographers.
Tbb, however, is not due to any neglect,,

on the part of those writers, for they welljif
knew that all intelligent readers would desire
to know bow Frof-cssor Jackson lived ; howi
be taughtJhis classes; what was bis metbo.
of instruction ; what he said and did in tbt j
lecture-room ; indeed, almost wiytbing whidi: I
would throw any 5igbt upon tbe character
and conductor tbe toau wbo-said so little and
did so much.

15ut the truth is that, there was precious
little to tell abowt rteis period of General
Jackson's life. A biography of a great lit¬
erary man is opt to be MtCle more than a re-

View of his works; the biography of a tbitfk-
cr must often be simply an uccount of bis
thinking and its results; and tbe biography
of a teacher, even though be be a prince to
his profession, will not' often present much
that is very new or very striking to the non¬

professional reader.
But Jackson's life a* a teacher was singu¬

larly and exceptionally monotonous. He 4>ad
liis text-books and he prescribed the lessons
and at the appointed tirae be-" beard" tbem ;
and this this was about all of it. Discus¬
sions in the el <ss-room were almost unknown,
and even " explanations " were very infre¬
quent. Tbe text was tbe one great thing which
he came to boar," and *ce eame to " say".
if we could; and most of us commonly
couldn't when the said text was Bartlett's
course of Natural Philosophy.
Poor Allen. He was my room mate the

lirst year, and with Williams, und Patton,
and Slaughter, and myself made up "Room
IS'o. lo." Where are they now '< Allen, Pat-
ton, and Wdliams all fell at Gettysburg. oil

young lawyers, all colonels of Virginia regi¬
ments, all of tbe same class (1855).and
Slaughter bad been disabled for life before
the sad day on which our room-mates fell.
"When L was in tbe " third class" I used

to see Allen tugging over "Old Jack's" ter¬
rible lesson in Bartlctt's Optics: and one day

I opened tbe book, and on tbe fly-leaf found
the following stanza, which 1 suspect was

Allen's own:
44 'Tls saifl tlwit Optics treats of MjrTit,

But. oh ! Ix-lleve It not. my lark ;
I've- studied It with all my mlirht.
Add still It's left me iu the dark."

Major Jackson seemed to be perfectly at
home In tbe long and intricate equations and
other mathematical formula' which make up
so large a proportion of Bartlett's "Me¬
chanics,'-' "Optics and Acoustics," and
4t Spherical Astronomy"; and many of bis
pupils often wondered if there was in the
three volumes an equation or a formula
Which " Old Jack."could not repeat by heart.
And yet, with all bis accurate and minute

knowledge of the course, tbeie was very
little teaching done in that department,
unless " teaching " be made to mean the pre¬
scribing and bearing of lessons. The truth
is, that teaching, in the modern sense of tbe
term, was not Jackson's forte. He was a man
of marvellously few words ; bad no-turn for
cxplauatien; 6eemed to have no talent for
putting things in various points of view so

us to adapt them to the various mental con¬
ditions of bis pupils.
Though I drilled under him for some three

years, and recited to him daily for a year aud
a half, I never saw bim laugh outright. A
very quiet, subdued sort of smile was tbe
Bedrest thing to laughter that I ever saw bim
iudulge in ; and these smiles were very in¬
frequent, and generally occurred when un¬

commonly ludicrous things took place in his
immediate presence.

If Fulkerson put on a collar made to
order out of about three-quarters of a yard
of linen, and then convulsed the class with
hugbter at tbe grave but outrageously ludi¬
crous way in which be wore that collar in
the class-room, Major Jackson would smile,
knowing as he did that tbe collar was tbe
single visible article of a cadet's wearing ap¬
parel of which the regulations did not rigid¬
ly prescribe tbe "form and substance."

If Davidson Penn put on an uncommonly
serious face and asked (apparently in-good
faith), " Major, can a cannon be so bent as

to make it sboot around a corner " tbe
professor of artillery would show not tbe
slightest sign of merriment or of impatience,
but would, after a moment of apparently
sober reflection, reply, »« Mr. Penn, I reckon
hardly."
We could never decide whether bis gravity

on such an occasion was real or assumed. 1
bave often wondered if Jackson managed to
preserve bis gravity vvben be read a certaiu
4> excuse" bonded iu by Hambrick.
We bad been at artillery drill, and Ham-

brick, along with the rest of us third-class¬
men and "Plebes," bad to perform the
rather troublesome duty of pulling tbe can¬
non. Jackson had given tbe command (a fa¬
vorite one with bim), " Limbers aud caissons
pass your pieces, trot, march ! " Hambrick
had failed to trot at command, and was re¬
ported by Jackson. Tbe next morning tbe
following excutat was banded iu: "Re¬
port C'adet Hambrick not trotting at artil¬
lery drill. Excuse: I am a natural pucer."
If Major Jackson did laugh wheu be read
this none of us ever fouud it out, for tbe
document was probably read privately.
