tracted and skilful iffort. Such is tho mis¬
fortune which bas» just befallen a Massachu¬
setts bride, and ber story is one which con¬

voys a wholesome lesson to expert but over-

confident widows. .

The bride in .question, while yet a bloom-

ing and energetic widow, mot with an

elderly genthman of eighty years of nge,
and an Indefinite quantity of bonds and stock
certificates. In *pit« of the opposition of his

family she convinced bi<a thnt It was bis

duty to marry the tiustiog and iogenious
woman who had lavished upon him her.;
priceless and experienced ^Sections. It Is

not a matter ot very great difficulty for a
skilful widow, or other astute woman, to

book an elderly gentleman. Tne real diffi
culty Is in hnding bim. When dnce be Is
listened by his promise he must be played
with great care, or be will escape
before he is finally g3tfed by an ef¬
ficient marriage ceremony. Until tben
be is always prone to seek refuge
in inaccesible places, from which neither
coaxing nor peUing can dislodge bim, or to

waddenly break bis promise and dart away
into some secret and secure hiding-place.
In the present instaoca the Massachusetts
widow played ber prize so firmly anxl ten¬

derly that be was finally successful? landed.
Unfortunately she then relaxed her vigi¬
lance, never dreaming that be wow)d -so far
revive as to leap back Into his ongintii celi¬
bacy and accomplish his cfcape. Let other
widows note tier -carelessness and Us<eons«-

quences and save themselves from disap¬
pointment and humiliation.
No sooner was the marriage ceremony

ended than the happy bride directed her

husband to run back to bis house-end brijig
his bonds and mortgages, so tbatttey might
begin to enjoy a happy honeymoon. The
husband went, but as soon as he had en¬

tered his nousc be was seized by his rela¬
tives and saftly locked up. He hud made a

will in their favor, and they hud no Intention

of allowing it to £>e unmade by a new and

unwelcome wife. His prolonged absence

disturbed the bride, who sent a carriage to

hasten his return, but the carriage came

back empty, and (he drivers mind was too

much confused by strong language, broken
crockery, ai»d pails of water to explain the
reason why his prtsentalion of a written
order to "deliver to bearer one (1) eldeiljr
bridegroom " had given rise to so much

"Vigorous discission. The bride at once

comprehended the true state of affairs. She
armed herself with a pistol and a stout

Irishman and stormed her husband's prK-on.
The battle was short but fierce. From his
remote dungeon, tbe imprisoned husband
could be neard cheering on the assailants,
but there were too many bolts on tbe front

door, too many determined maiden sisters,
and too much available crockery in tbe
house to render its capture possible by the
assaulting column. The bride was beaten
back, after peilorming prodigies of valor
with a long pole against the parlor win¬
dows, and she has since appealed to the
law for assistance. A suit for the forcible
theft of a valuable husband, whose photo¬
graph is annexed to the complaint, and
marked " Schedule A," is now pending, and
it remains to be neen whether a Massachu¬
setts court recogoizes the right of property
in husbands, or whether it looks upon them
as ferae naturae, and hence incapable of
being made the subject of an action for trover
and conversion.
The lesson conveyed by this affecting nar-

xative hardly needs to be emphasized. It is
a warning to widows never to let a freshly-

and scalding water at the bands of her
husbai d's cruel jailors. Eternal vigilance is
the price of an elderly and rich husband, and
widows who fancy that for them eternity
ends and vigilance becomes unnecessary -as
soon as they have married their latest prize,
should revise that opinion, and redouble
their precautions until the honeymoon has
passed at lost through its first quarter..

ber who sings through the nose, and hlscx-

arnp'e is oontagfous. Many believe that there
is a peculiar sanctity in a nasal tone.und look
upon those who praise God through their

throats as worldly and carnal-minded persons.
There are also many little curls and quavers
of voice peculiar to old-fashioned psalm sing¬
ing that are "just as objectionable as the cv
drnztR of professional singers. There is but
one remedy for coldness &nd insincerity on

the one side and nasal formalism on the
other,*nd tbat is congregational training.
There are very few people who are so devoid
of mimical faculty as not to be able to learn
a ttrae ; all have voices, good or bad ; and
in a large chorus peculiarities of voice are

lost In the volume and rush of tone. All

j of ^be congregation, wfth 'few exceptions,
should submit themselves to a little class-

training under tbe organist of the church,
awl then let all do their'best. It Is only indo-
leoce or abatnfacednesa of vanity, or

"ftsblon, or some other paltry consideration
that keeps any believer from joining in the

rsong of praise. When slil join in there is

something tbat is thrilling In tbe effect.
Even as music "ft Is better than the sort

usually furnished by choirs ; bot it is better

tLan music, it is not the "foolishness of

preaching" tbat stirs and warms tbe sot; 1 ;
and Lutber and Wesley, the French Hugue-
nojs, and tbe Scotch Covenanters moved the
world by their song*..Baltimore Gazetic.
