LOCAL MATTERS.

Capltol Notes.
Yesterday the Sepate resolved to recall
the resolution sent to the House asking for
the return of the two Senate bills repealing
the charters of the Moutpelier Association.
The effect of this action is to let these bills
remain with the House, where the whole
subject can be comsidered. It is due to Sen-
ator Smith, of Nelson, to state that in the
debale about the Montpelier Association he
favored and invited ““all legal and proper in-
vestigations,” but insisted that the Geoeral
Assembly bad no suthority to look into the
affairs of any incorporated company in which
the State was not concerved pecuniarily.
The courts ulone, he held, bad such power.
He ulso argued that the repeal of the bills in
question did not in any degree preclude any
action against the Association, whetber ecivil
or criminal.

The House yesterdsy, qn motion of Mr.
Massie, adopted a resolution authorizing the
appointment of a special committee to in-
vestigate the alleged fleecing of Delegate
Fowle by George Stevens. It is expected
that pumerous witnesses will be summoned,
and that the truth will be placed before the
public.

Mr. Clark anpounced in the Senate yester-
day that Geoeral Stuart’s brother was in the
city, and bad said that he felt gratitied at the
action of the Sepate in makiog an appropria-
tion to place a headstone at his brother’s
grave, but he was in Richmond at this time
to attend to that very business, The bill
will be amended in the House so as to strike
out General Stuart’s name. The Council of
Richmond no doubt feels somewhat ashamed
of the way in which they have bebaved to
Mrs. Stuart about this matter, as by solemn
agreement they undertook to erect a monu-
ment over General Stuart’s grave,

Mr, Johnson, of Richmond, introduced a
bill in the Senate yésterday to incorporate
the Aged Women’s Home Association, of
this city. Rev. W, B, Derrick, Rev. J. H.
Holmes, Rev. W.Troy,J. Anderson Taylor,
Landon Boyd, and other colored personsare
the corporators. The object of the corpora-
tion Is to provide a home and support for
sged women where circumstances render
such necessary and proper.

The report of the Senate Committee on
Bonds of Public Officers state that Mr. Lewis
D. Crenshaw, ove of the treasurer’s bonds-
men, has died since the bond was given; and
on Mr. Greever’s motion the subject was
committed to the Committee for Courts of
Justice.

Dawson, one of the young men who was
executed by lynchers in West Virginia a few
daysago, many years ago lived in Richmond,
apd was for a considerable time a member of
a Sunday-school class which was at that time
taught by a gentleman who is now a promi-
nent officer of the House of Delegates,

A communication from Mr. George L.
Christian, clerk of the Supreme Court, to a
member of the House, states that the Special
Court of Appeals, which was in session
about two years and disposed of sixty-five
cuses, cost only about $4 000,

The Legislative Committees on Schoolsand
Oolleges will visit some of the public schools
to-day.

The special ¢lection in Caroline for a mem-
ber of the House of Delegates in place of
Captain Hudgin will take place on the 16th
of February.

Judge Nicol, of Prince William, against
whbom charges have been preferred, is in the
city, and expresses his willingness to meet
his accuser, and is confident.

Tre Tovacco-INspECTION QUESTION—TEE
CoumirTRE REACH A CoNcrusioN.—A meeting
of the Special Joint Committee of the two
houses of the General Assembly to wnom
was referred all guestions conpected with
tobacco inspection was beld yesterdayafter-
noon at the Capitol. The committee bad a
lengthy session, and finally amended the fifty-
sixth section to read as{ollows:

THE SUPREME COURT.

Decisions Rendered (by 1¢ .ll'eluldhy.

THE RIGHT OF SUPPORT—IMPORTANT TO
CITY LOT-OWNERS' AND BUILDERS—IN-
TERESTING POINTS AND CONCLUSIONS
IN A WILL CASE-MOTIONS AND PETI-
TIONS ACTED ON BY THE JUDGES.

In the Supreme Court orl,‘épm' yester-
day Judge Anderson deliverettan uble opin-
ion ia the case of Stevenson wvs.-Wallace,
which involves law points of iliterest to
builders and the public generally, and Is the
first of the kind that ever reached that
court,:. The case is stitéd as follows by the
learned Jodge: -

This is an action by the owner of a tene-
ment in tke city of Richmond 2gainst the
owner of the adjoining teoement to recaver
damages of the defendant for digging in bis
lot so near the foundation of the plaintiffi’s
bouse, end to such a deptb, as to cause it to
fall. The defendant’s lot, together with the
brick dwelling-honse thereon, was conveyed
to bim by Joseph Marx and wife by deed
bearing date on the 1st day of May, 1817,
the grantor reserving therein the rigbt to
join the two end walls of said tenement
and the plaintif’s lot was cooveyed to
Mary Stevenson, from whom the plaintiff
derives title, by the same grantor, by deed
bearing date the 8th of July insfhec same

year—described as adjoining the said teoe-

ment previously conveyved to defendant, be-

ginniog at the northeast corner thereof, and

thence running along the wall of said tene-

ment mnorth fifty-four degrees, west sixty-

eight feet eight inches, to Edward Hal-

lam’s line, &c.; also the privilege of
joining the end walls of the brick

tenement cooveyed to Thomas Richardson,

as aforesaid, free of any cost, together with

all and singular the buildings, ways, ease-
ments, hereditaments, appurtebances, &c.
There seems to have been no building on the
parcel of land reserved by the grantor, and
which he soon after conveyed to Mary Ste-
venson. But the language of his deed to the
defendact clearly implies the reservation of
a right to build on it, and to join the end
walls of the building which be conveyed
to the defendant. And the richt so
by him reserved he conveyed by his
deed to Mury Stevenson: and it is
implied that the land was sold and
conveyed to Lier for the purpose of buildiog
thereon, A building was erected thereon.
when or by whom it does not appcar from
the evidence certified, which, togetber with
the defendant’s building, was destroved by
the memorable fire which occurred on the
3d of April, 1865, The plalotiff afterwards,
in 1866, caused another building to be erect-
ed upon the the site of her building which
bad been destroyed, as aforesaid, laying
the foundation of the wall of her main
buildiog jam against the old founda-
tion wall of the defendant’s build-
fng, and building one of the walls
of her kitchen, in the rear of her main build-
ing, on the old foundation wall of tne de-
fendant’s building. In thelatter part of the
year 1871 the defendant, intending to re-
build, caused soil contignous to the old
foundation wall of his building, sgainst
which the foundation of the plaintifi’s main
building was laid, to be removed, and the
excavation of his'cellsr to a depth of three
feet below bis old foundation, which was
jower than the foundation of the plaintif’s
building, which the plaintiff alleges caused
her main building to fall, and for which she
seeks to recover damages of him,

THE COURT HELD

that the defendant’s grantor, Joseph Marx,
when he conveyed a part and parcel of his
land te the defendant., with the brick build-
ing thereon, reserved the right to build on
the part which be retained, and the reserva-
tion of his right to support to such building,
when erected, by the land snd building
which he conveyed to the defendant, must
be implied as an easement; and that said
right of sapport or easement passed from
him by his deed of conveyance to Mary Ste-
venson, and from her with the title to the
tenement to its present owner in fee.

The Court also keld that the original
grantor, by his reservation in the.deed tothe
defendant of the right to join the end walls
of the building he conveyed to him, retained
the right, which pussed with the jand to
those who derived title from him, to join
his building to the defendant’s by an inde-
pendent wall alosgside the defendant’s build-
ing, or to make it & part of his building by
joining only his end walls, and that the privi-
lege of joining his building in the mode in-
dicated by the reservation did notextinguish
or impair his implied reservation of support.
The Court also beld that if it was shown
that the plaintif had a building on ber lot
which had been supported by the land and
the building of the defendsnt for twenty
years or more, with the krowledge of the

and juries, A person signing his name
a5 witness to a will, by- bis act of
attestation solemnly testifies. the sanity of
the testator. If he afterwards sttempts to
impeach the validity of the. will his evi-
dence is not to be positively rejecied, but to
be received with the most serupulous jeal-
ousy. Third. That in copsidering ques-
tions of testamentary incapacity it is always
important to look at the dispositions con-
tained in the will. If these be consistent
with the situation of the testator,and in con-
formily with his affections and previons dec-
laratione,—if they be such as might be ex-
pectedd from one in his sitwation—this of
itself is regarded as persumasive evidence of
testamentary capacity. Fourth., That the
Jjuries are justly regarded as ‘proper judges
of the proper weight and credit due the
testimony of witnesses, and their verdict,
when sanctioned by the judge who heard
the evidence, oughbt never to be disturbed
in an appellate court, unless in case of a
plain deviation from the proefs, Tested
by these principles, there ia no doubt upon
the question of testamentary capacity.

Here the judge entered into a review of
the evidenee bearing upom the cipacity of
the testatrix to make a valid will and testa-
ment.

considered by the Judge was whether the
will was subscribed by the witnesses in the
presence of the testatrix. Upon this point
the authorities were reviewed and discussed
at considerable length, and the following
priociples deduced: That it is nol necessary

nesses in the same room, or even in the same
house, with the testator, The question al-
ways is whether the act of subseription took
place in his presence. It is not necessary that
he saw the witnesses sign. All that is essen-

sired so to do. When the witnesses
slgn in the same room with the testa-
tor it is always presumed that it is done
in his presence, unless the contrary ap-
pears. In the event of the death of the
witnesses, or their failure of recollection, the
court will presume that the will was exe-
cuted in conformity to the requirements of
the statute. In the present case the attend-
ing witness gives it as his dgcided impres-
sion that he subscribed the will in the same
room with the testatrix. Another witness
thinks that his attestation was not in that
room. The judge of the Circuit Court was
of opinion that the attestation was not in the
presence of Lhe testatrix, The jury and the
judge of the County Court were of opinion
that the attestation was in her presence. In
such case the Appellate Court ought to
make every fair and reasonable presumption
in favor of & will just and fair in its provi-
sions, and as to which there is no imputa-
tion of fraud, unfair dealing, or uedue in-
fluence. The decree of the Cirenit Court is
therefore reversed, and that of the County
Court affirmed, and the will admitted to pro-
bate.
