jnto which popular bodies are sometirres led
wonki he subject to the restricted vete of the
Executive ; and that every illegal uct com-
minted by the Executive, enacted by the Le-
ghshiture, or perpetrated by the ‘mlizens ot
the State would ¥nd #peedy redress through
the caltn wisdom of a pure, fearless, and
fearped judiciary: thus resting the success
of the whale rystem upon the per-onnl
purity apd wivdom of the judges. Such
being the theory of our Repubhe, it would
scem that- the first care of the Legisiature,
witn whom rests the election of Lbe
judges, shound ®e to elect the purest, mos'
lesrned, and wisest citbzeps of the State
to the beoeb., How far the General Assem-
bly has proceeded upon tbis theory is pain-
fully apparent to those who are acquainted
with the capacity and gualfications ot many
of the judges ol our counly courts. It i«
true that fistory points to many Stuteg
wherein there were most cxcellent judges
who received no salary or emolument ; but

the shallowest ipvestigation will show
tbat in thdse countries only persons
of a certain cast or of a certain
amount of wealth were ¢ligible

to uny « &ce, or that there was such an nceu-
mulation of wenlth there was no difficulty
in fioding these who bad suflicient qualifica-
tions and wedlth to discharge the auties of
public ¢ffize without chbarge, and to whom
the hopor of serving the State was an ample
recompense, But neither ol these Lhree
conditions exist in Virginia. Our General
Assembly rightly puys its members such a
per diwem as 1o enable them to live in sueh u
manter 48 becomes the peaple’s representa-
tives, and wicely provides suitable yetecono
mical sularies for other « flicers of the State.
But whet will be the surprise of the hstorian
of future ages when be unravels the fuct that
Virginia, in her esrnest z ul to pay ber-debts,
limited her economy to virtually putting the
office of county judge, before whom rre tried
the dearest rigils of tbe citizen—life, limb,
liberty, and reputution—up ta the lowest
bidder. In‘many of the counties the num-
ber of days on which the county judgr

" thereof is 1o session « xeeeds the pumber of
davs that the cireuit judge sits on the bench
in his whole-circuit,

In this couoty the salary of the couwnty
judge is less than that of uny public afficer in
the county except that of the supervisors,
who recelve a per diem. His pay is lessthan
that of the keeper of the counly buildings.
Witbout prying into the private affairs of
any one, we venture, the assertiop that his
salary does pot actually pay ‘his bourd and
horse-feed whilst absent from home in bold
ing bis court, and that be bag only-continued
to hold the position in deference to the upi-
versal wish.of the people of the county. It
is the almost universal impression that nearly
all of the best county judges who have
continucd in coftice bave dope so with
the expectation that the present-General As-
gembly will act prowptly svd wisely in this
matter,

In this country ut leust nine-tenths of the

cages efecting tbe rights of persous and* pro- .
perty are tried betore tbe .counly courts.
The Comsponwealth bas no right of appeal
in criminal cases, and it is essential to the
vindication of the mujesty of the law tbat the
judges presiding in these courts should buve
such leurpiog ss to enuble them readily to
comprehend the spirit and reason of the law,
apd thut they should possess the patient dis-
cretion and sdmivistrutive avility which is
necessary for the proper discharge of the
onerous county business which the luw im-
poses upon tnew. ln our own present con-
dition to cheapen justice in this respect is to
multiply crime.— Chesapeake Currend.
