II»* believed in its moral as well as material
development, but we live in an era where
we in u>t. look to material development. Tbia
necessitated tbe coming of capital into tbe
State. Ou that point Mr. Tucker related that

a prominent gentleman from New York had
recently suid to him that the people of the
South were better ofl' than those of tbe
North. The South bad reached the bottom
of her troubles and tbe North had not. The
speaker believed the time had come, in the
relations of the two sections of the country,
when there i< a tendency of emigration from
tbe North to the South, when tbe cheap lands
of the South can be bought up. Re¬
garding foreign immigration, we want no

more in Virginia than can assimilate
with the old stock. c

Mr. Tucker spoke of the great neces¬

sity of reaching the practical ends of
harmony and cooperation between tbe ob¬
structionists (if tbo*e are called so who fa'nd
difficulties such as Mr. Douglass did, your
correspondent presumes to say.) and tbe
progressive enthusiasts. Then would result
hem tits; and the speaker referred to Jeffer¬
son anu Madison. '.he one as constantly
pu>hiugand the other cooperating with him
but halting ever to ascertain bis bearings as

productive of nothing but good.
In tbi* report 1 have attempted to give only

the proper representation of what occurred
at tins conference to-night. Tbe speeches
were, some of them.most of them.careful
and enthusiastic. The society may rest
assured, it seems, of tbe fullest co¬

operation practicable on the part of the
Virginia representatives iu Congress.
Though several of tbe members intimated
tbe many and constant demands upon their
time, nearly all were present. General Hun-
ton, who was sick, sent word of his sympa¬
thy and desire toe. Operate with tbe commit¬
tee. The speeches were not in a single in¬
stance heavy, and the results of the confer¬
ence thus fur seem satisfactory > and it seems
to be that now is only the beginning of a

new era of good to the Old Dominion. The
Immigration Committee and Society are wide¬
awake, progressive, enthusiastic, and uot to
be scared away in a hurry from what they
have evidently determined to accomplish if
possible. They are very welcome here, and
must feel that they are. General Terry gave
them a warm greeting at his rooms. Gov¬
ernor Walker and Senator Johnston were

present at the conference, but did not make
speeches. The meeting did not adjourn
until ijuite late, and will assemble again at
10 o'clock to-morrow. Timox.

LOCAL MATTERS.

Important "Railroad Cask Decided by

THE SUPREME COCRT OF A rPEALS..The Case
of Silliman vs. the Fredericksburg and Char¬
lottesville Railroad Company, decided by the
Supreme Court on its last opinion-day, was

a suit by persons claiming to be holders of
mortgage coupon bonds of the company,
which they sought to enforce by the eale of
the property of the railroad. The Frede¬
ricksburg and Gordonsville Railroad Com¬
pany was incorporated for the purpose of
building a railroad from Fredericksburg to
Gordonsville, for which they obtained the
State's subscription. Hiving failed to com¬
ply with its undertaking, ufter making pro¬
gress In it, its charter was forfeited, and by
its terms, and by virtue of an act of Assem¬
bly, It was superseded by the Fredericks¬
burg, Orunee and Charlottesville Railroad
Company, which was authorized to complete
the road to Orange Courthouse and ex-j
tend it to Charlottesville. By an act of Feb¬
ruary 21, 1872, this company was authorized,
in order to complete and fxtend the, road
and to pay certain debts, to borrow $1,200,-
000, at an interest of seven per cent., on

coupon bonds secured by a morgage on all
the properly, rights, and franchises of the
company then existing or thereafter ac¬

quired, but not more than §000,000 of bonds
were to be issued before the comp:etion of
the road to Orauge Courthouse. Bonds
were accordingly issued, some of which, it
is claimed, came to the hands of the plain¬
tiff-. But it was provided by the act under
which these bonds were issued that should
the company fail to complete the road to
Orange Courhouse, in the manner prescribed,
by the first day of May, 1873, it should for¬
feit to the State of Virginia its corporate
franchises and rights, together with the rail¬
road track, road-ted, work-materials thereon,
and all other property, and the State should
hold the same us trustee for the benefit of
her herseK, the corporation of Fredericks¬
burg, and the other private stockholders of
the original Fredericksburg and Gordons¬
ville Railroad Company. Progress was

made in the work, but it never was ex¬

tended to Orange Courthouse. By an act
passed March 2G, 1873, the time for the
completion of the road to Orange Court¬
house, subject to the same conditions
of forfeiture, was extended to the first
of July, 187:;, and it was made the duty of
the Board of Public Works, should
the forfeiture occur, to take possession of the
road and to rt organize the former Frede¬
ricksburg and Gordonsville Railroad Com¬
pany, which should thereby be niivested
with its former corporate existence and oil
the property, franchises, rights, powers, and
privileges of the Fredericksburg, Orange
and Charlottesville Railroad Company, and
that the company thus norganized should
proceed to complete the road. The forfeit¬
ure took place, and the Board of Public
Works *>ok possession accordingly and re¬

organized the former compauy, which there¬
by became and is now invested with full
corporate power over the road, and all its
other property connected therewith, of the
said Fredericksburg, Orange and Charlottes¬
ville Company ; but the plaintiffs insisted
that notwithstanding these transactions ths
lien of their bonds still subsisted and should
be enforced. .The Circuit Court of Rich¬
mond dismissed their bill, from which they
appealed, and the Supreme Court affirmed
the judgment of the Circuit Court.

Thp. Late Major Davibl Ti^eheart--"
Thb Evening Journal's Sketch qbt 1FIim..
M«jar Daniel Trneheart, Jr., w;i#'the young¬
est and last surviving son of Daniel True-
beart, Esq., wbo was long known to tbe
older residents of R'cbmond as one of her
representative citizens of the olden school.
He was born in Richmond in 1831. After
passing most of his boyhood here be entered
tbe Military Institute in 1817, whence
he graduated in 1850. He studied law
at tbe University; but possessing a far
more decided bent for military and scientific
pursuits than for law, be tarned . aside
from that profession after completing bis
studies at the University and accepted
the position of assistant profes9or of mathe¬
matics nttbe Military Institute. At the re¬
quest of his father, who desired bis presence
iff' Richmond, this position was resigned.
After a brief residence here be entered tbe
United States Coast Survey, which he aban¬
doned a year or two before the fcfar to ac¬
cept a position of chief eUginee? of a rail¬
road then projected from Tuscaloosa, Ala¬
bama, to Romp, Georgia. Upon the forma¬
tion of the Confederate Government, being
then in Richmond, be went at once to
Montgomery. then tbe seat of government,
to offer his services in behalf of the South.
He was commissioned a first lieutenant in
the regular army, and was at once i as¬
signed to artillery duty at Pensacola.
Shortly atter tbe secession of Virginia
he was promoted to a majorsbip, and
was chosen by Stonewall Jackson as chief
of artillery on hi9 staff. . After serving
through one or two campaigns with Jackson
be was transferred to Mobile and placed in
charge of the artillery defences of that im¬
portant strategic point. Io tbe fall of 1S64
be was transferred to tbe command of a bat¬
talion of artillery in tbe Army of Tennessee,
and followed Hood's disastrous campaign to
Nashville, where be was captured, defending
tbe last remaining gun of his battalion. He
was released from prison shortly after the
close of the war, and returned to Virginia,
whence after two years he removed to Texas,
where, as editor, teacher, and engineer bis
changeful history was continued to its close.
Peace to his ashes, which rest at last with
his fathers in the old ground on Shockoc
Hill.

HORRIBLE OCCURRENCE.
THE CRY OF FIRE!

HEART-RENDING SCENES.

WOMEN AND CHILDREN CRUSHED*

OTHERS KILLED AND WOUNDED.

Cincinnati, February 5..During the per¬
formance of the allegory of u Tbe Great R^
public " at Robinson's Opera-House this
afternoon a stampede was caused by tbe
alarm o I fire, causelessly raised by a mis¬
chievous boy in the gallery. The allegory
has been upon the stage of Robinson's
Opera-House for the past two nights, under
the auspices of tbe Cincinnati Relief Union,
tbe proceeds to be applied to the relief of
the suffering poor of this city. Tbe perform¬
ers, numbering nearly sis hundred children,
were taken from the public schools of the
city, as the objsct was a worthy one ; and as
the children who took part in the representa¬
tions were those of old residents, vast audi¬
ences have been present at each performance.
Tbe weather this afternoon being propi¬

tious, and there being no seasiocs of the
public schools, the matic^e audience was for
the most part composed of womeu and
children.
About ba'f.past 2 o'clock, while the Oper^-

House was densely packed, and thousands of "

children among tbe audiencc were at tbo *

height of their enjoyment, some one in the
gallery, either through mischief or ignorance,
raised the cry of fire, and as tbe red light
from the colored fires used in the piece
flashed out from the wings, some one In the
audience took up the cry of fire, and It was
reechoed from near the door. There was an
immediate rush for tbe front door. A
child was pushed down the stairway
screaming, and immediately after a man
thrust his arm through the window. The
scream and crash of broken glasB was enough
to set the panic in full,forcc.
In the narrow vestibule the scene was a

terrible one. The people in tbe roar, mad
with fear, pressed upon those in front, shout¬
ing and cursing. Men, terror-stricken, struck
down the helpless women and children in
front, or climbed over their heads to the top
of the staircase and precipitated themselves
upon the screaming mass of women and
children in the hallway.
The scene in and about tbe Opera-House

after the accident wa3 heart-rending. The
news of the catastropue spread like wild-fire
over tbe city, and from every direction camo
people hurrying to the scene until the streets
were impassable.

It is now reported that six persons were
killed in the stampede.

Fl'RTnElt DETAILS OF THE CATASTROPHE.*

Cincinnati, February 5..There are mauy
conflicting stories as to the origin of the
panic. The building was filled from par¬
quet to gallery with a dense mass, which
not only filled all tbe seats and aisles, but
crowded tbe stairways, and hundreds wero
outside seeking to gain admission. Behind
the scenes were five hundred school-children,
who were to lake part in tbe performance.
When the time approached for tbe com¬

mencement of the exercises a calcium light
in the gallery flashed its light upon the stage,
and immediately the cry of fire was raised ; the
audience became panic stricken, and a rush
was made for the stairway. Some are said
to have leaped irom the balcony on the
crowd below.
The lower circle of tbe house is but a few

steps above tbe level of the street, but the
steps are narrow, and soon became blocked
by the surging crowd. Inside of the house
multitudes were pressing for the doorway,
and in the panic many women and children
were overthrown and trampled upon. The
alarm rapidly spread throughout the city,
and those who had wives and children there
hurried to the scene to their rescue. A few
heroic men placed themselves near tbe door¬
way and endeavored to assure the people that
there was no danger, and an eflbrt was made
from the stage to check the mad career of
the affrighted audience; but quiet was not
Testored until a number were trampled to
death and many were seriously injured.
Those able to walk at once made their way
homeward. Those more seriously injured
were taken to the Ninth-Street station-house
and to tbe Commercial hospital, and tho
dead were gathered together iu one of the
offices of the Opera-House. Ten were killed
and a large number severely injured.
