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Tho University Kill.

7'o Iho. (rCKCrnl A*$crn'jty of Virginia. :

Several communications from highly re¬

spectable sourccs have recently appeared in
the newspaper* in opposition to the pending
bIH (or the relief of the University of Vir¬
ginia. The friends of the University (who
are rx vi let-mini the friends of the higher
education, though not the only one?,) have
remained i-ilent as to these articles, probably
because they knew the subject would be de¬
bated fully in the General Assembly. The
present, writer desires briefly to state some of
the ground* on which the pending bill may
be defended against tbes» attacks. *

The necessity for some relief in the way of
larger appropriation iseonceedcd by nil who
arc informed. There is no one of tbe9e
written who dot s not concede tbat whatever
is necessary to be done to su»t"«in the Uni¬
versity in vigorous life and high efficiency
ought to be done. It is not necessary, there¬
fore, to discuss the question whether such
relief should be afforded. i. e whether the
State shall preserve her prestige as the edu¬
cator of educsitorfl.among her own people
and those of the southern find western States.
Nor is it necessary to show, as Kev. Dr. Rice
did in 1818, that in a mere pecuniary point
of view'it is the highest economy to bestow
the higher education at home and keep our

money from flawing abroad, while at the
same time a large stream is brought into the
SUte and poured out annually in our midst.

Tiit* objector* allege different grouuus 01

criticism against thejform of tbe present bill.
The chief of these is that free tuition at

tbi,' University will be irjurious to tbe col¬
lies by drawingaway patronage froru them.
Let us examine this briefly.

It is the conviction of tbe great majority
of those Inst informed on the subject that
this apprehension is wholly chimerical and
unfounded, and tint for several reasons.

In the past (1823) tbe University originally
was necessarily a competitor with the col*
legi s, for when it was started it bad no higher
material with which to brgin. The col-
l.-gc? then in existence.three in number.
wore feeble, languishing, and it wis their
inoflidcncy which caused the exodus to

Yale, Princeton, and Harvard, which Mr.
JefPr.-oo and Dr. Hiee argued ought to be
stopp d. In the fifty years which have
elapsed what has been the result ? The ex¬

isting colleges have been improved in pa¬
tronage. quality of work, and standards;
and four others, also prosperous and effi¬
cient have been founded, and flour¬
ish. As the University has steadily
raised Its standards it has drawn
the colleges up after it. But now. on the
border of the State, the Johns Hopkins
Universitv, with a vast endowment, offers
free tuition to tbe students of Maryland,
Virginia, and North Carolina. Ilence if we

would keep our young men at home we

mu-t grant them equal facilities. Again:
The State offers and gives in the cities where
population and property are concentrated,
so that graded schools and high-schools are

practicable, a fair education absolutely tcith-
out cost. This is, and always will be, im¬
possible in the couutry, where even tbe
primary schools are inditlercnt. Is not some
compensation due to the country tax piyer
in the matter of free tuition? Is the land¬
holder to bear tbe burden forever, aud
never erjoy in his own family the chance ot
benefit? true, all cannot enjoy it; but
neither can they under the free-3chool sys¬
tem. All mat/ if they have sons who are

energetic, however poor ; for I undertake to

say that the University has extended to a

greater number of poor young men the
advantages of the higher education than
perhaps all the colleges in the same time-
say for twenty-five years past.

Let this bill pass, and two years bence tbe
colleges will admit that, they have not suf¬
fered any sensible diminution of patronage,
lu a few years the infusion of more vigorous
life into tbe University will r.Jiot on tbem
as beneficially as its establishment and pro¬
gress has confessedly done in the past. It is
notorious that those who have rushed into
print on this subject do not speak the united
sentiments of the college faculties. On tbe
contrary, they are but a fraction ot these
faculties.
The Yirgiuia patronage of the colleges is

either local or denominational for tbe most
part, and the prices of college education will
still be generally below those at the Univer¬
sity, with tuition free, except iu the cases,
fortunately becoming gradually more nu¬
merous every year, in which young men of
very moderate means, by messing aud other¬
wise, manage to get University training at a

very low figure.
There are few whose judgment is not in¬

terested who share the fears that the Fac¬
ulty oftbe University, wheu required by law
to extend the privilege of tree tuition only
to such as give evidence of sufficient prepa¬
ration to profit by it, will allow crowds of
raw and unprepared boys to rush in, when
by the very terms of the bill their emolu¬
ments would not be increased, and their la¬
bors would be to a frightful extent.
Some of these objectors insist that the en¬

tire academic department of tbe University
shall be put on the footing of a post-graduate
course.

Surely these gentlemen have not consid¬
ered ; or, professing to be friemls of the
University, they would not venture such a

suggestion in the same breath. Do tbey
kuow bow many post-graduates Harvard
has, out of some 1,100? or Yale, out of
about 1,000? Iu the former titty, and the
latter fifty-five; and in each case thirty per
cent, are residents of the cities in which
these universities are situate.
Under tbe conditions proposed, experience

at our own and these northern universities
demonstrates that there would not be thirty
academic studeuts in the whole University.
The effect would be that the Legislature and
the public would refuse to bear the burden
by which the University education of every
student would cost the State about $1,000.
Agaiu : Few men in these times can af¬

ford to send a sou or several sous to either
college or the university for more tbau two
or three years. Only the richest could send
tbem li:st to college und then to tbe Univer¬
sity ; so that these friends of the University
would bar its gate by law to all but the
very richest men.

It cannot escape tbe notice of thoughtful
persons that this impracticable 2>otl-gradwate
notion, if adopted and persisted in by the
State, notwithstanding its unfair and waste¬
ful results would tend to be very injurious
to tbe colleges. Tbeso are organized under
private charters, which place them beyond
the power ot the Legislature in ecery re-

sped.a fact well known to Mr^ Jefferson
when be drew tbe University bill. Let a

college degree of A. B. be the statutory con¬

dition of admission to free tuition at the
University, and that college wbicli was

known to confer its degree at the earliest age
atid ou the easiest terms would at once be tbe
most popular. The result would possibly be

a race in loitering standards. Let tbe rela¬
tions of the colleges to the University be
what Mr. Jefferson made them, and theetfect
will continue to be wbat it has been in
tbe past.a noble emulation in their re¬

spective planes of work.
The General Assembly will hesitate long

before It will barken to tbe counsels of these
advl^'s, and radically change Mr. Jefferson's
organic law of the University.a Jaw drawn
after tbe decision of the celebrated Dart-
mouth College case Lad shown tnat nis
echt-me rejected by the Legislature io 1782
was forever impracticable because tbe college
charters p!aced them above aad beyond all
regulation .by public authority When the
dissentients among the college faculties be¬
come the advocate of a surrender of their
charters in order that they may ba placed
under the control of thqgtate it will be time
for them to attempt to array Mr. Jefferson's
proposition of 17#ii against his accomplished
work of 1818-1825.
The bill io its present form is the result of

careful and thoughtful investigation, and has
been devised sh the best means of accom¬
plishing the great object all profess to sup¬
port. Let the experiment t>e made, If,

contrary to the welt-considered belief of
many men of the highest intelligence and
largest experience in education, in and out
of the colleges, and iu and* out of the Gen¬
eral Assembly, it should be found on trial
that the prosperity, safety, and efficiency of
the. University is injurious to the college?, it
will then be time enough to consider whether
the Univcftity shall be sacrificed for them.

HIGHLY INTERESTING LETTER FROM HON. HUGH
BLAIR GB1GSBY, LL. I)., (INTRODUCED BY ONE
FROM R. A. BROCK, ESQ.)

Editor* of the Dispatch :

I am led by its manifest interest, and be¬
cause of the little knowledge possessed by
tbe public, or by individuals even, of tbe
subject of its contents, to send you the fol¬
lowing letter for publication in tbe columns
of tbe Dispatch, feeling confident that it
will not be de»-med an unwelcome intrusion
by your reader*. It was written In response
to a letter in behalf of General John Eaton,
the able Commissioner of the Bureau of Ed¬
ucation, Washington. D. C., who is engaged
in the preparation of a report on the libra-
Til's public and of learned institutions and
societies in the United States. He desired
the following information (which he had
been unable to obtain from the college au¬

thorities) for this object.namely :
1st. As to tbe number of volumes be¬

queathed the library of William and Mary
College by its first president, Commissary
James Blair.

2d. The extent and character of tbe Col¬
lege library at the respective periods 17TG
and 1800.

. vI meutioned in my letter to Mr, Grigsby
having purchased at an auction sale in this
city a volume from the library of Dj. Blair
from among a number thus ottered. They
were on philosophical and theological sub¬
jects, of the imprint of the seventeenth cen¬

tury. They were eaeh marked on tbe title-
page with the name J. Blair " stamped in
red ink. Other books inscribed with the
name " Robert Butler, Smithfield," accom¬

panied them.
I was led by the suggestion of Mr. Grigs-

by to visit the court-house of Henrico coun¬

ty, and though I found not the will of I)r.
Blair, which should properly be in the
custody of the James City County Court, I
yet had the pleasure of examining some
very attractive aud curious eaily records
some eleven volumes ot Records of General
Court, deed- and will-book*:.tbe earliest
volume being the Records of the General
Court of Henrico, held at Varina, commenc¬

ing February 21, 1G78- Henry Randolph,
clerk. William Randolph and Bowler and
James Cocke were among bis successors.
This volume contains many very interesting
records regarding the Randolph, Byrd, and
other distinguished families oi the State. It
is backless and iu several separated portions.

I would respectfully and rao?t earnestly sug¬
gest its immediate binding, so as to insure i 8

preservation. The last date of these volumes
prior to the later series of court records is

contaiued in a deed-book, and is October,
1771
The early records of the court were sub¬

jected to the vandalism of the British under
Arnold in 1781, and conscquentlj the pre-
sent series commence with Deed-Book No.
1, October 1, 1781.

Besides the private libraries specially enu¬
merated by Mr. Grigsby 1 am enabled to
enumerate the following :

One of the membership medals of tbe
Society was among the effects of tbe late
Thomas H. Wynne, and was loaned by his
widow to Professor Wise, of the college. It
was a thin, square plate of silver measuring
one inch either way, with a small loop at the
top, bearing on one side three mullets in the
upper right-hand corner, and the letters P.
B. K. in the centre, and the same letters in
monogram, add the date December 5, 177C,
in script.
From a recent newspaper article I gather

that the College library now numbers about
10 000 volumes, many of which must have
been saved from tbe College library at tbe
burning of tbe building in 1859. Nome
volumes, the gifts of Governors Dinwiddle
und Spotswood and others ot the colonial
era, are enumerated. "Gatesby s Natural
History of Carolina, Florida, and the Baha¬
ma Islands, the gilt of Thomas Jeflerson, is

also mentioned.

My Dear Sir,. In ans-wcr to your inquiry
about the extent of the library bequeathed
to Williaui and Mary College by President
James Blair, I am inclined to believe from
the number of books bearing his name which
I have seen in the College library that they
must have reached between six and seven
hundred volumes.

If you will vifit Uenrico court-house and
look into the record of wills from August 1,
1743, when Dr. Blair died, you will had his
will, which may throw some light on the
subject. The scattered books to which you
allude were either some of those which the
Commissary gave liis nephew, John Blair, the
father of the Johu Blair of the Supreme
Court of the United States, or were taken
from the College library by borrowers and
never returned. Several months ago I saw

in Prince Edward county two folio volumes
with the bookmarks of Dr. Blair which had
been borrowed by FrankGilmeraud kept by
him during his life. But the books of Dr.
Blair composed but a email portion of the
library of William and Mary. I have seen

there books bearing the bookplate of
nearly all our Governors from 1700
to 1775. and of our leading colonial
men.. There was the finest edition of *. The
Fathers," In many folio volumes, splendidly
bound and gilt, which was presented by the
ArcbOisbop of Canterbury to the College be¬
tween 1750 and 1760. Tbcre was one set of
works in folio that were estimated to be
worth io England thirty years ago $700. I
should put down the books in 1776 as be¬
tween fifteen hundred and two thousand
volumes of the most valuable kind in Latin,
Greek, French, and English. The splendid
set of the Encyclopedic Methodlque, in
thirty-three folio volume?, was presented to
the College by Louis XVI. at the close of
the war. It must be remembered that as

late as 1776' all our English classics were in
quarto, from Shaltspeare to Hume, Robert¬
son, and Gibbon.
Besides the library of William and Mary

there were Bome very valuable private col¬
lections, such as that of Colonel Byrd, of
Westover (numbering 3,025 volumes), which
remained entire until 1785 or '86, when it
was taken to Philadelphia by the widow of
the last Colonel Byrd, and there sold at
auction. A complete catalogue of the West>
over library, with tbeir arrangement in cases
duly numbered, may be Been in the Franklin
Library, of Philadelphia. A qoarto volume
bound in red morocco, a copy of the catalogue,
may also be seen at Upper Brandon. [I
possess another copy. For an interesting
account of the library pee Virginia Historical
Register, vol. iv., pp. fc7-90..R. A. B.]
The next largest library was that of Sir

John Randolph, which descended to his son
Peyton, the first president of Congress, at
whose death, without heirs of his" body, the
books were purchased as a whole by Mr.
Jefferson. [vet volumes frequently occur
In auction sales, principally old test-books
of the hw..R. A. B ]. who sold them, with
the rest of bis library, to the Federal Gov¬
ernment after the war of 1812. A fire, some
years back, in the Capitol, destroyed many
books of this collection.
The library of Ralph Wormley, Jr., of

Rose Gill, was. very valuable, but it attained
its full growth after the Revolution. It was
sold at Mr. Wormley's sale, and I havesome
of the boo'.is. Among the books in the Col¬
lege library before 1770 and until TS59, when
the books were burned, was the Biblia Sacra
Polyglotta. by Briareu9 Waltonus, printed In
1057, in six volumes, folio. As late as 1843

a distinguished English divine pronounced
this work " the most complete biblical ap¬
paratus In any language." Another book of
immense value was the " Lexicon Hepta-
glotton of Edmund Castello, two volumes,
folio, 1659." As nearly two thirds of the
edition was destroyed in England, this great
work rose in value,, and was estimated In
1825 by Professor Campbell to be worth in
England §700. It was presented to the Col¬
lege by Robert Carter Nicholas. But these
book*, which I took a note of many years
ago on a visit to the library, will show its
great completeness and its great cost.
If you wish to see the value of these books
mentioned above consult AHibone's Diction¬
ary of Authors.
But the great source of literature in the

Colony must be sought in the houses ®f the
planters, all of whom had large collections
of all the leading English clussics. I have a
number of these in my owu collection. A
library was an indispensable ornament iu
every house : and the result of such a pos¬
session was seen in the ability and skill of the
men of the Revolution.

If these hints can be of any service to you
use them as you please.

LOCAL MATTERS.
The Fowle-Stevens Investigation..The

special committee of the House, Mr. Massey
of Albemarle chairman, charged with the in¬
vestigation of the conduct of Judge George
Stevens, of Nelson county, in connection
with the loss of certain fund9 by Mr. Fowle,
of Alexandria, met last night in one of the
basement rooms of the capitol. Judge Ste¬
vens and Mr. Fowle were present, and the
latter underwent a long examination.
It appeared from Mr. Fowled testi¬
mony that he commenced drinking on the
1st of January (Saturduy), and Sunday went
to Worsham's, aod there met with Judge
Stevens. For two days be was playing with
Stevens, and George Hill of Worsham's
establishment, and bis losses amounted to
§lo.000 in Districtof Columbia bonds, worth
$8,000, and a considerable amount of money,
derived from checks drawn by Fowle on
Richmond and Alexandria banks and cashed
by Worsham. About half of these funds
have been returned.
Before Mr. Fowle's testimony was con¬

cluded Major T. A. Brandcr, to whom Hun¬
ter turned over a9 a friend of Fowle six
of the §500 bonds obtained from Stevens,

I was allowed to give in bis brief deposition.
The committee will meet »gain to-day at

10 o'clock, when Mr. Fowle will again be
put upon the stand.
The reporters are not allowed by the

committee to publish the testimony as taken
down by their clerk.
The grand jury of the Hustings Court will

meet to-morrow.. Witnesses have been
summoned to testify on indictments against
Messrs. Fowle and Slevens far unlawful
gaming. Mr. Fowle, before telliag anything
to the con mitt?e last night, inquired if Judge
Guigon would use against him what be
might say there. The committee answered
him that nothing he said to them could be
used by Judge Guigon.

Messrs. Hunter and Beckham, of Alexan¬
dria. who negotiated with Hunter and Hill
for the return to Fowle of the funds ob¬
tained, have not responded to the summons
of the committee, and processes against them
have been issued. Hill is in Washington,
and therefore out of the jurisdiction of Judge
Guigon and the committee.

are now serving out terms in the peniten¬
tiary for killing their father, made his second
attempt to escape from the penitentiary night
oefore last.

After all the officers
were gone he descended from the shoe-shop
to the cooper-9bop.

dollars In the day-time, wa9 tried in the
Hustings Court yesterday, pleaded guilty,
and was sent to jail fer thirty days.
Arthur Thomas, charged wttb the same

offence, was also sent to jail for thirty days.
Margaret Morris, charged with breaking

and entering the house of Thomas Wester-
man and stealing a grate, was tried, and
convicted, and sent to jail for sixty days.

JOYLESS GAMESTERS.
BtJdSELL SENT TO JAIL FOR A YEAR FOR
PERJURY.MULLER SENT FOR THE
SAME TIME FOR EXHIBITING FARO-

FLIGHT OK JOE GRAVES,
MOLLER'S DEALER.

In the Hustings Coart yesterday Tbonns
?n«U^'v5hlfted r*F pe;jnry before Police-
Justice White, was arraiened and pleaded
guilty. His counsel, Mr. John S. Wise read
to the jury the following statement :

' '

I, Thomas Russell, indictcd in the Hust¬
ings Court of the city of Richmond for per¬
jury, do plead guilty to said indictment, and
throw myself upon the mercy of the court.
Desiring as far as in me lies tq purge myself
of my perjury, I make the fpllowing state¬
ment, fully aware that it must convict me,
and determined to tell the truth, be the con-
eeqaences what they may : I haye gambled
at the faro-bank of Muller & Graves fre-
qucnt'y I was very poor, with a wife and
three children-aged flfteeD, twelve, and two

lured by the hope that i would win. I lost all
the money I had. Finally,I was excluded from
the faro-bank. I suppose because my bettin"
was so small as Dot to be provable, and 1 in¬
terfered with larger betters. I wrote a note
to Mr. Muller asking to be readmitted. He
ignored the note. Revengeful for what I con¬
sidered an unjustifiable exclusion,and goaded
by myjosses and poverty, I determined to
swear out a warrant against the house. I did
so. It was a mean action, from a low motive. . I
was ashamed of it when I did it. I do not
disguise that, but as Ged is my judge I did
not intend to levy black-mail on the house.
The warrant was sworn out on Saturday;1
the arrest made Saturday night. On Sun¬
day Mr. Graves and a friend of bis
came to my house. Mr. Graves begged
me to go away from the city and not ap-
pear agaiDst him. He appealed- to me in
language as 9trong as possible.dwelt on
the rum I would bring on him and the fact
that I could not benefit myself. It made me
heartily ashamed of what I had done, and he
oaally oilered me fifty dollars to withdraw
the charge. 1 did not then consent. Mr.
(xiaves wept like a child at the interview
aud that completely unmanned me and
tilled me with remorse and a desire to pro¬
tect him and undo what J had done. I could
not leave town. On the following morning.
Monday I went to tbeFolice Court resolved
to tell the truth, to resist bis bribe, aud at
the same time to protect him and Muller
as far as I could. I resolved to avoid
them betore I testified. I went to court be¬
fore it met. Grave', and .Muller, and Samuel
M. Fage, their counsel, met me. Firs', Page
took me* in the small room at Justice White's
court. He said to me: "This case will
come up in a few minute?. The police dou't
seem to think they know enough to convict
them. The conviction, therefore, lies with
you. If they have offered you any money
you bad better accept of it and do the be*t
you can for them. Graves and Muller are in

a bar-room by the Exchange stables. You
had better go there and see tbem.. I advise
you to refuse to answer anv questions. AH
they can do will be te put you in jail. Then
you C3n get out on a writ of habeas corpus,
and if they find you guilty of perjury they
can only send you to jnil for twelvemonths."'
I refused to go to see Graves and Muller,
or to agree not to testify. Fage then sent a
Mr. LilientL'ld after Mr. Graves. Mr. Graves
came in in less than live minutes. He and
Page tfilked together; then Graves came to
me. He renewed his importunities tome;
Degged me to save him, and finally proposed
to go and get a driBk. I consented.
Nothing was then said of money. At the
door of the Police Court Muller joined us.
We went into the bar-room under the
court-room. We drank. There Graves
begged me again, and Muller, speaking up,
united with him, and bauded the bur-keeper
fifty dollars, saying 4< You ure to give this to
Mr. Russell when either Mr. Graves or Lil-
ienfield come to you and say give it to him."
I yielded, and agreed to take it. I did not
realize the magnitude of my offence. The
approach to me was as insidious and
specious as it could have been. I do
not pretend to justify my weakness or ray
crime. All I can do now is to confess It. On
my return to court Mr. Page said no more
to me. I was called, and swore to a perjury.
It all occurred in a very brief space. I hope
and believe that if I bad been less vigorously
Importuned, or had more time to reflect, I
would not have done the deed. No one can

tell, however. The worst flitter themselves
they are better than they are, and every of¬
fender, however hardened or abandoned,
thinks he is the victim of stress of cir¬
cumstances in his vilest crimes. My
offence originated in a mean motive. My in¬
tegrity was shaken by remorse, pity, and
shame, and my doubts couverted to perjury
by the additiou to those feelings of a money-
ofl'er, so temptiug for my poverty.

I kuow tbere w but or.e tbiDg f«r me to do
now to save me from double-dyed perjury
and life-long remorse. I am degraded any¬
way: that is to tell the truth regardless of
conseejuences. T. Russcll.

GUILTY, OK COURSE.

The jury of course found accused guilty.
They assessed bis fine at five dollars. Judge
Guigon added the losgest term of Imprison¬
ment possible,.twelve months in jail.and
the accused was remanded to the custody ot
the sergeant to serve out his time.

Russell is a painter by trade, and has been
for a long time playing away at faro banks
such small sums of money as he could com¬

mand, mean while leaving his family, for
whom be had previously been a good pro¬
vider, in great destitution.

muller's case.

When Andrew Muller was brought to the
bar to answer lor exhibiting the f,'ame of
faro Mr. Samuel M. Page, his counsel, asked
that tbe case be continued, in view oT the

allegations affecting himself that had been
made by Russell. Those allegations, for the
most part, Mr. Page pronounced untrue. He
especially denied that he had ever recom¬

mended Muller or Graves to give Russell
money ; on the contrary, be declared tbat be
bad advised them not to give him anything,
as be (Page) bad Itarnt from the polfce tbat
the evidence, eyen without Russell's, would
be very strong. The interview tbat took
place in Justice White's private oihee Mr.
Pane said Russell had incorrectly reported.
Judge Gnigon expressed his opinion that

tbe prisoner ought to be tried without fur¬
ther delay.
Captain George D. Wise undertook the

case of accused for Mr. Page, and the trial
was at once commenced.
Policeman Michaels was first put upon tbe

stand. He testisied to the raid made upon
Muller's bouse.
Mr. Jacob Konig relnetantly testified to

having seen tbe game of faro going on in
Mullet's house at different times during tbe
past twelve month*.
The captured "fay-out," dealing-box,

chip?, were exhibited to tbe jury.^After
argument the case was given to tbe jury, and
tbe jury found Muller guilty and assessed
bis tine at $100. The Judge added twelve
months in jail.
