The Amendments to the Texas Pacifie.

The Committes on the Pacific Railroads
tbis morning heard Mr. J. E. Redfield “con-
cerning 8 proposed amendment in favor of
tbe Little Rock, Mississippi and Texas rail-
way to the Texas Pucific Railway bill; the
Hon. Casey Young, of Tennessee, con-
cerping an amendment to give the city of
Memphis the right to hold one fifth of the
stock of the branch route to that city ; and
also the Hon. Joho B. Regan, of Texas, con-
cerning & branch from pear tbe border of
New Mexico to some Gulf port in Texas,

The commitlee did not act fipully on
the bills proposed, but agreed to several
amepdments. One of these provides that
the grades on the connecting lines to New
Orleans, Vicksburz, und Memphis sball be
the ssme as that of tbe trunk line. Anotber
extends the lien of the United States so as
to cover the lands granted to tbe Texas Pa-
cific road by the State of Texar, A third
provides for the Texas and Pacific Company
completing the branches, if they are not
procecded with by the branch. road compa-
pics to shich aid i3 given within twelve
months from the time of the passage of the
bill; and a fourth declares that the Texas
and Pecific Railway Company shall forfeitits
charter if it shall at any time enter into com-
bipation with any trans-continental compe-
ting line.

Several amendments and alterntions bave
been made to the bill as it was reported from
the sub-commiltee, but they are all in the
nature of provisos for the more stringent
wuarding of the interestsof the Government
and not for the purpose of cripplicg the
measure. The full committee will take a
vote on the bill next Friday morning, and
the indizatiors are that it will be favorably
reported by a vote of seven to five—as (ol-
lows: For the bill : Lamar (cuairman), At-
kins, Walker of Virginia, Throckmorten,
Plitz of New York, Philiips of Missouri,and
(O’Neil of Peonsylvapia—five Demoerats and
two Republicsus, Aginst the bill: Luttrell
of Culifornin, Lynde of Wisconsin, Garfield,
Iiasson, and Blair of New Hampshire—two
Diemoerats and three Republicans,  Mr.
Thomas, of Maryland, the remsining mem-
ber of the committee, i3 considered doubt-
ful,— Washington telegram—Baitimore Ame
rican.

tors, ‘The committee ulso set forth that
cgyveral important witoesses subpoenaed to
appesr before them left the city even after
the scryice of summouns had been accepted.
