of the resumption act; claiming that that
act, by creating distrust of the future, has
puralyzed enterprise und thrown the pro-
ducers of wealth out of employwment; that
the national note should be made a legal-
teoder, exchanguble for interconvertible
Government bonds, bearing low interest, at
par with coin; that high and fluctuating
rates of interest can only be prevented by
diminlshing the amount of currency at sea-
sons when there is httle demand for it and
increasing it when necessary 3 that national-
baok notes should beé gradually retired, and
the Goveroment bave nothing to do with
bapking ; that it should merely coin snd
issue national money, but no paper money
should be allowed except that issued
by the Government; tbat national pa-
per money should be issued by a bureau
of the Treasury only when paid for by
Government banks; that neither Congress
nor banks be allowed any more control over
tbe amount of paper than they would have
over coinage ; that Congress should simply
adopt a system by which carrency wouldan-
tomatically regulate and limit itself when.
ever the currency becomes in excess; the
surplus would then flow inte bonds, and
whenever the carrency became too scarce
bon<s would be converted into currency,
thus making the supply always equal but
vever exceed the legitimate demand. By this
plan o considerable portion of the national
debt would be used as currency, aod the
bulk of the debt seon be funded ata rate
nolyuxceedmg 4% per cent. and probably at
3.65 gold, or paper at par with gold. Finally,
a policy should be adopted the tendency of
which would be to diminish our foreign ob-
ligations and bave the American debt owed
to American citizens.
