The committee recognized the justice of
their appeal, and hereafter the Commissioner
will be restricied to collections on the num-
ber of barrels actuilly produced, except
when he hag reason to suspect fraud, and
then he is at liberty to impese the tax on the
malt used and add the penalty also.

Cuicaco’s HEro— AN ExgiNser wHO KapT
His Macuixgry WoRKING IN A SHA oF Fire,
(From the Chicago Zvmes.]—¢ A shaft of
tne Fullerton-avenue conduit is on fire and
five or six men are at the bottom.” This
was the startling announcement that ran
along the avenues of news yesterday fore-
noon, Shortly after 9 o’clock yesterday
morning fire was diseovered in a small room
in the works used by the workmen, andin a
few moments the cntire building or shell
fepvering the shaft and the machinery was in
flames. At this time a shift of 8ix men were
working in tbe West drift fifty-two feet
upder ground and about filteen feet from
the bottom of the shaft, They were
in no danger of being burned by
the fire, but upless they could
be extricated they would surely be suffo-
cated. The only means of escaplog from
their perilous position was by the ¢ cage”
that is hoisted and lowered in the shaflt by a
wire rope attacbed to a revolving drum con-
pec'ed with the engine. The alarm was
given to them, and they rushed out of the
drift to the bottom of the shaft only to see
above them angry billows of lurid flame.
They crowded into the little cage, knowing
it to be their only hope. Could it be
possible that the emgine wus still working
in that sea of fire? And-if so, would or
could the engineer stand at his post? It was
an awful mowent for them. 7The chanees
were & thousand to one agaimst them, but
suddenly the rope tightened; the cage be-
eun to ascend ; it rose, almost into the bheart
of thefire, The surface was reached; they
lesped from the cage, ran through the smoke
and flime, and were saved. These six men
owe their lives to the hLeroism of John
Ahern, the engineer. He stood at his post
with his band on the lever uetil his face and
hands were scorched and blistered by the
flames that enveloped bim, and he alone was
injured, seriously but not dangerously.
Oue of the singular features of this catas-
trophe is that in the room where the fire
first caught was stored about five pounds of
dynamite, the amount that serves for a day’s
supply in blasting in the drifts, The expec-
tation that this would ex)lode and scatter
wide-spread desolation ivereased the alarm.
But instead of exploding it caught fire and
quietly burned up. A slight concussion
would bave sufficed to let loose the ten thou-
sand devils it contaiped, but it responded
gracefully to the winning ways of the flames,

Their want of success at farming
veed not discourage others from coming.
New settlers with moderate means, able to
buy orly small farms, and williog to
work them with their own bands, will sel-
dom fail of success, To such there isan
excellent openivg in the neighborhood of
our town,

The breaking-out of small-pox at Hills-
borough, in this county, created quite an
excitement at the time, but it bas all pretty
well died out now, The disease has nearly
or quite disappeared, as we besr, and was in
no case fatal, The alarm served to induce
mest of the people to vaccinate their ehil-
dren and have it renewed upon tbemselves,
which was very well.
