One-Man Power in 1834.Davy Crock¬
ett's Opinion (f Anprkw Jackson.. Tbe

. Galveston (Texv) Netos prints the following
letter, addressed by David Cro< kett to a rela¬
tive :
u Washington City. 26tb May, 1834.. Dear

Sir,.Your favor of the 11th instant came

safely to bard by the last mail, and I will
hasten to answer its contents. You request
me to say to you at what time I will visit
tbe White Sulphur Springs. It would give
me great pleasure to sav to you at what Time
1 could be there, but we have set no day for
the adjournment of Congress, and until tb it
is done it would be impossible for me to*ay
to you that 1 would be there on any particu¬
lar day ; and, again, I will be compelled
to go immediately home when Congress
adjourns. 1 will then make my ar¬

rangements, and come up and see you.
I have tome business that will require
my attention when we adjourn. My post-
office is called 'Crockett's Fost-cffi.e, Gib¬
son county,' where, if you write to me at

home, I will get immediately. I have no

idea when Congress will bre*k up. but if it
does in time I will be at tne Springs in Au¬
gust or tbe 1st of September. If I come I
have no object in view more than to erjoy

> myself. I am electioneering for nobody in
the world. If I can put back tbe political
Judas, Martin Van Buren, I will do so, for
I do think him a perfect scoundrel, and, in
fact, he is like tbe balance that Jackson is
surrounded with. The truth is, he is sur-
rounded by a set of imp* of famine that
would destroy the country to promote their
own interest. Tbey do not care if
Jackson was at tbe devil so tbey get
the spoils of victory. Tbe truth Is,* tbey
bave prompted tbe poor old man by singing
glorifications to him until he believes bis
popularity is able to break down the Consti¬
tution nnd laws of the country. Ia fact, he
hat come to tbe conclusion that be can make
the people believe that no man ever did un¬
derstand the Constitution until he mounted
the throne, iie has come to the conclusion
that not even tbe rren that framed tbe Con¬
stitution understand it. In fact, we may say
with prop'tfty that we bave tbe govern-
ment of one man. Andrew Jackson bold§
botb the sword ard tbe purse, and claim*
it by the Constitution, as tbe arms und
ammuniMoo and other public property, and
be bas too!< and slaves to his party enough
to sustain bim in tbe House of Represent !*

tives. But we have one hope. Tbe Senate
will save tne Constitution and laws in spite
of Kim: Andrew ttie First. We have bud a
warm «o>sion, ami I expect it will get no
better ttofil Congress closes.
