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LOCAL MATTERS,
Thr New Registration Act for Rich-

mond..Both houses of tbe General Assem¬
bly have passed an act providing for a new

registration of tbe voters of Richmond. It
Ift to begin 01 the fourth Tuesday in April,
and end in seven days. Tbe act contains the
following important wovisions :

Provided, tbat during said registrations
after, upon sufficient proof offered to tbe
registrar tbat a name has been registered
contrary to law, it shall be tbe duty of tbe
registrar to strike said name from his list* ;
whereupon be sbal! Immediately post at the
place of residence given for tbe name

strickeu eff a notice, directed to such name,
informing tbe person supposed to be repre¬
sented that his name has been stricken of
tbe registration list#, and tbat upon apply*
ing to either one of tbe judces of the Hust¬
ings, Circuit, or Chancery Courts of the city
or Richmond, and proving to such judge tbat
bis name has been improperly stricken from
said lists, lie can have tbe same restored ; and
it shall be tbe duty of each registrar, at least
fifteen days prior to any election, to publish
in one of the newspapers published in the
city of Richmond a list of the names stricken
froofbis baoks under the provisions of this
set; which publication shall be paid for out

of the city treasury a3 other claims against
the city are paid for. In taking testimony
under the provisiors of this act the regis¬
trars arc hereby given authority to adminis¬
ter oaths to witnesses.
And if tbe registrar, upon proof being of¬

fered io him, shall fail or refuse to strike
such name from his list?, upon complaint
thereof t-y five citizens to aoy one of tbe
judges of tbe Hustings, Circuit, or Chancery
Courts of tbe city of Richmond, the said
judge, upon proof sufficient to satisfy him,
shall order the said registrar to strike such
name from his lists.
And if the said registrar shall, under the

provisions of this act, 'improperly strike any
name from his lists, upon complaint thereof
by the voter to either one of tbe said judges,
such judge, upon proper proof, shall order
the said registrar to restore such name to bis
lists. Any registrar who shall corruptly
strike a n:i»e from bis lists uuder the provi¬
sions of this act sbal! be liable, upon con¬

viction, to a fine of not less than fifty dol¬
lars uiid to imprisonment In jail for not less
than ten days.
Appeals under this act to either one of

said judges shall be regulated and governed,
as tar as tbey may be applicable, by the pro¬
visions of section 14, chapter 7, of the Code
of 1S73.

A Beautiful and I ouching Incident at a

Funeral..Tbere was a funeral service held
in Centenary Methodist church, in Rich¬
mond, on Tuesday. Tbe pastor of tbe
church, tbe Rev. Dr. Edwards, conducted
tbe services. Tbe subject of tbe solemnity
was a poor white man, who bad been a back-
driver in tbe city. He had died suddenly in
an obscure locality. When tire hearse bear¬
ing bis remains reached the church door, at¬
tended by a few cirriagfs containing the im¬
mediate friends and relatives of tbe deceased,
it wa9 found that tbere were no pall-bearers.
In this awkward extremity it became neces¬

sary for tbe colored sexton of tbe cburcb
and tbe colored drivers of tbe bucks to as¬

sist tbe two or tbree white gentlemen pres¬
ent in carrying tbe corpse into the church#
Tbe whole company present did not excetd
twenty-five persons. Among these were
two youog ladies, whose bearing and style
of dress indicated refinement and culture.
One of these young ladies bad in her band
an elegantly-wrought cross, composed of
beautiful flowers^ and' evidently gotten up
by a skilful florist without regard to cosr,
Tbe solemnities were concluded in the
church with tbe usual remark of the officia¬
ting minister: " Tbe further services will be
conducted at tbe grave." And then the coffin
was lif'ed by tbe extemporized pall bearers
and Korne down the aisle of the cburcb ; and
on passiLg tbe two young ladies referred to
the one holding the floral cross quietly arose
and laid it on tbe coffin of tbe poor and
almost friendless man. It struck tbe
spectators, of whom there were two or
tbree outside of tbe little circle of
relatives and friends, as a curious incident.
The explanation of the mystery was that tbe
occupant of that coffin bad, a few years ago,
rescued tbe youog lady in question from im¬
minent peril, aod most probably from sud¬
den death. Tbe horse she was riding be¬
came unmanageable and ran away. At tbe
intersection of Governor and Main streets
her horse, going down Governor street,
dashed agiinst tbe horses of tbe hack as it
was proceediog up Main street. Tbe hack-
driver, leaning forward and extending hit*
bands, grasped tbe young lady and dragged
her into the boot. She never forgot tbe
man ; aod heariog of bis death and funeral
services sbe attended in person, ar-d with
her own fair hand laid tbe tribute of flowers
on bis coffin.

A Trial for U'fo-Strooff Circumstan¬
tial Evidence.The Case Given to the
Jary.Tt».y are Unable to Agree and
are Locked dp.
The case of Beverley Jackson (colored),

charged with the (Border of Henry Scott
(colored) on tbe 25th of December, 1875,
wa* called in the Conoty Court of Cbtster-
field yesterday. Tbe jury having been sworn
In tbe night previous the wltnemes were
called, awnro, and the trial proceeded with.
Mr. M. £. Eyler was tbe first witness ex¬

amined, who testified that be wai summoned
to appear at tbe coroner's inquest, held some
weeks ago, over the body of Henry Scott,
found in the well at Bermuda Hundreds ;
that the skull of deceased wss fractured;
that a piece of plaok and a canteen were
found In the well; that from tbe appearance
of things in and around the well he did not
think tbe wound could have been pro¬
duced had deceased fallen in the well.
He n iterated what be said at the prelirai-
nary examination, tbat Scott was at hfs store
Christmas night in company with several
other negroes, purchased several article?,
and left about S o'clock in company with
Beverley Jackson ; also, that accused lived
about fire hundred yards from the well, arid
tbat the well was in the direction of his
course home, but out of the course of the
deceased .

Mr. Samuel Melton was next examined,
and testified that Jackson and William Jones
were both together at his house December
26tb, and that Jackson said he thought de~
ceased was so druok tbe night before at
Eylcr's store tbat he did not think he got
home.
Upon cross-examination tbe witness was

asked how far it was from his bouse to
Eyler's store. He replied tbat he did not
know ; he bad do idea of distances. He also
stated tbat be did not know tbe distance
from his own dwelling-house to bis barn,
aDd yet he had been living there five years.
Mr. Henry Cox testified that he lived in

Henrico county; knew deceased well; tbat
be bad employed him; tbat he lived on bis
place, and tbat a few days before Christmas
he paid him ten dollars. His impression
was tbat he paid him on Wednesday or
Tbursdav.
Thornton Rouser (colored) nitrated what

he had said upon the preliminary examina¬
tion, that Jackson came to his house Sunday,
the day after Chris! ma®, before breakfast ;
that be manifested great anxiety about Henry
Scott's having fallen in a well the night be¬
fore; that Jackson said an old man had paid
Scott some eighteen or nineteen dollars but
he (Jackson) did not suppose any one would

TOBACCO INSPECTIONS.

Mr. R. 0. Peatross offered tbe following
re-olutions, which were unanimously adopt¬
ed :
Whereas the Virginia State Grange, in

which was represented every tobacco*grow-
ing county in the State, did, at two succes¬
sive meetings, by a unanimous vote recom¬

mend that "all leaf tobacco sold publicly by
sample drawn from prized packages" should
be weighed and sampled by a disinterested
public officer appointed by the Governor of
tbe Slate; and whereas the Farmers' Coun¬
cil, meetiDg in the city of Petersburg, and
composed in part of the largesttobacco grow¬
ers of Virginia and North Carolina, did almost
without division recommend the retention
of the present inspection laws; and whereas
tbe convention of planters, representing fif¬
teen of tbe principal tobacco-producing
ccunticp, did with equal unanimity endorse
said laws ; and whereas a very large number
of district and subordinate granges have
taken action on the same subject, and as far
a9 we are informed, without a single excep¬
tion, have endorsd a like policy ; now, there¬
fore, we, tbe Richmond District Grange, re-

affiiming the action above recited, do^re*
solve.

1. That the action of tbe Senate of Vir¬
ginia in repealing the 56th section df the in¬
spection laws is in direct contravention of
the oft expressed wishes of the planters of

Virginia, and In our opinion detrimental to
the great tobacco-growing interest of the
State.

2. That we appeal to all patrons, farmers,
and other trlends of tbe producing class in
the lower bouse to use all proper *ff>rts to
defeat the Senate bill now pending before
that body.

8. That in the event of tbe passage ©f said
bill by both Houses of the General Assem¬
bly we appeai to the Governor of the
State, whose annual message of December
Ia9t evinces a correct understanding of the
question, to protect the interests of the to¬

bacco-grower by sucb constitutional*means
as are within bis command.

4. That a copy of these proceedings be
forwarded to Mr. Joel W. Flood, of the
House of Delegates, with a request that he
bring them before that body.
