LOCAL MATTERS.
A Caht-Strist WARiuousf Partly

WBHcriD..At midnight Tuesday, or a few
minutes later, a part of the roof and por¬
tions of four floors of the exteaiive ware¬
house on the southwest corner of Cary and
Fourteenth street*, occupied as a storehouse
»nd office of tbe Old Dominion Iron- and
JS'all-Wortis Company, together with the
southwest corner of the wall, fell in, carry¬
ing with tbe dibris to the cellar several
hundred kegs of nails aad two or three hun¬
dred tons of iron.

.

The building was owned by Mr. Alfred
Mo?o«, and bad been occupied by the Old
Dominion Company since the 2d of Febru¬
ary. When it was first taken Mr. R. E. Blank-
enflhln, one of the oflkers of the company,
in order to reader tbe first floor perfectly
secure, bad a double line of well-built brick
pillars thirty incbes square built up from
the ground in the cellar to support tbe
street floor, upon which most of the com¬

pany's s'.ock was stored.
On tbe second floor, or tbe floor above the

street, there svas stored several bu'ndied kegs
of nails, but most of them were on the east
side of tbe buildiag, which did not fall in.
On tbe third floor there were also a few kegs
of nail9, but in tbe opinion of tbe officers of
the company the weight was of no conse*

qucnce.
.On the upper floor little or none of tbe

stock was stored.
About two thirds of the building fell in,

leavmg a strip, as it were, on tbe Bides near¬

est to Fourteenth street and tbe front on
Cary street. On the Cary- street side a part
of the second floor had been partitioned off
for an office. Upon the Cary-street wall in
tbe office a clock was hanginar, which stop¬
ped at six minutes past 12, which looked as if
tbe crash had been at thai time. atrd tbe jir
so great that it stopped its running. There
were evidences of tbe crash even in tbe por¬
tions of tbe warehouse that did not give way
entirely, and several persons cleclarod tbat
tbe front and «ven the east walls were

sprung.
The accident was cot diecovered until

yesterday momiDg, altbougb the .police re¬
lief that went out trom the First station-
house at 12 o'clock report that they heard
the craoh, but could not tell the direction
from which the sound came owing to the
wind.

It is a fortunate thing that the accident oc¬

curred in the night-time. Had it happened
in the day-time several persons would pro¬
bably have been killed, as about tw» nty five
bands were at work there on Tuesday.
Mr. Moses estimates his loss at from $8,000

to 910,000. Mr. Blankensbip at present is
unable to say what his loss will be.
A force of hands was engaged yesterday

In clearing away the debris.
The Old Dominion iron- and Nail-Works

The Deficit in thb State Treasuri1.Tub
Matter Explained .General Johnson has
made an investigation aod an explanation as
to the report of the Auditor of PuM'c Ac¬
count?, concerning a deficiency of $409,000,
collected from direct taxes for the years
1871, '72, '73, '74, and which ought to have
been paid to the school fund, but which has
been used for other purposes of government.
The impression made by this report was that
this money bad been spent in such a manner
in the general expenditure that in point or
fact our expenses bad actually exceeded our

feceip's during the time named by the sum
of $409,000.
On examining the matter it is said that

this is not so. It is true that $409 000 is due
the school fund for the years 1871- '74, but it
is also the fact that every dollar of this
money, and more too, is still in the posses¬
sion and control of the State in the sinking
fund, or is due the State in solvent debts.
In other words, while we have failed to pay
1409,000 to the school fund we bav« paid
that money into the sinking fund, or it ie
still due the State.
The boaks in the ofices of the Auditor of

Fublic Accounts and tbe Seaond Auditor
show that during the years 1872, ,PIZ} '74 thai e
was paid in cash to the sinking fund for in¬
terest onibonds held by it, 1233,045.51 ; paid
to sinking fund bonds received from sheri/ft,
<fec., for taXf-8, $74,521.33 ; bonds in bands
of Auditor of Public Accounts, $9,200.to¬
tal paid sinking fund in the years named,
$316,766.84. Besides this we have paid
$263,469.44 to tbe school fund, being full in¬
terest 00 bonds of tbe State held by the
Literary Board.
The other creditors were paid only four

j>er cent., and the school fund was paid six.
Sa it has received one third more.$97,822 14

ffiiore than it would have received if an ordi¬
nary creditor. Deducting this ($87,822 14)
»feom the $40^000 00 due the school fund
.leaves the Bum of $321,177.S6 due the school
fund if it stands on the tooting of an ordi¬
naly creditor. We have over $190,000 still
doe for taxes for tbra® years, which are

ijperfcctly good and will be coilec.ed. .While,
I tbereiere, we really owe the schoo'l fuid

THE SPRING CAMPAIGN.

Th« Primary Election PIm m Bo-

porM by a Sclod CommittM of
tbo CIAy CoBt«mtlT«

Committee.

The following plan for holding a primary
election was reported to tbe City Conserva¬
tive Committee on Tuesday nigbt by the se¬
lect committee appointed to reeommend a

plan for making nominations, and was laid
.n the table and ordered to be printed :

I.
1. A primary election iball*be held by the

Conservative party of tbs city of Richmond
for candidates for mmieipal and State office*
ten days prior to-tbegenersl election in May,
1874) which ahall determine tbe choiee of the
Conservative party for candidates to be voted
for at tbat election.
% Throe well-known Conservative citi-

«ds of integrity aid intelligence from ooeh
ward shall be selected by tbe City Cestral
Cssser?atlTe Committee, .who will readsr
their servicea " voluntarily " as commission¬
ers on the day of election at the voting-
place in their several wards.

8. Primary elections shall be held at one
voting-plaoe in each wsrd of tbe city.

4. Ward commissioners shall coodtct ths
.lection in their several wards.

5. Ward commissioners, officials, and
clerks conducting primary elections shall not
be candidates In aominatioa for any office to
be voted for in said primary elections in
which tbey may be engaged.

6. All tbe ward commissioners of the city
shall constitute a Board of Election Commis¬
sioners, who may adopt rules for their guid¬
ance not conflicting with the rules and regu¬
lations herein Bet forth. A majority of tbe
Board shall constitute a quorum.

7. Tbe City Central Conservative Commit¬
tee shall appoint three clerks for each ward
for polling the votes as they are called.one
to record the name of tbe voter, and one
clerk who shall have tbe rejristration-books
of each precinct of the ward in cbarga, whose
duty it Bhall be to inform tbe commissioner
who receives the votes if the votar offering to
vote is a registered voter in tbe ward. Clerks
shall each receive two dollars compensation
Tor iheir services.

8. Ward superintendents shall be charged
and held responsible for tbe details in tbe
conduct of primary elections in their several
wards.

II.
TOitB FOB HOLMKG BLKCTION.WHO ABB TO SB

CANDIDATES- TICKETS? AC.

1. The primary election shall be held ten
days prior to the day of the general election,
and tbe polls sball be opened at 6 o'clock
A. M. an* closed at 8 o'clock P. M.

2. No candidate sball be voted far ezeept
such as shall announce themselves In one of
the newspapers of tbe oity and furnish their
names to ttas City Central Committee at least
two days prior to the primary election.

3. All tickets shall be preparod and pub¬
lished by tbe City Central Committee, and
shall contain the aamts of all tbe candidates
to be voted for, arranged alphabetically with
respect to the same office.

III.
.urrae op vtabd commissioner®,

1. One commissioner will receive the tick¬
ets; be will see tbat the party offeriBg to
rote bas endorsed bis name on tbe back of
bis ticket. He will tben announce tbe name
of the voter in an audible ^pice. Tbe clerk
who bas charge of tbe registration-books will
Inform tbe commissioner if be be a registered
voter. If he is, and no objectio* being
made to tbe voter's political status,
tbe clerk whose duty it is will poll the
voter's aame. Tbe comniasioner will then
proceed to call in an audible voice the names
contained on tbe ticket, provided tbere are

not more names on tbe ticket than each voter
is allowed to vote for at said election; In
that event the voter will b« privileged to
comet his ticket to tbe number to be voted
for. The recording clerk sball, as tbe names
are called from tbe ticket by tbe commit
sioner, poll tbe same. Tbe commissioner
shall flie each ticket after tbe vote is record¬
ed, and keep tbe same for further referense.

2. Tbe two otber commissioners will ex¬

ercise a general supervision of tbe precinct,
and ree tbat tbe polling clerks are perform¬
ing their several duties faithfully and record-
ing votes accurately.

3. At the olosing of the pollf, and after
the number of fetes obtained by each candi¬
date is correctly ascertained, the commis¬
sioners will take charge of the registration-
and poll-books, ballotp, papers, &c^ and pro¬
ceed with the came to a meeting of the
Board of Election Commissioner*, at tke
headquarters of tbe City Ceotral Conserva¬
tive Committer. The Board in meeting as¬

sembled shall proceed to canvass tbe aggre¬
gate vote cast in tbe city, and thereupon de¬
clare and certlTy the names of tbe candidates
receiving the highest number of all tbe votes
cnst for the respective offices for which they
were the nominee*, whereupon they shall
be declared tbe nominees of the Conserva¬
tive party, to be voted for on the regular
ticket at tbe next ensuing election.
4 Tbe candidates in nomination for the

Board of Aldermen, councilmen, and justice*
of tbe peace who receive tbe highest niun-
ber of votes cast in their respective wards
sball be declared the nominees of the Con¬
servative party of Bald ward, and voted for
on the regular ticket at the general election
ensuing.

B. After the duties of tbe ward commis¬
sioners shall terminate in tbe primary eleo-
tion they sball hand over to tbe secretary of
tbe City Central Conservative Committee tbe
registration- and poll-books, ballots, papers,
bz., for safe-keeping and further reference.

IV.
OATH OK OyPICB.

1. A notary pwblie or a justice of the
peace, is tbe presence of tbe ward superin¬
tendents, before tbe opoaing ot poll, Bfcall
administer an oath to each of the comms-
aioners and clerks tbat they will faitfctully
aod truthfully perform the duties asslgoed
them in the primary election of tbe Conserva¬
tive party held on tbe . day of., 187..
Tbe plan wilt probably be taken fr«a the

table and considered by tbe City Committee
on Tuesday night next.

Editors of Dispatch : I see la your Msue
this morning ao article from Mr. Michel-
basher upon this subject. 1 beg space to
show reason for correcting his statement, as
follows :
"Passover is and always has been cele¬

brated by the commands of God himself on
the fifteenth day."
Upon the authority of Moses (Exodus

xiv., 6) the lamb waa.to be killed on tbe eve¬

ning of tbe 14th day of tbe first month.
Two points must be settled at tbe start.

First : What part of the day is here meant ?
Second. Did tbe Jews eat tbe lamb tbe

same day, or did they do so oa tbe lS'.b ?
Because if the authority of Moses fixes these
answers positively, then that is what we
need. The Jewish day began at sunset of
one evening and lasted to the same time next
evening. The proof of it here is seen in the
destruction of the first born of the Egyp¬
tians, which took place at midnight of the
14tb day.Exodus xiiM 29. Terse 6 Moses
say* : "The iamb was to be killed in the
evening of the 14th day of first month."
Now, it can easily be seen it must have been
killed at or subsequent to sun6et of tbat
day. For if killed earlier, then it must have
been upon the 13tb day and net on the 14th
day. S
From this concluiion there can fc« no

escape. Since the passing over Egypt in
judgment was at midnight of the 14th, the
paschal lamb been previously killed, It must
have been at or after sunset, and eatea in
the beginning of tbat day.

I will now refer to other remarkable no¬

tices of the Pawover in the history of the
Jew*, because their ancient practice will
show in what light they regarded this mat-
ter.
Joshua vi., 10, says : " ADd the children

of Israel eacamp«d in Gilgal and kept the
Passover on the 14th day of the month at
«tK7i." As to what is meant by ukept" the
festival, the whole process of killing, dress-
in?, and eating the Urab most have been in¬
cluded.
Of the Passover kept in Josiah's reign we

.re told (II. Chronicle*, xxxv. chapter, 1, 14,
and 16) all the service of the Lord was pre¬
pared the same day. Verse 1 says it was
tbe 14th day of the first month. That pre¬
paration consisted in killing, sprinkling tbe
blood, roasting, distributing, and eating the
paschal lamb (v. 10 and 16j: Verse 14 shows
much of this business was g»ne- through
?'far into e night n of the 14th day. The
contemporary history of II. Kings, zxiH^ 21,
of this Passover records Jc stab's royal com*

mand to the people, and points to the true

guide, saying, .« Keep tbe Passover unto tbe
Lord your God. as it is vrritten in the beek
of ike covenant."

it appears this writer has fallen into the
common error of confounding the feast of
tbe Passover with the feast of unleavened
bread. In proof of their distinctiveness as

set forth in the law,- let me cite Numbers,
xxviiL, 16, 17: "In tbe 14th dsy of the
month is the P^sover of the Lord; and in!
tbe lfltn day of tbis month is tbe feast; seven

days shall unfeaveBed bread be eaten."
Josephus describes these feasts (Ant. -III.,

x.. 5) : On the 14tb day of tbe lunar month
tbe law ordained that we should every year
slay that sacrifice which is called tbe Pass-
over.
The feast of unleavened bread succeeds

that of the Passover, and falls upon tbe 15. b
da; ot tbe month, and continues seven days.
Your readers can now determine if the

Passover was celeorated at its foundation by
Israel in Egypt, by Josbua and bis contem¬
poraries, or oy Josiab and the people, upon
the 14cb or 15th of tbe month.
