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How to Besnme Specie-Payments.

The essential quality in the substance or
romise that is used as money is, that it sball

bé upiform in its estimation or value. This
quality the jegal-tender note or greeaback
‘bas ot and cannot have. It has fluctuated
in each year of the last six years a8 followg:
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1t is impossible to make an irredeemable
and inconvertihle promise uniform or stable
in its value by apy function tbat can be
given to it by statute; neither by making it
legal tender, nor by making it receivable for
taxes, nor by any other device within the
compass of human wit,

Value will not be given except for value
received unless by gamblers, and when all
men are forced to guess what the valoe will
be of the note they give or the mote they
take, all trade, of necessity, comes down to
the ‘hand to-mouth method as now. After
the public mind bas become thoroughly im-
bued with the danger of dealing with such
upceriain tools all eoterprise at long date
crases, because no foresight or sagacity cao
give any nssurance of success, and a forced
J:quidation inevitably takes place, such as is
now upon us.

The most stable kind of paper money,and
therefore the only kind fit for ultimate and
common use in this or any country, is gaper
money convertible into coin on demand,

We now use the most unfit and unstable
kind of money while knowing well the kind
that weuld be most fit, and we bave the ve-
cegsary resulis— want io the midit of abund-
ance, widespread bankruptey, miserable
waste and . extravagance, aad, finally, public
dishonesty and fraud in bigh places. Wken
the nation lies can we expect its servants not
to cheat? When the nation picks the poor
man’s pocket will its cervants fail to steai the
soldiers’ money ?

At the heginoiog of our history asa nation
Pelatiah Webster denounced the paper mo-
ney of the Revolution, - Hesaid of it:

¢ If 1t gaved the State it ha3 also polluted
the equity of our laws, It turned them into
engines of corruption aod wroog, corrupted
the justice of our public administration, de«
stroyed tbe fortunes of thousands who had
most confidenca in it, enervated the trade,
busbandry, and manufactures of our coun-
try, and went far to destroy the morality of
our people.” .

More pregnant words could pot now be
spoken, por a truer picture drawn; we end
the century in the first decade of which these
words were witoess to the facts of that day,
with our present laws enforcing a lie—our
Supreme Court degraded, our administra-
tinn corrupted, tbe fortumes of the rich
fgding away, the welfare of the poor im-
perilled ; our trade, husbandry, and masu-
fuctures epervated or psralyzed j our trades-
wen compoundicg in bankruptey for the
gambling risks that bave beep forced uuon
tbem by viciousstatutes, and with the repre
sentatives of each of our two great parties
in Copgress weurying the country with strife
and coptention, uncertain and vacillating in
their purpose,

It is obvious that' the latter bond, after ils
value ip gold bad once become established,
would fluctnate less than the bond known
as the greenback or legal-tender note.

2. Let the bond be reconvertible into a
simple Treasury note, recelvable for all.taxes
sod dues of the Government, excep’ duties
upon imports and interest on the public debt,
bul not legal tender, . :

8. Let tols L'reasury note be reconvertible
into the bood at.lbe pleasure of the holder.

The filty-year faur per cent, gold bond,with
interest quarterly, would thus become the
standard of the value of both kinds of notes,
which would tben cesse to fluctuate exeept
as the bond itsell fluciuated, and, as bas been
said, tbhe fluctuation inthe value of the bood
itself would -he very slight, and in peneral
its tendency would be coosiant toward par
in specie. This plan has been suggesied im
Washington. If it were adopted we should
bave for the lime being three kindsof notes:
The legal-teafler note convertible into. the
fify-year ‘bond; the bank-note couvertible
into the legal-tender note; the Treasury note
eonvertible and reconvertible inlo the fifty-
year bood. But they would all be gsuged
by tbe steudy value of the bond; they would
all be alike in “being receivable for all taxes
and dues except duties and interest upon
the ‘public debt. Tte difference would be
that the first would be legul tender, the
second would be useful only 8s an iostru-
ment of exchange, the last would be valuable
because it could be cocverted into an iostru-
meot paying income. For all the common
uses of notes one would serve as well as the
other, b o

1t is therefore clear that at some period,
for instance at the present time, large amounts
of legal-tender notes would be funded bex
couse they are piled up in excess of any
peed of such instrimeats of excbange, and
cannot be profitably leat or used, .
~ To the extent.of such fonding the vicious
element of our currency would disappear,
but Bo contraction. would be felt, because
the banks would still hoid an amp'e reserve,
and would not be compelled to contract
their loaps, The moment s greater demsnd
for legal-tender notes exsued for conversion
and trenched _on those_needed for use, the
rate of interest would 'advzoee’ beyond four
per cent., and the funding process would
close. 1 more notes were then needed a8
instruments of exchange the reconversion of
boreds would begio, and the plain Tressury
notes would pass from hand to hand, serv-
ing the same purposes in sll respec!s as the
present note, except in the rare case of an
actusl legal tender becoming necessary.

It would only be pecessary to make it a
condition of the continued existence of banks
tbat they should oely bank ob a apecie basls,
 and should only fssue motes secured by the
deposit of bonds accordiog to the present
rules. They need not regnrn to the Issue
of notes unless they so elected—the Trea-
fury nmote might- contioue in use if
freely chosen; Its eirculation could
not be forced, but banks would be required
to keep their reserve. in gold whether they
issued notes or not. because gold would tben
be the only lawful money.ln existence. The
object of the issue of the Treasury note would
be to bridge over the gap between 2 stable
aod a fluctuating currency, and to cause the
appreciation of ull the curreccy to par ‘in
specle to take effect by the volunmtary act of
the community, without force, without the
arbitrary accumulation of go'd, and subject
only to the laws of trade.
