LETTER FROM A VALETUDINARIAN.
[Correspondence of the Richmond Dispatch.]

THE WARM SPRINGS VALLEY.
"Warm Springs, May 2, 1876.

When I think of the wonderful attrac¬
tions of this valley I am surprised at the
apparent indifference of capitalists towards
it. It contains the only thermal waters in
the United States east of Arkansas, save one
spring in the western part of North Caro¬
lina, not much known. The Warm Springs,
visited for a hundred years, the charming
place from which I write, is one of the most
delightful baths in the world, while it is one
of the most healthful. The Hot Springs,
only five miles distant from the Warm, is
spine degrees warmer than the Warm, aud
is a contemporary of the latter in reputa¬
tion. These curative waters, from the ab¬
sence of any similar waters in the Atlantic
States, should have a rare value in public
estimation.
Only three miles from the Hot istheHeal-

inir Spring.a fountain of modern discover)',
but whose curative properties have won for
it great distinction. Thus we have within
the distance of eight miles three mineral
fountains of great virtue, possessing cura¬
tive properties applicable to nearly all forms
of disease, and efficacious in some of the very
worst and most distressing maladies that
flesh is heir to.
The presence of such waters within so

short a space is most remarkable, and when
we consider the inestimable advantages of
picturesque scenery and genial atmosphere
to invalids and their delights to all people,
we cannot but be deeply impressed with the
wonderful combination of bold scenes and
exquisite temperatures with the valuable
springs of this valley. How can it be other¬
wise than that the property in these springs
must in time become of great.very great-
value ? The Warm is fifteen miles from the
Milborough depot, on the Chesapeake and
Ohio railroad.

THE HEALING
is fifteen or sixteen miles from Covington,
on the same railroad. In the springs sear
son the stages take passengers from both
]VIill»orough and Covington for these
springs, conveying them through a highly-
interesting country. The stage-road from
Covington to the Healing Springs is one of
the boldest and most beautiful on the conti¬
nent. For more than half the distance the
traveller looks down from the mountain
along which he journeys upon Jackson's
river, which, under some peculiar con¬
ditions of sunlight, resembles a current of
molten silver, winding its *vay amongst
green fields and quiet ralley homes, pre¬
senting scenes so full of serenity and loveli¬
ness that every one who beholds them feels
enchanted with them.
At a gap iu the mountain through which

runs the creek called Falling Spring the
stage route passes to the east of the moun¬
tain, leaving the view of Jackson's river and
entering the valley of the Springs, which are

separated from Jackson's rivefby the moun¬
tain.a mountain which has a gap at each of
the Springs, through which pass off the
streams they give forth in their course to
Jackson's river, into which they all empty.

AT THE FALLING SPRING

gap is beheld the beautiful fall so often de¬
scribed in your paper. The spring is one
of the remarkable features, of a limestone
region, so often met with in that kind of
formation. The water, in very large volume,
bursts out of the rocks half a mile above
the fail, forming a considerable creek, and
flows rapidly through a very rich meadow
to the precipice of the fall ; a few
rods east, of which the stage-road
crosses. Just before reaching the
fall, the stream is divided into seven cur¬

rents, and they fall separately over the
acclivity, the distance between the outside
streams* being possibly 150 feet. The volumes
of the several currents vary in size, pro¬
ducing a variety of appearances in the fall
that is indescribably admirable.
The fall varies in" height on account of the

amount of dtbris at the foot of the fall being
greater at one place than at another. The
area below is a sort of triangle 400 feet
across at the fall, with two sides of similar
length nearly meeting at the point where
the stream takes its departure for its con¬
tinued leaps and plunges down the moun¬
tain sides until it loses itself in Jacksqji's
river. The area at the falls is uneven, even

a little rugged, containing many beautiful
little pools, resembling baths, that are as de¬
lightful as baths. The water is mineral,
and its deposit is highly fertilizing. There¬
fore the earth is covered with grass, and the
spray from the fall keeps it supplied with
globules of water that at some radiations of
light causes it to represent a carpet of jew¬
els.
Here is a spot for the hand of art, stimu¬

lated by wealth, to create one of the love¬
liest retreats for man.one where pleasure,
health, and peace might bo enjoyed to the
heart's content. Why don't these 4< allied
powers " find their way to a spot where they
can do so much for the promotion of human
felicity ?

It is said to be perfectly and easily practi¬
cable to build

narrow-gauge.from Covington via the
Falling Spring and the Healing and Hot

Springs to the "Warm. Such an improve¬
ment would present to the American peo¬
ple one of the healthiest and most charming
resources for rest and recreation on the con¬
tinent. It would be a great human bene¬
faction.such an improvement.
As it is, however, but for the obstinacy

of fashion, tbe short stage route to the
springs is really an auxiliary to health. It
is to the man of sedentary habits the shaking
up he gets in a stage or any vehicle travel¬
ling the mountain road that prepares him
for the medical effects of the waters. It is
the action of travel on mountain roads, the
ever changing scene and magnificent phaseB
of shade and sun, that do more than all the
railroad travel in luxurious cars can do for
the restoration of health. When men com¬

plain of discomforts and sore limbs from
travel they are railing at tho greatest of
remedial agents for the self-indulgent man
of wealth and case, whose study at home is
to live without effort, and therefore, indeed,
to live without life itself.
But leaving the general question, and com¬

ing back to the particular watering-place
where I am now recruiting health, I will
state a fact that is to all wholcnow this place
wonderful. It sold a few years since for
what was but a moderate price for the farm
itself. It contains a body of 1,900 acres,
embracing some of the finest wheat- and

grass-lands in the State. It is singular, in-!
eed, that a thermal water so excellent..'

affording the most luxurious bath In this
countryr-should change hands in this man¬
ner. The day is not distant when it will

be more properly appreciated, and when
this property will attract capital lor its im¬
provement and adornment ; In a mating
wortfby of its great natural advantages. It
is now in the hands of one who understands
its merits well, and who manages it admira¬
bly to the satisfaction of his guests. He
has added greatly to- its popularity, and
there is every reason to believe from the
promises now held forth and the letters
daily received by Colonel Eubank that the
approaching season at the Warm will be
one of the very brightest it ever had.

A GLANCE TOWARDS HOME.
I see that there is no want of excitement

in Richmohd, such as it is. The zeal to
serve the city is, as always, excessive. How
happy is the city that has such devoted sons !
What a contrast is presented now between
Richmond and Bath Courthouse ! Here we
have no candidates and no spouters. The
only matter of especial interest socially is
Colonel Terrell's health, which Ls growing
better, with an occasional unfavorable day.
Remembering that we have the best fire¬
side sociability and table entertain¬
ment, varied by the incomparable bath¬
ing of the place, we find no little plea¬
sure in contemplating Mature in her va¬
rious walks. A smart sensation was cre¬
ated yesterday by a raid made by a rascally
blackbird upon a robin's nest. The scamp
deliberately tore the nest in parts and scat¬
tered the material of which it was made
about the tree. The outrage was regarded
with indignation by an exemplary popula¬
tion, and if process "could have been served
upon the offender he would have been
brought to justice.

RURAL FELICITY.
There is a variety in the interest of the

Looking at their
plays in the green meadow I almost wish I
was one, and probably I would so wish but
for fear of a too early introduction to the
butcher. Surveying the green acre of the
gay little animals the other day I discovered
that calves had vanity as well as man. Man's
self-conceit leads him to look down on his
fellow. Wealth, especially, engenders arro¬

gance. That is the meanest kind of self-
complacency, and it never enters the breast
of the calf.which, therefore, has the ad¬
vantage on that point. But calves will pride
themselves on experience, and size, and age.
A calf of three weeks' existence we saw

contemplating a brother of a day old as he
stood with trembling legs and vacant stare
out of his big eyes not far from his
mother. Our three weeks' hero endeavored
to attract the attention of the younger one.
He surveyed him up and down, and pro¬
posed to leap the little ditch between them,
but the horn of the mother suggested&di-
lemma which he was not brave enough to
encounter. So he satisfied himself with a

philosophic rellection as to what such a lim¬
ber-jointed, scrawny little fellow had come
into the world for, and for what could he
be created. Poor thing, he could not surely
live. Making a final futile effort, with a sub¬
dued bleat and a festive shake of the tail, to
attract attention, he gave up his attempt at
sociability and capered gaily to his ma, who
was down in the meadow. Tell me calves
don't think and philosophize ! "Why, the
naturalists style them ruminants. I* have
known them to ruminate. You have,
Messrs. Redacteurs, contemporaries who do.

Etiquette in Washington.Mrs. Fish
and Mrs. Christiancy..[Mrs. Grundy in
Washington Chronicle.].When Mrs. E.
C. Stanton made such a flourish oi trum¬
pets about Mrs. Fish, a seion of the
Knickerbockers, having called upon Mrs.
Christiancy, despite the latter having been
employed in the Treasury Department be¬
fore her marriage, she was probably un¬
aware that etiquette had years ago laid down
the law tlmt the wives of members of the
Cabinet should make the first call upon the
wives of senators. Also, she apparently
does not understand that in Washington
the fortuitous circumstances of a lady
who, bv education, refinement, and good
breeding is qualified to enter any society,
being compelled to earn her bread in an
honorable manner in the departments, or
out of them, does not at all afl'ect her social
status. Instead of being considered a rea¬
son why other ladies,' to whom fortune has
been more kind as regards the comfortable
things of life, should not visit her, her efforts
to maintain her independence are consid¬
ered praiseworthy. Those who do not live
in Washington do not seem to appreciate
the fact that in proportion to their numbers,
there are more women of superior intelli¬
gence inside the Government departments
than outside. Ex-Commissioner Douglass
once said to me that he did not believe that
if the same number of women were taken
from any class of society that so many
could be found possessed of refinement, cul¬
tivation, and propriety of demeanor as can
be found in the Treasury Department, He
specified that department because he was
best acquainted with its inmates, but I have
no doubt the same is true of all the depart¬
ments where women are employed. To fill
many of the positions to which they are

assigned it is absolutely necessary that
the clerks should have been thoroughly
educated. In the dead-letter office are
ladies who understand two or three foreign
languages sufficiently to translate letters in
those tongues. As was said, but now edu¬
cation is absolutely necessary for admission
to some of*the bureaus, now we all know
that education is not all indispensable in
general socfety. If it were, what would
.become of the possessors of wealth acquired
late in life after a youth spent among un¬

tutored minds ? When one remembers that
the immediate ancestors of many of the
ladies emploved in the Departments hdd
the highest offices under the Government
it would be indeed, surprising if the fami¬
lies of those now holding the same offices
should decline to exchange visits with the
descendants of their predecessors in official
life.

Yesterday morning Judges Weilford,Fitzhugb,.andGuigon (each of whom is now
invested with power to decide questions of
registration) had a conference for the pur¬

It was determined by a majorityof the judges that such registration was
proper;under the law. t jq*Registrars will therefore post notice bythe 5th of May ior tiireo days' revision of
registration, "commencing on the 15th of
Hay.
The registration law, Code 1873, chapter

7, page 2, after providing for registration
one day, on the. second Tuesday 1n May, and
ten days before the November election, addsthis proviso: "That in each city or town
having more than 2,000 inhabitants the regis¬
trar may sit Three days previous to any
State, city, county, or township election."
The law under which tbo general regis¬tration was held in '72 provides that such

registration shall be made, revised, al¬
tered,, and amended in the modes prescribed
in the general registration laws. It is there¬
fore held that this new registration, which
is a revision, is authorized by the provision
of the former general law authorizing a
three days' registration previous to any elec¬
tion in this city.

TIIE COMMITTEE.
The Executive Committee of the City Con¬

servative Committee will meet at headquar¬
ters, No. 1115 Main street, to-night. They
will arrange any little details in relation to
the primary election that have been hereto¬
fore overlooked.
Ward superintendents will receive their

other places are announced.
The commissioners and clerks of election

ought to be sworn in to-day. There will
not be time to do it before 6 o'clock A. M.

THE CANDIDATES.
