This ecclesiastical body met at the beauti¬

Pittsylvania Courthouse, on Wednesday the
3d instant. Dr. T. E. Peck was made Mode¬
rator, and Rev. J. H. Davis and Ruling
Elder T. O. Rogers, ot Black Walnut, tem¬
porary clerks. The usual routine business
was attended to of receiving and digesting
reports from the several churches on the
state of religion, Sabbath schools, pastoral
support, systematic beneficence, &c., which
exhibited some progress, but not without
some discouragements.
The Sunday-school cause seems to b£ re¬

ceiving increased attention. It was ordered
that the sessions of the churches see that
our own catechisms exclusively be taught
in our own schools.
In answer to an inquiry from the session

of the CJarksville church, in regard to the
propriety of Christians frequenting, and of
parents encouraging or permiting their
children to attend, dancing parties, the Pres¬
bytery reiterated its former testimony against
such practices. #

Several of the congregations appearing
from their reports to be so seriously in ar¬

rears to their ministers as to cause them
great inconvenience, and endangering the
stability of existing relations, the Com¬
mittee on Pastoral Support was directed to
write to such churches, in the name of the

Presbytery, in Tcgard to the matter.
An encouraging advance seems to liave

been made in the matter of systematic be¬
neficence. The only excuse offered in any
of the reports for having failed to take up a

collection was that of being for the time
without a miuister. The Presbytery de¬
cided that this was no sufficient excuse.

Although the number of contributing
churches to the several causes seem to be

The oil is coming forward to
that point via the Ohio river from Pittsburgh
to Huntington, West Va., and from Hunt¬
ington eastward by the Chesapeake and Ohio
railroad. Export buyers have already
availed themselves of this source of supply,
and have recently chartered vessels to load
at Richmond for European ports, including
a German bark, 751 tons, with 5,000 barrels
refined petroleum for Bremen, at 3s. O'd.
per barrel; another with 3,000 barrels for
Lubec, at 4s. Gd., and a Norwegian bark
with about 3,000 barrels refined petroleum
for the Baltic (Norwegian or Swedish), at
4s; 9d. per barrel. These charters, the first
effected for this route, were made through
Messrs. Funch, Edye & Co., shipping mer¬
chants of south William street, in this city.

There I struck her with the club two or
three times, and she fell where the blood
was found. Then I picked her up and car¬

ried the body to the place where it was dis-
I covered.

His confession of the murder of Bridget
Landregin on December 5, 1873, was equally
explicit. He was under the influence of
whiskey and opium, aijd deliberately pre¬
pared a club to kill some one. He saw

Bridget on the street and followed close be¬
hind her. He says : "I struck her. Imme¬
diately she fell down, and I 3truck her
again* While I was stooping over the body
I saw a man coming, so I started up and ran

away. I got over the fence and went along
towards the railroad. While I was at the
railroad somebody called out to me, and I
then turned back, took a roundabout course,
and got home. -On the way home it occur¬
red to me that I had a knife in my pocket
which might be recognized in some manner,
and so I threw it away."
The Bridget Landregin case has been

wrapped in the deepest mystery. The girl
was a domestic in good repute, and while
returning to her mistress' home at about.' 9
o'clock at night, from a visit to some friend*,
wfas assaulted and brutally clubbed to death
at a part of Dorchester known as Upham's
Corner. Several arrests were made, Piper's
being one of them, but sufficient evidence
could not be obtained against any of the pri¬
soners, and each was discharged soon after
examination. It was for this murder that
Thomas Cahill, who went soon after the
murder to Ireland, was extradited and
brought to this country by the detectives:
He was a former sweetheart of the girl, but
no case whatever could be made against
him, and lie was discharged only to return
to Ireland to be murdered himself there.
Mary Tyner was a girl of the town, and was
found one night in her bed insensible and
horribly mangled. She was taken to the
hospital and managed to live through. A
lover of hers named Colby was arrested for
this assault, but she refused to tell what she
knew of the case, and he was discharged.
There arc petitions in circulation for the

commutation of sentence of Piper, and al¬
ready they have been signed by many influ¬
ential citizens. Whether he will be aban¬
doned to his fate remains to be seen.

The Evening Herald says: "There is a

feeling abroad among lawyers, detectives,
and the public generally that the contra¬
dictory statements now put out by Piper are

the result of cool reasoning on his part and
of such ingenuitv as he is possessed of in
order to throw doubt upon his sanity in
general, or else to show that he has an un¬

controllable mania for blood, for which he
is not responsible. "

Attempted Cowhiding op a Baltimore
Preacher..Monday morning passers-by
on Baltimore street near Eutaw were grati¬
fied by the -unusual sight of a minister of
the gospel held last in the grasp of two
young men who were raising aloft, not the
standard of truth, but two raw, suggested
cowhides. The gentleman who thus gained
unenviable notoriety, and doubtless also
experienced certain unpleasant sensations,
was the Rev. R. Semple Rowe, pastor of
the Northwestern mission of the Methodist
Protestant Church, holding its meetings on
Lexington street, and the young men were

William Richards and J. A. Richards, bro¬
thers. They were decided in their re¬

quest that the reverend gentleman
should apologize for some alleged in¬
sult, and he was equally decided that
he would not. At this Juncture a police¬
man appeared on the scene, and the irasci;
hie Damon and Pythias were taken to the
Western police station. On the arrival
there of Justice Peters their father also ap¬
peared, and requested the hearing of the
case might be postponed until this morning,
and the magistrate named the hour of 10
o'clock as tbe time.
In justice to Mr.'Rowe it must be said that

The
Governor, hearing that the German and
French consuls had entered the mosque,
which was invaded by a crowd, went there
to induce the consuls to withdraw and calm
the people. All his efforts were useless.
The populace wrenched the bars from the
grating, fell upon the consuls and struck
them down in despite of the desperate efforts
of the Governor to shield them with his own
person. The troops ultimately dispersed
the people.1* The Governor telegraphs that
order has been restored and the guilty par-
ties arrested.
