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A NEW REGIME.

GENERAL MAHONE
CHARGE OF THE A., M. & 0. ROAD.

PROCEEDINGS IN THE UNITED STATES CIR-
CUIT COURT YESTERDAY—CHARLES T.
PERKINS AND HENRY FINK APPOINTED
RECEIVERS—PERSONAL EXPLANATION OF
COUNSEL—A COMPREHENSIVE ORDER EN-
TERED BY THE JUDGES FOR THE GUID-
ANCE OF THE RECEIVERS—THE TRUS-
TEES OF FIRST MORTGAGES MADE PAR-

TIES TO THE SUIT-PROSPECTS OF THE
ROAD,

Before the United States Circuit Court
was called to order yesterday morning, and
Judges Bond and Hughes occupied the
beneh, it was whispered in the ecrowd of as-
sembied lawyers that counsel had agreed on
Mr. Charles L. Perkins, of New York, and
Colonel Henry Fink, of Lynchburg, as joint
receivers of the Atlantie, Mississippi and
Ohio road. When Judge Hughes announced
that these nomingtions had been made and
confirmed by the Court, there was but little
excitement. The Judge, however, scemed to
be somewhat moved by tender emotions
when he uttered the voice of the Court,
which relieved General Mahone froma posi-
tion obtained and maintained only after
many desperate battles before courts and in
legislative halls and committee-rooms.

THE COMPANY'S EMPLOYEES,

Judge Hughes remarked that ¢the fact
of the appointment of Colonel Fink, the
superintendent, will render it unneccessary
for the Court to introduce anything into the
order as to the present officers of the road.”

Judge Hughes stated subsequently to a
reporter of this paper that the idea was that
Colonel Fink would retain the present prac-
tical oficers of the company.

PERSONAL EXPLANATION.

On Monday, in discussing the pavment of
wages to laborers, Judge Shipman said:
“What I do charge the other side with is
not with unselfishness that they did not pay
the iaborers, but for their impudence in de-
nouncing us beenuse we did not leave that
clause in our bill, especially in view of the
fact that they have paid £400,000 in some
way, and have not paid them,”

Yesterday Judge Shipman, addressing the
Court, stated that he had been informed
that the word “impudence,”” as used by
him, was construed by some as referring to
Judge Robertson. He could not leave the
city without correcting that impression.
For his good brother Robertson he enter-
tained the greatest respeet and affection.
The word was used in a moment of excite-
ment, and he begged leave to take it back
and cancel it, and to substitute *¢ ungracious-
ness”’ for ““impudence.”’

Judge Robertson said that he was engaged
when Judge Shipman’s remark was made,

searcely believe that it was meant for him.
He reciprocated the kindly sentiments of
Judge Shipman, and was gratified that the
Judze had chosen to publicly correct the
erroneous impression perhaps made on
others.

The Court Appointees.

The appointment of Messrs. Perkins and
Fink seems to give very general satisfaction
to all parties concerned. Mr. Fink is ex-
pected here to-day to give bond, and Mr.
Perkins will probably do likewise before
the end of the week, and the road will then
{ e formally delivered into their possegsion.

Mr. Perkins, who was in the city during
the proceedings before the Court, is a mem-
berof a firm largely engaged in the rail-
road-supply business in New York. He was
| regommended to the Court by August Bel-
{ mont, Morton, Bliss & Co., and numerous
| well-known merchants and bankers of New
York, who testified to his high character
and excellent business qualifications.  As
something was said during the discussion
about Mr. Perking’s desire to furnish
the railroad with supplies, and as re-
ceiver to pay himseli liberally therc-
for, it may be well to say here,
as we do upon the authority of a gentleman
known all over the State, that Mr, Perking
in the beginning said that if he was ap-
pointed receiver he should not allow any
supplies to be purchased of his firm.

Mr. Perkins has made a fine impression
upon those with whom he has come in con-
tact here. It is predicted that the officers
and employés of the company will find him
a pleasant man to deal with, and that the
bondholders of all classes will have in him
an active and vigilant agent who will re-
gard their interests as his own. IHe intends
to bring his family to Virginia, and to give
the duties of his position his most earnest
attention. .

Mr. Fink, the nssociate of Mr. Perkins,
before consolidation was employed on the
Virginia and Tennessee railroad, and for
several vears past has been the superintend-
ent of the consolidated line, Ile is a Prus-
sian by birth, and a civil engineer by pro-
fession. He is pronounced by nearly all rail-
road men one of the very best railroad opera-
tives in Virginia, Ile is modestand taciturn,
and is known personaliy by only a few per-
sons of the Atlantic, Mtssissippi and Ohio
Company even, bub is noted for his inde-
pendence of action and thorough devotion
to duty. He will doubtless have the practi-
cal working of the line under his control,
and will, from ali accounts, be able to do as
well, if not better, than ever before.

Colonel Whitcomb, who was mentioned
very favorably in connection with the re,
ceivership, and who came very near being
selected as a compromise man, speaks in
complimentary terms of Colonel Fink, and
also of Mr. Perkins, and believes that bet-
ter selections could not easily have been
made.

Mr. Pleasants, who has been appointed
master of accounts, is the clerk of the
United States Circuit Court, and is favora-
bly known to all who have business with
that tribunal of justice. :
