
Maine Speaks.
Tiio Democrats of Maine have indicated a

policy for the Democratic party winch it

might be well for tlic St. Louis Convention
to adopt. When Conservative or Demo¬

cratic Journal* speak of the two-thirds rule

as one which has governed the National
Conventions of the Democratic party for a

long time, they forget that the present Dem¬
ocratic party is made up largely of old

Whigs who have never had any faith
in such a rule. In Virginia almost
half of the Conservatives are old "NV higs.
They have never professed to be in love
with the ante-bellum principles of the Demo¬
cratic party, and certainly-not with the rules

by which its national conventions have Wfen
hampered for so many years. Why should
these old Whigs be expected to fall in love

at this late day with a rule which has no-

thing in its history to commend it to the ad¬
miral ion of any true patriot, Democrat or

Whig, or Republican? This year is

big with the fate, of .the republic. A

merely sentimental attachment on the part
of ante-bellum Democrats to a rule which
has no merit in itself ought not for one mo¬

ment to l>e permitted to stand between the,
present Democratic party and a triumphant
victory in the next presidential election.^
The rule ought to be disused at once and
forever It ought not to be allowed longer
to thwart the wishes of the Democratic peo¬

ple of the Union. It may be that the agita-
tation of the question of its disuse began
too late to effect its abrogation at St. Louis on
the -271 h. but even if this be the fact the agita¬
tion should go on long enough to insure the

country against the unjust operation of any
such rule at any future national conven¬

tion. We do not know that the case is

hopeless for the approaching Convention.
We would fain hope that it is not. We take

if for ffranted that the Tiij>kn* men must sec

that as their favorite has an undoubted ma¬

jority of the delegates in his favor,
nothing can defeat him of the nomi¬
nation but the reSdoption of this
odious rule; and that those of

them who hold that he is the only Demo¬
crat who can possibly be elected will be
wise enough and courageous enough to test
the sense of the Convention on this point.
At any rate, the Democratic State Conven¬
tion of Maine adopted on Tuesday a reso¬

lution which is thus described:
" The fifth resolution declares that it is the

sense of the Convention that the rule adopt¬
ed by the later National Democratic Conven¬
tions requiring two thirds of their delegates
to concur 4n making their nominations,
being at variance with the well-established
principles of majority-control, should be
abandoned."
That we call a sensible, practical view of

the ease. We trust that it will have its in¬
fluence at St. Louis. But the Maine Demo¬
crats did not content themselves with this.
They adopted a resolution declaring
" Samuel J. Tilpen, the able, zealous, in¬
trepid reform Governor of the Empire
State, to be the first choice of ttie Conven-
tion for President of the United States,"
and his nomination by the National Con¬
vention was recommended as eminently fit
and proper. .j

Also, other resolutions were adopted call¬
ing for governmental reform by introducing
economy in the public service, striking
down every abuse of power, and by the
honest administration of the public affairs
lightening the public burdens and restoring
peace and national prosperity. The services
of the Democratic House of Representatives
in instituting investigations, Arc., and un¬

earthing corruptions, were commended.
The intlation of the national currency was

opposed.
The National Convention will most proba¬

bly tind it absolutely necessary to follow the
lead of 3raine in the matter of a platform.
At present it seems to us almost certain
that there can be no victory-for the Demo¬
crats next fall unless the St. Louis Conven¬
tion places the party upon a platform satis¬
factory to the northern Democrats.

The Cincinnati Convention.
The Convention yesterday adopted a plat¬

form which congratulates the country upon
the extirpation of slavery and the enfran¬
chisement of the negro; brazenly declares
that the Republican party is the faithful
defender of popular government; pro¬
nounces in favor of the earliest possible re¬

turn to specie-payments; advocates some¬

thing like a civil-service reform and prompt
punishment for unfaithful officials ; recom¬

mends a constitutional provision against aj>-

propriations for schools under sectarian
control ; protests against further grants of
land for railroad purposes ; and asserts that
it is the duty of the party to encourage im¬
migration.
The Chinese question is touched upon in¬

decisively, and no doubt unsatisfactorily to
the Californians. Some encouragement to
the advocates of women's suffrage is giveu,
while there is an outspoken declaration in
favor of suppressing the polygamous prac¬
tices in Utah. The obligations of the na¬

tion to the soldiers of the Union are duly
set forth, an 'I sectional strife, of which the
Republican party lew been the father
wherever anything of the kind has been
exhibited, is deprecated. The platform
arraigns the Democratic party, and inti¬
mates that it yet nourishes treason to the
Government, and is therefore unworthy of
trust. Gkaxt, now that he is about to be
remanded to private life, is rewarded with
some choice words expressive of confidence
and respect.
The prospect of a " united South " sup¬

porting the Democratic nominees is npt
pleasing. Hence they take occasion to warn
our people that a «. united South " will be
regarded by the Radicals as only a little bet-
than a new Confederacy.
One of the delegates, Mr. Dams, of Texas,

in stating his objections to the financial
plank, thought the resolution of the com¬

mittee " in effect only remitted the question
" involved [resumption of specie payment]

" to the domain of promise." He and others
wanted tht» Convention to promise that
there should be no further delay in return¬
ing to specie-payment, but was not gratified.
The platform was adopted as reported from
the committee.
The names of the most prominent candi¬

dates for the presidency were then placed
before the Convention by eloquent spta:*
ers. The opponents of Blaine, who ex¬

hibited very considerable strength, after
several efforts won an adjournment till this
morning. Last night they were engaged in
attempts to form some combination to beat
liLAiXK. They seem determined, and may
yet succeed m their purpose.

Blaine and Tilden.
Tine following from the New York Herald

of 1 Wednesday is Interesting reading Just
now :

AN AKXIOCS DEMOCRATIC SPECTATOR.
Among the distant observers of the pro¬

ceeding at Cincinnati there is none, except
the Republican candidates themselves, who
take so keen an interest in the result as

Governor Tilden. What is done at Cincin¬
nati will ?>e the making: or the marring of
Ills ]»olitical fortunes. His hopes will rise
and sink with the prospects of Mr. Blaine.
Blaine's nomination would both insure his
own and make it equivalent to an election.
No other Republican candidate could bring
Tilden's peculiar strength into such bold re¬

lief, for against Blaine the whole Democratic
canvass from beginning to end would be
concentrated on the reform issue, which is
precisely where it 1s Governor Tilden 's in¬
terest, as it has been his constant aim, to

place it. Blaine's ugly letters would neces¬

sarily be the principal campaign documents
on the Democratic side, and a reform candi¬
date would have to be taken to drive them
home. Against such an opponent Tilden
would carry NewYork by seventy thousand
majority, and the party that wins New York
wiU make a sure tiling of the presidency, as

everybody concedes tlie strongest combina¬
tion for beating Tilden is Conkling for the
first place on the Republican ticket, with a

popular western man for the vice-presi-
deocy.
Significant..In its hot zeal for Conk-

ltno's nomination, the New York Herald
of Wednesday tells in a few words thesfrorv
of Tilden's strength in the Empire State.
It says:
" We are free to say that the only Repub-

' liean who can carry this State against Gov¬
ernor Tilden is Air. Conkling."
And in another place it says :

"Roscoe Conkling is the only man who
can beat Samuel J. Tilden in the State of New
York." .

The members of tlie Council-elect were in
couference last night at the residence of 31 r.
Charles Corling until near midnight. It is
probable that the full organization of the
body, and the policy to be adopted in re¬

gard to retrenchment and reform, will bp
agreed upon in couference before the time
for the meeting of the Council. This organ¬
ization was partially effected last night by
the election, after two or three ballots, of
Mr. William F. Spotswood, one of the mem¬
bers from Fourth Ward, as president of the
Council. After the 1st of July the Mayor
will no longer preside over thi* Council, tlie
charter providing that the nnincil shall
choose a presidiug officer from among its
members.

Messrs. T. J. Garrett, S. W. Venable, and
Charles Cushing were also put in nomina¬
tion and voted for for President.
The Conference had before it, prepared

and submitted by committees appointed for
the purpose, full statements of the expen¬
ditures of the different departments of the
city government for the present year; and
these were discussed with a view to ascer¬

taining whether the expenses could not be
reduced under the new regime. It is staled
that the health department, as at present or¬

ganized, was dispensed with, and that it
was agreed to renew the old system by elect¬
ing a Board of Health, composed of citi¬
zens of the different wards.a less expen¬
sive system, but one that experience has
proved a failure.
The salaries of the four physicians to the

poor were reduced from S5oO to $300 per
Annum each. This was a departmentwhich,
while retrenchment could be made in it, it
would not do to dispense with.
Some of the 'members expressed them¬

selves in favor of reducing both the number
.and pay of the police force, but no action
was taken in the matter. There are rumors
that reductions will be made in all the de¬
partments. The conference will meet again
to-morrow night.

The remaining officers will qualify at the

session of the court on Saturday.
Mr. W. M. Nash, aged sixty-two years,

noted local politician, and was possessed of
much influence among the masses. lie was
a man of large'intelligence.

where he died a few davs ago. The body
was interred in the family square in Bland-
ford Cemetery. Mr. Travlor was for many
years in the apothecary business here. He
leaves a widow and four children.

on her part." He begged that the matter

he not exposed for the sake of their parents.
Xo prosecution was made at that time. On
her death-bed Miss Manuel repeated her de¬
claration that she was unconscious when
Wilson committed the act. Wilson disap¬
peared at the time, but a few months ago re¬

appeared in the county and resumed the
practice of medicine at his former resi¬
dence. No legal steps were taken against
him.
A few weeks ago T wrote you of the mys*

terious disappearance of Fanny Humphreys,
a pretty little girl about fifteen years of age,

employed at the house of Dr. Wilson. Last
week she was found at a house in the moun¬
tains, where he had carried her, about to
become a mother. She states that Wilson
seduced her and took her there to give birth
to her child. There is much excitement in
the neighborhood of Churehville, and the
citizens are hunting for \Y ilson, who has

disappeared. This last scandal was doubt¬
less partiv the cause of the former rape being
brought before the grand jury. Wilson is
most respectably connected im the county,
and the two dre'adful crimes are the subject
of conversation everywhere. Wilson is a

married man, and has> children. His wife
is a most estimable and attractive lady, and
the daughter of one of the wealthiest citi¬
zens of the county.

URSUANT TO TIIE PROVISIONS ol
an act of the General Assembly ol Virginia ap¬

proved April 30, 1 874, entitled an "Act proscribing
the manner in which records for the Supreme < 'ourl
of Appeals shall Ik- printed, and providing for let¬
ting the same to contract," and which H as lollow*.
to wit :

I. He it enacted by the General Assembly, That
the clerks of the Supreme Court of Ap|ieals at Rich¬
mond, Staunton. Winchester, and Wythcvllle shall,
in the month of June, In the year eighteen hundred
and seventy-four, and annually thereafter In the
same month, solicit proposals by advertising in some
newspaper published iu their respective localities for
tlie printing for one year of such records of courts u*
may lie required under existing laws to 1# printed
for the use ol* the Supreme Court of Appeals In de¬
termining cases of appeal.

II. The said projwsals shall state the amount per
itagc of lifteen hundred ems small pica type, aud
shall luclude the paper, printing, binding, aud a neat
cover with the style of the cast- and the court from
which the record conies neatly printed thereon.;
III. The said clerks shall award the contracts for

said printing to the lowest responsible bidders lu
their respective localities, and snail lake from them
bond, with ample security iu a penalty double the
amount of the work to be executed, the same to Iw
Ascertained by the amount of the preceding year's
work. The mode of certifying aud paying account*
for said printing shall lie as now prescribed bylaw.
IV. All acts and parts of acta In conflict with the

provisions of this act are hereby repealed.
V. This act shall he in force from iti, passage.
