Additional Supply'.of Water Needed..
Mayor Chiles in a communication to-day to
members of the City? Council intimates his
intention of recommending to that body at
its next meeting the necessity of a reser¬
voir and additional supply of water. The
lire Monday evening fully demonstrated the
insufficiency of the present water supply.
In (vise of lire but one plug in the city can
be used at a time, the mains not being large
enough to afford a supply for more. The
present water supply is obtained from the
river without any reservoir at all, the water
being forced into the mains by a small
pump driven by the machinery of the Man¬
chester Corn-Mill.

The Changes in the Cabinet.Grant
Stirring; Up ft Storm.

[Special telegram to the Dlspatcli.J
"Washington, July 11..The resignation

of Postmaster-General Jewell, at the re¬

quest of the President, creates a great sen¬

sation, and is the loading topic of discus¬
sion in all public places* to-night. Grant
has not vouchsafed either to Mr. Jewell or
his friends the motives that induced him to
make this request, but it is believed that
Senator Morton considered it necessary for
the welfare of the Republican party in In¬
diana that a politician from that State should
be appointed to a Cabinet position. One
report says that Senator Spencer has also
been favored in the change that has
been made. Friends of Jewell say that
the demand is an insult to a compe¬
tent and unoffending official, and will
have a bad ' effect on the party
throughout the country. The removal, for
such it is, was the most summary act of the
character that the Administration has per¬
formed, and naturally makes New England
Republicans feel very sore. Jewell was re¬

garded, since Bristow resigned, as the only
representative of reform in the Cabinet.
Pratt, who was another staunch friend of
Bristow, has also been asked to step down
and out, and will retire on the 1st of Au¬
gust next. Other changes are intimated as

likely to occur in a few days, some of which
will be of officials in different parts of the
country.

First Assistant Postmaster-General Mar¬
shall will probably be removed and a west¬
ern politician appointed in his j)lace, with a

view to the patronage of the Department in
the States of Ohio and Indiana being used
to carry those States at the October election,
success at that time in those States being
considered of vital importance in its bear¬
ing on the general election in November.

Timox.
A Store Robbed and the Clerk Killed'»
Tlie People Scouring; tlie Country for
the Murderers.

[Special telefrram to the Dispatch .J
Alexandria, Va., July 11..Persons who

arrived licre to-day from Glymont report
that the store oi 3Ir. Warring, about three
miles from the Glymont wharf, was robbed,
and the clerk, William Everett, brutally
murdered hist night. The miirderers are as

yet unknown. The people of the neighbor¬
hood are in the most intense excitement, and
hence turned out en masse, and are scouring
the country in every direction for them ; and
should they be found it is feared they will be
lynched. It is supposed that the murderers
are two negro men, both* large, but one

larger than the other, jet black, well dressed,
apparently unused for some time at least to
hard labor, who landed at Glymont yester¬
day from the steamer Harry Loder and in¬
quired for Mr. Chapman's farm, saying they
were going to work there. They did not go
there, however, but went to 3Ir. Warring's

store, where they bought cheese and crack¬
ers. While lounging about there they made
inquiries of the negroes they saw concern¬

ing the store, its business, and the habits of
the clerk.
The murder -was. not discovered until

early this morning, when a young man went
to the store to make a purchase. Finding
the front door locked he walked around to
the back door, which he found open, and
there being no response to his calls he as¬

cended the steps to the sleeping-room and
there saw the clerk lying in bed in his night
clothes dead, his head having been mashed
with a club. The deceased usually slept
with his pocket-book and pistol under his
pillow, but they were both gone.

General Crook's Command.
A PAINFUL RUMOR UNCONFIRMED.

Omaha, July 11..Up to noon to-day there
has been no confirmation received of the
painful rumor that since the fall of General
Custer the Indians had turned upon Gene¬
ral Crook and destroyed his command, in¬
cluding himself. The officers at these
headquarters say that such a calamity is pos¬
sible though not probable.

THE LAST «EABD OF CROOK.

Fort Fetterman, "Wyoming, July 11..
The last word from Crook's camp is
dated June 28th. A courier can reach here
from him in seventy-two hours, if not way¬
laid. Seven companies of infantry escorted
the supply train. We have no news of it
since leaving, but are expecting a courier
from Crook daily.

CONVENTION OP ISRAELITES.
Washington, July 11..The Convention

of Israelites assembled at Willard's Hall this
morning. One hundred delegates were

present, the majority of whom arrived last
night. The meeting was called to order by
Mr. Loth, president of the Council. Prayer
was offered by Rev. Dr. Leasing, of Peoria.

TIIE TURCO:SERVIAN WAR.
Paris, July 11..Several journals here

publish intelligence that the Turks have
captured Scaitzebar, and the Servian Gene¬
ral Tcherneyeff is hemmed in between two
Turkish armies marching from Widdin and
Sophia. Intelligence received at Zcmlen
states that the position of the Servian Gene¬
ral Antich, near Navi Bazar, is threatened.
London', July 11..It is stated that the

Turks have 40,000 troops in and around
Niesa. Fresh troops are being constantly
dispatched from Constantinople. These
troops are full of enthusiasm and fanaticism.
Guns and stores of all kinds continue to be
sent to the frontier. The fanatical feeling
of the Turks against the Servians is fullr
aroused. They must expect no mercy if
beaten. The Servians are drawing all their
forces to TchernevelFs.
The latest reports say that lighting is now

going on around Nishai.
Rumors of an attack on Belgrade by a

Turkish flotilla are absurd. During July and
August the Danubian Navigation Company
use boats drawing only thred feet of water,
and with these the passage is dangerous.
There is no chance for a Turkish coup de
main with a flotilla.
A party of newspa[>er correspondents on

the frontier were taken for spies and fired
on by the Servians. One was killed and
two wounded. Among them was a repre¬
sentative of a British journal.

A conflict between Austria and Russia is
apprehended, growing out of An drossy'*
hatred of Sclaves.

It is reported that Tcherneyeff is retreat¬
ing to the Servian frontier with his army de¬
moralized, and that he has wen dismissed.
Constantinople, July 11..The following,

dated July 3, was sent to the Turkish rep¬
resentatives abroad : The Servians attacked
the camp at Urkuro, a town southwest of
Dissa. After five hours' hard fighting the
Servians retreated, leaving five hundred
dead on the field. Near Bellina the Turks
were victorious in several encounters, kill¬
ing two liuadred and wounding four hun¬
dred of the enemy. :

Belgrade, July 11..Official reports an¬
nounce that the Turks have withdrawn from
the right bank of the river Drina. The Ser¬
vian army of Timak lias occupied several
villages and reconnoitered the country to
Widdin, to which place the Turks have re¬
treated. The population of the district of
Widdin have risen and joined the Moravia
division of the Servian army. The Ser¬
vians, under General Benifan, fought a su¬

perior force of Turks for seven hours on

the 7th instant, at Krushvas.
Constantinople, July 11..The Porte has

sent thefollowing to representative# abroad :
" In an engagement of five hours' duration
at Sahaskadi, in the district of Bel^radzik,
tlie Servians, numbering 2,000. were beaten
and. pursued to Servian territory. The
Turks captured ammunition. After an en¬

gagement of two hours' duration at Sobine,
m Bosnia, the Servians were driven into
Austria."
London, July 11..The Trme&s Vienna
