The August
meteors very rarely miss their appointment
on the night of the 10th of August in each

A Nartvratn Ice-TIoUSE—IRREMARKABLE STO-
ny.—[From the Rutland fferald.}J—In Chit-
tenden, Vt., is a sort of natural ice-house
which has hitherto been eomparatively little
known. The place is a narrow gorge, with
rocky sides extending down about twenty
feet, and arched overhead with trees.  Ilere
an abundmnt guantity of clear, solid ice ean
be tound during the hottest season of the
vear, ,At the upper end of the gorge iz a
clear spring of water, from which the ice is
formed in winter, filling the fissures and
crevices Dbetween the rocks at the Dbot-
tom of the ravine. A gentleman visiting
the spot last Saturday—ong of the hot-
test days we have ever known—found
ice in large quantities. One fissure cight
feet long, three feet wide, and apparently
several feet deep, was filled with ice al-
most blue in its beatiful clearness, This is
the ice-house for the people in the vieinity,
and here they obtain their supply. Last
| vear ice was taken out in September, and
| there is veason to believe that it lasts during
I the whole year. The atmosphere in the
[ vicinity of the gorge is cooled by itz frozen
treasures, and when the wind is in the right
direetion a change in temperature is appa-
rent hiall a mile distant. At a watering-

Deasts alike are refreshed with real
water. ‘The place is ecertainly a natural
curiosity worth visiting. It is sitnated near
the road from the Chittenden Meeting-housc
to Forge Flats, about three miles and a halt
from the ¢hurel, and a few rods frow John
Whitcomb's house.

AMERICAN AND Swisg Warenes.—[Edward
Iving's letter to Boston Journal.]—Thecom-
missioner informed me that the Swiss manu-
faeturers have come to the conclusion that
it is useless longer to attempt to compete
with Americans in the making of ofdinary
watches,  The improvements which the
American makers have made in machinery
tfor the manufacture of the former class of
woods are so extraordinary that there is no
chance for foreign trade. * But in chro-
nometers,” said the commissioner, *and in
a large class of delicate work for which
machinery cannot be prepared, and which
must be made by hand, we are still far in
advance of your workmen here,”” And in
proof of this there are .n number of po-
lite young men to show one the marvellous
watches which have come {from Geneva,
One of these isa gold hunting-case wateh
with minute repeater, chronograph, per-
petual calendar, and phases of the moon.
The calendar, which is combined in a very
skilful manner so as to require the 1east pos-
sible power from the “main train** at the
change of day, has a small sunken dial
which shows when it is noon and when mid-
night, and another sunken dial opposite
showing the leap year and the first, second,
and third after. A rarespecimen of workman-
ship is a gold wateh which strikes the hours
and quarters voluntarily. This and others
are among the wonders shown by Dodallet,
of Gieneva. Some of the watches are so
sinall that they may be placed in a penhold-
er, and one almost needs a microscope to
find out the time of day by them.
