The immersion was in
the northeast quadrant of the moon, and
the emersion in the northwest quadrant.
At the time of occultation the moon was
nearly full. A second eclipse of Saturn by
the moon will tuke place on Saturday night,
September 2d, or rather at about 3 o’clock
Sunday morning, September 3d. These oc-
currences coming so near together are con-
sidered remarkable.

ARREST OF MURDERERS AT QUANTICO.—On
or about the 10th of July a young clerk was
murdered and robbed ncar Glymount, oh
the Maryland side of the Potomae river.
On Saturday two negro men were arrested
at Quantico, and are held there for identifi-
cation, being suspected to be the murder-
ers. They answered to the description pub-
lished in the reward offered by the authori-
ties of Charles county for the apprehension
of the murderers.

| drink in his life. Much money was speni
to get clear water for our citizens for drink-
ing, bathing, and other purposes through
the medium of this new reservoir; and
now if we are compelled to drink whiskey
and go d on account of the present
awfully muddy state of the water, why,
then, let us all dig wells, and raise our own

mint for next season.
