The Massacres in Turkey.

The massacres of Christians by the Turk-
ish troops reported to have taken place in
Bulgaria and other provinees ol European
Turkey are so airocious in their character
as to be almost incredible, It is diflicult to
believe that there could be such wild and
senseless destruction of human life as has
been reported. If Turkey were ruled by
some ruthless tyrant delighting in cruelty
and bloodshed, even then it would secm
strange that the land should be turned over
to the troops to be harried and mivaged at
their pleasure, as the tyrant would be apt
to have too much regard for the effect upon
his treasury to permit such wholesale
slanghter of his human life-stock. But a
mass of concurrent testimohy leaves no
doubt that the defenceless people have been
killed by the thousand, that villages have
been burned and desolated, and that only
women whose personal comeliness rendered
them of value as slaves could escape the
slaughter.

The Porte and his ministers profess the

The murder of the foreign consuls
at Solonica was promptly avenged by the
hanging of the leaders in the affair, and in
other instances the Turkish Ministry has
evinced a disposition to repress the sanguis
nary and fanatic tendencies of the Moslem
population. Their complete failure in hold-

| real impoteney of the Turkish Government,

| and shows the folly of expecting the reali-

| zation of any of the proposed ¢ reforms,”
The only #cheme of reform which will re-
lieve the Christinn population irom the most
cruel apprehensions is to drive the Turk
Leyvond the Bosphorus and establish a pro-
tectorate over the Christians of Asia Minor.

Some writers account for the ferocious
temper of theTurks by tracing it to the
savage characteristics of their Tartar ances-
tors. The Turtar conquerors of the middle
ages placed no hounds to their appetite for
Boodshed, They massacred their eaptives
in cold blood, and built ghastly pyramids of
their heads as monuments of their exploits.
But this was centuries ago, and the Tartars
were not alone in sanguinary deeds.
Christian Europe witnessed the
most terrible  massacres, and the fury
that broke out in the religious wars equalled
Turtar cruelty in its appetite for carnage.
The progress of ecivilization has ren-
dered the recurrence of such things impos-
gible in Christian countries, but some influ-
ence has secluded the Turks from the gene-
ral advancement in the humane virtues,
The most horrible massacre recorded in
modern history was perpetrated by the
Turks. During the Greek rebellion the
Island ol Scio was taken by the Turks on
April 11, 1822, A sluughter of the inhabi-
tants began and lasted ten days, over forty
thousand being killed. The houses were
burned and the island was completely deso-
lated. The only persons who escaped the
massacre were voung women and hoys, of
whom thirty thousand were reserved for
the slave markets. Recenl cvents have
shown that this same ferocious spirit still
exists among the Turks, and it only de-
pends upon circumstanees whether the civ-
ilized world may not yet be horror-stricken
ut accounts of massacres rivalling that of
Seio.

The cause of the imjierviousness of the
Turkish character to the hnmanizing influ-
ences of modern civilization must be looked
for in the intensely theoeratic nature ot
the Turkish Government. The Porte is
not the ruler of a nation, but-the Comman-
der of the Faithful, and the precepts of the
Koran are the supreme law, overriding the
ediets of the ‘Sultan when théy' ‘conflict.
Warfare upon infidelity is the duty of all
good Moslems, and hence any public excite-
went is fraught with danger to the Chris-
tinns, The ediots of the Porte are power-
less to restrain the tide of fanaticism when
it has begun to flow, as the .ipjunction of
the Koran can be produced in-opposition to
the commands of the Government. - The
second' ‘chapter ‘of the Koran contains:the
following precepts: 7 11w v

Decms, with whom the Commodore spoke
for some time upon religious topics, and
Mr. William II. Vanderhilt, who called two
or three times, and sat with his father the
areater part of the evening.

The physjeians say that although the re-
cent hot weather has had its enevitable de-
bilitating effect upon the Commodore, it bas
acted beneficidly upon his complaint, Dis-
eases of the nature of that with which he is
afflicted are always benefited by a high tem-
perature, and are less perilous in warm
climates, where the sufferer perspires freely,
as has been the case with Commodore Van-
derbilt for some days past, than in cold and:
inelement countries.

The patient, for bis own part, is rarely de-
ceived by the sudden changes in hiy condi-
tion. He has very little hope of his ulti-
mate recovery, and although, with the vacil-
lating temper of a dying man, he is some-
times sunk in depression, and as often in
almost huoyant spirits, he hardly ever gives
expression to an expectation that many
more days will be added to his greatage.

Yesterday, as one of the Commodore’s
physicians was sitting by his bedside, the
patient suddenly asked, ‘ Doctor, how long
will it be before my funeral?” The doctor
replied, I have already told you twice that
vou are dying, but I shan’t speak of it
again.”

At 10 o’clock the Commodore was moved
from the bed in the front room of the se-
cond story, which he had oceupied through
the day, and was placed in the back room.
He was quiet, suffering very little pain, but
was not 8o strong as he was during the day.

The evening was passed quietly, though
the Commodore did not sleep. Drs. Linsly
and Elliot remained at the house during the
night. At 1 o’clock the Commodore was
resting comfortably.
