INDIGNATION OF EUROPE,

PROTEST FROM ENGLAND.

XLIVTH CONGRESS.First Session.
Washington, August 11, 18 7G.

SENATE.
The Senate, by a vote of yeas 21, nays

20, refused to postpone the unfinished busi¬
ness, being a resolution to print extra
copies of the President's message in rela-.
tion to the Hamburg difficulty, and take up
the bill to realize the bounty of those serv¬

ing in the late war.
Senator Sargent, of California, said he

had a telegram, signed by some thirty lead¬
ing citizens of San Francisco, asking im¬
mediate action on the Hawaiian treaty. Na¬
tional honor and commercial interests de¬
mand it.
The post-route bill was taken up. An

amendment restoring the franking privi¬
lege, with modification, was agreed to, and
the bill passed.
The disabilities of John S. "Walker, of

Texas ; 0. M. Wilcox, of. Mississippi, and
S. D. Lee, of Mississippi, were removed.
The conference on the diplomatic appro¬

priations have agreed.
HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

The House is discussing a resolution to
continue the investigation of the Soldiers'
Home during recess. The Republicans are

resting, with threats of filibustering. The
Republicans have negative control of the
House, as by abstaining from voting they
can defeat a "quorum and postpone business
indefinitely. This result comes from a

great number of absentees.
The Speaker laid before the House a mes¬

sage from the President, with communica¬
tions from the Secretary of War, General
Sherman, and General Sheridan, recom¬

mending an increase of the cavalry force of
the anny by 2,500 men, and authority to
call out "five" regiments of volunteers (cav¬
alry) of 1,000 men each. Referred to the
Committee on Military Affairs.
The conference report on the bill punish¬

ing counterfeiting trade-marks was reject-
ed by a vote of 68 yeas to S3 nays, which is

equivalent to the defeat of the bill.
A resolution for the final adjournment at

4 o'clock Monday wa? adopted.
Bill for printing 100,000 copies of the ag¬

ricultural report was passed.
Disabilities of Reuben Davis and General

C. M. Wilcox were removed. .

Bill authorizing the employment of 1,000
Indian scouts was passed.
The VenezueJian report, with resolution

requesting the President to stop the de¬
mands from Venezuela and the payment
of awards, was adopted.
The conference on Indian appropriations

made a report of agreement. Adopted.
[The responsibility of allowing the Indian
Bureau to remain in the hands of the Inte¬
rior Department rests with the Senate].

POSED SUBSTITUTE FOR THE HOUSE JOIST

RESOLUTION.
"Washington, August 11..The Senate

Judiciary Committee have agreed upon and
reported the following as a substitute for
the Ifou.se joint resolution proposing an

amendment to the Constitution concerning
religion and common schools :

Resolved by the Senate and House of Rep¬
resentatives (two thirds of each house con¬

curring therein). That the following article
be proposed to the Legislatures of ttie seve¬

ral States as an amendment to the Constitu¬
tion of the United States, which, when rati¬
fied by three fourths of the said Legisla¬
tures, shall be valid as a part of the said
Constitution.namely i
Article 16. No State shall make any law

respecting an establishment of religion or

prohibiting free exercise thereof, and no

religious test shall ever be required as a

qualification to any office or public trust
under any State. No public property and
no public revenue of, nor any loan of credit
by or under the authority "of the United
States or any State, Territory, district, or

municipal -corporation shall be appropriated
to or made or used for the support of any
school, educational or other institution
under the control of any religious or

anti-religious sect, organization, or de¬
nomination, or wherein the particular
creed or tenets of any religious or anti-'
religious sect, organization, or denomi¬
nation shall be taught, and no such particu¬
lar creed or tenets shall be read or taught
in any school or institution supported in
whole or in part by such revenue or loan of
credit, and no such appropriation or loan
of credit shall be made to any reiigious or

anti-religious sect, organization, or denoini-
nation, or to promote its interests or tenons.
This article shall not be construed to pro¬
hibit the reading of the Bible in any school
or institution, and it shall not have the
effect to impair rights of property already
vested.

Section 2. Congress shall have power by
appropriate legislation to provide for the
prevention and punishment of violations of
this article.

THE WVER AND HARBOR BJLI*.
Washington*, August 11..The river and

harbor bill, as it passed both Houses of Con¬
gress, makes the following provisions for
the rivers of Georgia : Coosa river, $30,-
000; Etowah river, §10,000; Ocmulgee,
$15,000; Chattahoochie, §20,000, and Sa¬
vannah harbor, §62,000.

It also provides §270,000 for the Tennessee
river, to be expended in opening the muscle

I shoals, and $10,003 for the Hiawassee. The
bill provides for improvements along the
entire line of the proposed water communi¬
cation between, the Mississippi river and
the Atlantic ocean at Savannah, except the
connecting canals between the rivers.
The South gets nearly two of the iive mil¬

lion appropriation. The House insisted
that the bill should have due proportion.
It is regarded as the fairest bill for the
South that ever patted.

To the Senate and House of Representa¬
tives :

I transmit herewith a telegram of the
oth of August from Lieutenant-General
Sheridan to General Sherman, a letter of the
11th of the present month from General
Sherman to the Secretory of War, and a let¬
ter from the latter of the same date to me;
all setting forth the possible needs of the
army in consequence of existing hostili¬
ties. I would strongly urge upon
Congress the necessity of making some

provision for a contingency which may
arise during the vacation for more

troops in the Indian country than it is now
possible to send. It would seem to me to
be much more economical and better to au¬

thorize an increase of the present cavalry
/orce by 2,500 privates; but if this is jiot
deemed advisable, then that the President
be authorized to call out not exceeding five
regiments, 1,000 strong each, of volunteers,
to serve for a period not exceeding six
months. Should this latter authority be
given, I would not order out any volun¬
teers unless, in my opinion, based upon re¬

ports from the Secretary of War, I deemed
it absolutely necessary, and then only the
smallest number considered sufficient to
meet the emergency.
