THE MILLIONAIRE'S KONDNE83 FOR
"WHIST.HIS RECREATIONS AT THE
SPRINGS.HIS THEORY ABOUT FIBBING.
A CROWD OF 01.13 CRONIES.HOW THE
WEALTH IS MANAGED.

Now thai Commodore Vanderbilt is on

the edge of the grave, the incidents of his
life are coming prominently forward in the
newspapers. He was very fond of his re¬

creation in Saratoga, where he generally
spent two months of every year as a respite
from the other ten month* of hard work.
He was very fond of whist, and used to

play with companions, of whom the greater
number have preceded him In Joining the
siient majority. Commodore Garrison and
Chester W. Cbapin are the only ones of his
old companions who remain. A correspond¬
ent of the New York Tribune speaks thus
of his daily life at the Springs :

He usuailv rose at 7:30 o'clock, and always
by 8 o'clock. Congress water suited his
palate and digestion, but of late be has
evinced a fondness for the Hamilton Spring
on account of its iron properties. He almost
shared the doctrine of the old lady who be¬
lieved that fish went straight to the brain,
lie could feel, he said, the influence of the

' iron of the Hamilton Spring in his blood.
. Then he was ready for breakfast at about
8:30 o'clock. He

*

ate sometimes heartily,
but never abused his appetite, and adhered
closelv to his theories of food and its dlreot
assimilation. He never ate the white of an

egg, and when once asked his reason for
picking out the yolk and discarding the
rest, replied that the white contained no

nutriment, and he did'nt see why it should
be used to lumber up the stomach. lie was
opposed to a mixture of food, and whCe
fond of varieties of flesh and fowl, he could
not be induced, as he expressed

^
it, to

*' make a nienaireric of the stomach.'
Alter breakfast he was on the piazza for

a smoke and for a quiet chat, which usually
drifted into a suggestion that it was time
<» to resume." The whist-party would sit,
as a rule, till the dinner hour. After din¬
ner there was always another cigar or two,
more chat and a drive. If he had his own

team, he drove five or ten miles out, and
knew their speed arid endurance. He fre¬

quently drove to the lake, but respected all

points of the compass. After tea, which
he seldom delayed after 7 o'clock, and nevei

ate even a cracker between meals, life was

something of a burden till the whist game
was called, which was pursued in dead
earnest, and without much fear of inter¬
ruption, till 11 o'clock, the Commodore ro-

tiring'alwavs before midnight.
The late Kcverdy Johnson and Johnl.

Kennedv, of Baltimore, were two of the
Commodore's intimates, and were frequent-
lv seen at the whist-table with him. He

always played to win, no matter whether the
stake was large or small, and there had to
be a limit fixed to hinder him from running
up the pool. While he was playing cards
he never could brook interruption. Ihc
same correspondent tells this characteristic
incident of him :
When Robert L. Schuyler ran awav, ow¬

ing to his financial embarrassments, and the
Commodore was a creditor to avast amount,

a gentleman rushed into the club-house
white as a sheet and broke the news breath¬
lessly* to the Commodore, who was at cards.
He played right on without saying anything
or showing any excitement, finally remark¬
ing that Schuyler was a good fellow, and
could have had a million dollars if it would
have saved him. One day a gentleman
called on the 'Commodore and insisted on

an interview. The Commodore never re¬

fused to sec people, but was not slow to
hint that they might go if their business
did not interest him. In this case a young
lady acquaintance was in the parlor, and t he
Commodore informed the gentleman, in an¬

swer to his request for privacy, that there
could be nothing said between them that
any person might not hear. The interview
was short, and the young lady inquired :

"Now, Commodore, what did you fib to the

gentleman for: you tliat preach so much
about truthfulne'ss and honesty?" He had
evaded the exact truth to rebuke an imper¬
tinent question, which was none of the gen¬
tleman's business. Well," said the Com¬
modore, " when a man asks you a question
that he has no business to ask, and he knows
it, you are not always bound to tell him the
truth, if a lie will do no particular harm."
Of the interesting gossip in the same let¬

ter concerning him the following is the most
important:
The Commodore is much of a "ladies

man." ne has seemed to grow good-look-
ing and refined in feature as he advanced in
years, as thoughtful and vigorous men

always do. It is not remembered here that
he ever took any interest in the ball-rooms,
but in the parlors he was frequently the
centre of a company of ladies, with a smile
on his features, and doing a little more thau
hie share of the conversation. Among gen¬
tlemen he is not very talkative, and docs not
converse about the money-making part of
his career. He loves rather to narrate his
boyhood adventures and talk of the time
when life was a struggle.
In 18G5 the old United States Hotel was

burned, and Vanderbilt the nextyear stayed
at Congress Hall, where he was annually a

guest till 1875. At Congress Hall whist was
not so much played, and from that time for¬
ward the Saratoga game was point euchre.
He was in Saratoga when the news came of
the serious illness of his first wife. She was

a woman of good business faculties, and
one who knew her says that her skill in
keeping hotel, whereby she amassed £30,-
000, was a part of the capital which gave
the Commodore a good start in the world,
and that her counsel contributed Largely to
his business success in after years. My in¬

formant said also that because of the good
part the mother had taken in building up
the Commodore's fortunes, 'the girls,'
meaning the Commodore's daughters,

« complained of his giving such an immense
p^rt of his property to Billy." I doubt the
truth of these alleged complaints, for « the
girls" have been magnificently dowered,
and the Vanderbilt policy of massing the
propertv is, I understand, fully approved
bv ail the family*. The elder son of the
house will be as complete a master of the
Vanderbilt millions and the Vanderbilt en¬

terprises as the father hafc been. The main
possesions in railroads it is impossible to
divide advantageously among a half score of
heirs. And it is at once for the family,
the corporation, and the public good that
the railroads should remain under one

direction, pledged, as it is understood W.
H. Vanderbilt is, to make no more combi¬
nations with the other trunk lines. I un¬
derstand that Mr. Vanderbilt lately said that
in fixing this as the perpetual policy of tho
Central he had benefited New York incal¬
culably, and in the pursuit of that policy
later experience has confirmed his son and
successor as autocrat of the road. Certain ly
the later experiences show that the policy
materially benefits the port of New York as
a grain market. ,

The old party of card-players louged to
get back to the United States Hotel, and in
1873 helped form a company, Commodore
Vanderbilt supplying 950,000 of the capital.
He had a suit of rooms furnished plainly in
cottage No.- 32. The* new United States,
opened in 1874, but Mr. Vanderbilt did not
return to take his rooms, fearing exposure
to cold, till' the next season, which was a

year ago. The hotel "proprietor failed the
first year, and the Commodore removed the
encumbrance on the building by taking a

mortgage for $200,000. Aweek ago he sent
orders to have his rooms in readiness, be¬
lieving that he would be strong enough to
make the journey.
The Commodore is a stockholder in the

Saratoga itacing Association, founded in
1864, but does not take much interest in
running races. When there was trotting
he was on hand with his team, and usually
eve an exhibition of his skill in driving

TOMATOES AXB OYNTERS.

TOE RECENT HISTORY OF THE " LOVE-AP-
PLE".APPETITE FOR IT CULTIVATED-
MOUNTAINEER'S REPUGNANCE TO OYS¬
TERS-MKN KISSING MEN.SHALL WE IN¬

TRODUCE IT AS A CUSTOM.

[From llie Charleston (<. C.) News.)
Years ago, and not so many either, when

the tomato was called the " love-apple,''
and cultivated as an object of curiosity, the
idea of eating it was not entertained. Its
flavor to the natural taste was disagreeable
in the extreme. Yet now* it is universally
eaten, and is considered not only the most
delightful, but one of the most wholesome
of vegetables.
So with the oyster. Nothing can bo more

disgusting to the eye, nothing more revolt¬
ing to the stomach.that is, the uneducated
eve and stomach. It was observed during
the late war that the men who came down
from the mountains to the coast could not
for a long while be persuaded to touch oys¬
ters, or to eat out of a vessel in which they
had been cooked. Tfaey even regarded
with distrust the people who did eat them,
looking upon them as uiuiatural beings with
depraved appetites. And yet neither the
earth nor the air, nor the waters that cover

the earth, contain aught that in all respects
equals the oyster.
The generalization often drawn from the

tomato and oyster is, that acquired tastes are

by odds the strongest, and, in many cases',
' the most beneficial to mankind. But the la¬

ment moral, discernible only by the philo¬
sophical eye, has never yet beeu unfolded to
31 blind and uninquiring world. We an¬

nounce it this morning. It is this :

Acquired tastes being the strongest and
iHost beneficial, may it not be, nay, is it not
ccrtain, that, mankind is losing a great deal
bar not cultivating these tastes, and by not

searching about fo find objects on which to
exercise them The French are very hap¬
py and industrious in pursuits of this char¬
acter. and the result is that they can eat and
enjoy anything on earth except buzzards.
But what do Americans say to the kissing

of men as a new, cheap, and permanent
source of deep enjoyment ? We all fancy
we know what it is to kiss a woman.a

young ajid pretty woman. It is said by
i hose who have tried it to be rather a good
thing. But the kissing of a grown man by
a grown man is something at which unen¬

lightened epigastrium heaves fearfully.irt
this -country. The French kiss, the Ger¬
mans kiss, and.do but read this :

" Osculation is practiced somewhat pro¬
miscuously in Russia. Somebody writes :
* The Russian ceremony of saluting every
one upon Easter with the sentence e Christ
is Risen ' and a kiss, was carried out with
much pomp by the Emperor and his Court.
Precisely at midnight, the hour being an¬

nounced by cannon, the Czar, his family,
and all the Court dignitaries, together with
the chief officers of the army and the navy,
went in a procession into the church ad¬
joining the "Winter Palace. Here, at a cer¬

tain stage of the ceremonies, the Czar gave
three kisses each to the State dignitaries,
the general, aids-de-camp,# and the com¬

manding officers of the guard. Mass was

then celebrated and the company dis¬
persed.' "
So great a man as .the Emperor of all the

Russias, we may be very sure, would not
indulge in the above ceremony if it were so

very loathsome as we Americans fancy.
Ours is a miserable delusion. Away with it.
We haven't a doubt but that the kissing of
men is as far superior to the kissing of
women as beef is to veal. Nothing can be
argued from the kissing of old women, who
are a kind of beardless man, because no¬

body kisses them often enough. If we iier-
slsted as one does with tomatoes and oysters
old women's kisses would in time become
delicious, but still not quite equal to the
kisses of men. The moustache, we are as¬

sured, operates like black walnut catsup on
fish.

Objections to tobacco, whiskey, Swiss
cheese, and perhaps onions, as inevitable
accompaniments of the male kiss, will be
urged by the opponents of our views. The
objections have no parties of weight. Frail,
delicate, reiined women manage to worry
through long happy lives in spite of these
trilles, and Ave may do the same. Let us
hasten the era of high-flavorefi masculine
kisses, and leave the tame insipid lips of
women to school boys and preachers. We
have lost ages of- bliss bv not doing it in
times past, and we cannot begin too soon.

A Turkish Joe Miller.
The Turks, grave and majestic as thev

are often supposed to be, have a traditional
Joe Miller, ono Nasr-Eddin, commonly call¬
ed Nasr-Eddin liodja ( i . e., the abbt, or half
priest, half teacher). And just as there was
a real Joe Miller, who was more or less, in
some sense or other, the origin of the jest-
book named after him, so there seems to
have been an actual Nasr-Eddin, who lived
ih the days of Timour the Tartar, or Tamer¬
lane (A. D. 1335-1425).him of the one eve
and the game-leg.and who dared to jest
with the terrible soldier even to his face.
Now that it looks more than ever as if the

Turks were to be dislodged out of the en¬

campment they have so loug occupied in
Christendom, there is a certain propriety in
remembering once more anything character¬
istic of them; and this ancient collection of
jests is worth something as showing that,
barbarous as they arc, they had some tinc¬
ture of the mirthfulness which is so impor¬
tant a common bond of man to man. If
they enjoy fun there must be something
good in them.
The best-known story of Nasr-Eddin is

often found in collections of auecdotesr; it
is that of his thrice fooling the assembly of
true believers out of a sermon by three suc¬

cessive jocular replies. The first time he
ascended the pulpit he said, "0 true be¬
lievers ! do you know what I am going to
say#" They replied, "No." Whereupon
he asked, " Of what use to preach to such
Ignoramuses ? " and came down from the
pulpit. .

The next time, when he asked the same

question, they answered, "Yes, we know."
Whereupon he said, HThen it is useless for
me to tell you; and came down.
The third time, having taken counsel to¬

gether, the congregation prepared an. an¬
swer which they thought would corner their
joker-preacher, and said, "Some of us know
and Borne don't." Whereupon he promptly
replied, " Let those who know tel! those who
don't; " and once more came down.
This is an easier way to save sermon-

writing than exchaqge.Some of the stories about Nasr-Eddin are
too much of a bar-room kind for general so-;
clety, and some (also omitted in this a©.'
.' : !¦¦¦¦¦ r
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count) wee rather flat. ; but taken together
they represent tfefc Hodja a* a curious
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strong, Will Swnroew, Taflton, and their-
factetlous frafcernity^vho were, perhaps, all
of then, full as foolish as lucmy. There is
also an odd similarity in ' fcotne ' of these
stories to the Irish sort of Jokes called
"bulls."
Thus, the Hodja dreamed one night that

he was offered nine aspers for something,
but demanded ten ; and upon this being al¬
lowed toe demanded nineteen, but woke up
just at that point ; an<t jKjrccivmgthatthere
was mother cash nofr customer fro turned
oyer -and sut up his «yes, saying, " Oh, well,
my ftiend, give me nine, then." ' : 1

This is exactly the case of the Irishman
who dreamed tha't the Pope offered him
either cold punch/or hot; and having chosen
tbe latter, and having waked up before the
servant came back with the hot water, he
told his dream, adding, with mach sinceri¬
ty, "And now. it's throubling me that I
