STATUS, OF THE TWO CHURCHES.

I We adopted without a dissentient voice
{the following declaration and basis of {ra-
ternity as to the status of the Methodist
Episcopal Church and of the Methodist
Episcopal Church South, und their codrdi-
nate relation as legitimate branches of Epis-
copal Methodism :

Bach of saideChurches is a legitimate
branch of Episeopal Methodism in the
United States, having a common origin in
the Methodist Episconal Church of “anized
in 1784; and since the organizatioisof the
Methodist Episcopal Church South was con-
summated, in 1845, by the voluntary exer-
cise of the right of tae southern annual
conferences, ministers, and members to ad-
here to that eomumuunion, it has been an
evangelienl Church reared on seriptural
foundation, and her ministers and members,
with those of the Methodist Ipiscopal
Chureh, have constituted one Methodist
family, though in distinet ecclesiasticul con-
nectiens, .
CHURCIl PROPERTY.

It was nexk incumbent on us to consider
questions concerning conflicting claims to
chureh property and some speeial eases that
could not conveniently be referred to the
operation of a general rule, There were
two principal guestions to he considered
with regard to the chureh property in dis-
puie hetween loeal =ocicties of the two
Churches—First, as to tie legal ownership
of said property; sceond, as to whether it
will consist with striet equity or promote
Christinn harmony or the cause of religion
to dispossess thése societies now nsing
church property which was originally in-
tended for their use and occupaney, and of
which they have acquired possesion, al-
though they may have lost legal title to it by
their transfer from the one Church to the
other.

We have considered the papers in all
eases that have been brought tc our notice,
These arose in the following States: Vir-
winin, West Virginia, Maryland, Tennessee,
{:nuisi:m::_. North Caroling, and Souih Caro-
mat.

RULES FOR ADJUSTMENT OF CLATMS,

ta respect of some of these cases welave
4 wiven particular directions, but for all other
ewses the joint commission unanimously
adopted the following rules for the adjust-
ment of adverse claims to church prop-
erty : -

tule 1. In cases not adjudieated by the
joint commission, uny socicty of cither
Chureh, constituted according to its dis-
cipline, now oceupying the chureh prop-
erty, shall remain in possession thereof;
provided, that swhere there is now in the
same place a society of more members at-
tached to the other Chureh, and which has
hitherto claimed the use of the property,
the latter shall be entitled to possession;
Rule 2. Forasmuch as we have no
power to annul decisions respecting chureh
property made by the State courts, the joint
commission ordain in respeet thereof—Iirst,
In cuses in which such 2 decision has been
made, or in which there exists an agree-
meunt, the same shall Le carried out in zood
faith, Seeond. Incommuaties where there
are two societies, one belonging to the Me-
thodist Episcopal Chureh and the other to
the  Methodist Episeopal Church South,
which have adversely cluimed the church
property, it is recommended that without
delay they amicably compose their difler-
ences irrespective of strict legal title nnd
settle the same according to Christian prin-
ciples, the ecquities. oi the particular
case, and, so far as practicable, according
to the principles of the aforegoing rule; but
if such settlement cannot be speedily mwade,
then the question shall be referred for equis
table decision to three arbitrators, one to be
chosen by each elaimant irom their respee-
tive societies, and the two thus chosen shall
select a third person not connected with
either of the said Churches, und the deci-
sion of any two of them shall be final.
Third. That in communities in which there
is but one society Rule 1 shall De faithfully
observed in the intercst of peace and frn-
ternity. : 1 ;
Rule 3. Whenever necessary to carry
aforegoing rules into effect the legal title to
the church proporty shall be accordingly
trunsferred, >
Rule 4, These rules shall take eficet im-
mediately, ;
In order to further yromote the peaceful
results contemplated by this joint commis-
sion; and to remove, as far as may be, all oc-
casion, and especially to forestall all further
oceasion for hostility between the two
Churches, we recommend to members of

SECTINNAL DISPUTES,

These fraternized Churches have no fur-
ther oceasion for sectional disputes or aeri-
monious ditfferences.  They may henceforth
remember their common origin, pursiue
their fruit-bearing work, and rejoice in
their own and each other’s success while
engaged in the same great mission of con-
verting the world to Christ. Distinetive
features of profession and polity are hound
up with the name of Episcopal Methodism.
That form of Christian propagandism and
ceelesiastical cconomy has peculiar elements
of power .and qualitics of aftraction that
commend its eticiency in proclaiming a
pure gospel to the world.

DOCTRINES AND® WORK.

Its cardinal doctrines of free salvation by
faith and of the witness of the spirit, its
seriptursl articles of Christian belief, its
primitive system of church government, its
sententious demand of those who would
join 1ts societies, itsitinerant plan of preach-
ing the gospel, its Wesleyan simplicity and
orthodoxy, its urgeney of the practice of a
holy life, its liberal and systematic benevo-
lence, its support of educational institu-
tions, its promotion of Sabbath-school in-
sruetion, its vigilant care for the deserving
poor, its provision for superannuated min-
isters, their widows and children, its world-
wide missionary enterprise, and its general
activity in the dissemination of gospel truth,
are one and the same in the Methodist Epis-
copal Church and in the Methodist Episco-
pal Chureh South. Far away in dark por-
tions of the earth to wineh their missionaries
have penetrated a divine light is hreaking on
the long night of Paganism for the eleva-
tion of bumanity. It is more than the wand
of an enchanter. There as well as here
Methodist doetrines and usages wear their
own peculiarand Heaven-blessed distinetive-
ness, and scem to presage the dawn of that
era of gladness when the elaims of universal
brotherhood will commingle with the full
elory of the millenium.  Episeopal Method-
ism was never more strong and influential,
and never appeared to feel maore the quick-
ening impulse of its glorious destiny than it
does at the present day. . It is eminently fit,
therefore, that in its native realm and wide-
extended home in these United States,
whenee its spirit and power go forth like
awelling anthems of gladness to bless man-
kind, it should bear alongz the blended
sweetness and fraternal harmony. Then
will its eadences roll down the ages en-
riched with the true spirit of the gospel;
for the wisdom that is from above is tirst
pure, then peaceable, gentle, and easy to be
entreated ; full of mercy and good fruits,
without partiality, without hypoerisy; and
the fruit of righteousness is sown in place
of them to make peace. .

FLOWING STREAMS,

The flowing streams of gospel truth is-
suing from the depths of their sacred foun-
tains in the Holy Scriptures, as they are
horne Lo thirsty thousands through the in-
strumentality of a called and qualified min-
istry, and made eftective to salvation by the
mighty working of divine power, will in-
ercuse their assuaging freshness when all
the itinerant ranks of Episcopal Methodism
shall move together in fraternal eoncord.
Then, as chosen vessels of grace, may they

were found to be completely wrecked, the
walls being seattered and the windows
blown into fragments, The flames were
soon subdued, when Mi. Riggs stated he
had stepped out of the store for a few mo-
ments prior to the explosion, and on return-
ing and seeing u blaze behind the counter
asked his clerk, Frank Krait, to ascertain
the cause. The young man had no sooner
gone behind the counter than the explosion
burst on all of them like a thunder-bolt. The
store was filled with a dense smoke and the
stock in trade was seattered in every direc-
tion, Mrs, Keyser, who rents the building
overhead, had a considerable quantity of her
furniture irretrievably ruined. Several beau-
tiful vases whieh were placed on the mantel
were totally destroyed, as also several valu-
able pictures, which were blown from the
walls. Mrs, Keyser, who wss at the
time standing in a room of her
house, was lifted several feet into the
air by the force of the cxplosion. A
keg of powder, containing twenty-five
pounds of that explosive substance, was
placed under the counter on a pile of wrap-
ping-paper, and it was afterwards suggest-
ed that a mateh bad been dropped on the
floor, setting fire to the paper, and from
thence communicating with the keg. Mr.
Riggs and Mr. Kraft, as did all others
around, eseaped with a few slight abrasions
of the skin. I'he housé is owned by Mrs,
Naney Smith, and the loss on the building
is estimated at £2,000, wlile Mr. Riggs esti-
mates his loss at 2,000, The damage done
to Ars. Keyser's furniture was also consid-
erable, but all was covered by insurance.
After an inspection and examination by In-
spector Iolloway it was found that the
walls were in a tottering condition, and it
is probable that the building will be torn
down.— Baltimore American, 2+th.
