ACCIDENTAL SHOOTING—ANOTHER ACCIDENT—
PUBLIC MEETING—TUE ISSUE.

On Thursday last a daughter of JMr. 8, M.
Teel, of this .county, was acmdental]v shot
by a young man, hm cousin, who was care-
lessly handling an old pistol. The ball
lodged in the young lady’s shoulder, and
torttumteh pmduced only a painful flesh
wound. The vonung man didn’t know it
was loaded.

A little negro boy on the same day fell
from a wagon on the streets here, and had
his leg drmdlulh crushed by the wheels
passing over it.

A meeting of this magisterial distriet was
held here on Saturday last to nominate dele-
gates to the Staunton Conservative Congres-
sional Convention. 'The meeting was pre-
sided over by Thomas Woaod, th. A large
representation of the people were in attend-
ance, The ehairman stated the object of
the meeting, and exhorted the people, in
view of the grand strugele which was to
como ofl’ in \memhm, to sink all local
issues and bend their cnergies to the accom-
plishment of the great desideratum—the
election of Tilden ‘and Iendricks.

REMARKABLE STORY FROM OMAHA=RCENE IN A
' TELEGRAPH OFFICE—MR. -ROSS TALKS WITH.| -

THE QHILD : OVER THE WIBES—A SINGULAR

COINCIDENCE,

[From the Omaha Herald, Auzust 224.]

A great. deal of interest was' created in
and around the Western Union Telegraph
headquarters on Sunday afternoon by Jus-
tice Ha.le, Sheriff Burley, and several others
bringing up a little boy to be identified,
through the medium of the telegraph, by
Mr. Ross, in Philadelphia, as iis stolen
child Charley, The supposed Charley was
a little bright-eyed. curly-headed boy about
six years old, light complexion, and the
manners of a child used to better treatment
than that which falls to the lot of the com-
mon offspring of humanity. He was dis-

covered by a Mrs. Baushnell, who
lives mear Prospect Hill cemeterv,
and was. living at the time in a

darky family named Coffey. Mrs. Bush-
nell, who lives but a few doors from the
place, had frequently observed the little
flaxen-haired boy playing with the dusky
scions of colored roy alty, and became in-
terested in the matter enough fo question
him. She learned that he was making his
home with the colored family, and that he
bad no parents. He could not give a very
clear account of how he came where she
discovered him, but told about once living
in a great city. She became still more in-
terested, and questioned him Jurther, and
learned enough to convince her that he was
a stolen child, and to lead her to strongly
suspect that Iie was the long lost and univer-
.zlly mourned Charley Ross. The prospect
£20,000 reward led her ‘to take imme-
(imtc steps in the matter, and sbe consulted
Justice.Hale, and the two, with the assist-
ance of General Strickland, procured all the
necessary information concerning Charley
Ross, including a photograph of the genuine
boy, ‘andl on Sundfty afternoon took him out
of the hands of the colored family and. put
him in the custody of Sheriff Burley, and
took bim into the Western Union. tele"ru.pll
office, and an instantafter broke in upon the

'in Philadelphia with the startling announce-
ment that < Your boy is: Terel?” Mr. Ross
evidently lives very neara telegr'l.ph office,
or else the unquahl‘ed announcement that
his little-boy was-at last found lent him the
speed of a hm‘rlcano, for buta very few mo-
ments elapsed until ‘an answer was flashed
back in the form of a question, addressed to
the little wanderer:

¢« What's your name? "

- The operator interpreted the meéssage to
the little fellow, and he instantly replied:

“ Eddie Ross, sir.”?

* «Jlave you any brothers and sisters?”
was the next query from Philadelphia.

Answer : Yes, sir. I have two brothers, | =
but T haven’t got any sisters.

Question: What are the names of your
brothers and their ages ¥

Adswer: Henry Ross and Gus Ross.
They were bigger than I am,

The dcsmpuon of  Mr. Ros3’s farml} was
partly correct, and the .operators were
asked to compare the photograph of Char-
ley taken when he was thiee years old and
the present appearancesof the.little boy,
and the gentlemen were forced to telegraph
the fact that there was a remarkable resem-
‘blance. The same curly, fiaxen hair, large,
expressive eyes, and broad, high fort,he.xd
and mteilectml appearance were common,
both in the picture and the boy who stood
at the operator’s elbow, Mr, Ross was evi-
dently deeply interested; the very lines
seemed to tremble as they bore the query,
< What is the color of his eyes 7

The operator left the matter to the crowd,
and they decided that they were & dnrk-b]u-
ish gray. Thiz color, Mr. Ross declared,
did not correspond with the color of Char-
ley’s eyes, which were light hazel, All of
his ch:!dren (six in .number) bad the same
colored eyes, and it was noted that the older
they grew the darker their eyes became, so
that Charley’s eves af present should be of
a dark-hazcl color.

Whatever hopes the answers of the little

waif had raised in the breast of Mr. Ross,
they seemed to have been dashed to the
eround, and he sadly ordered the sheriff to
di-ch.u‘ﬂ‘e the Loy from custody, after pro-
fusely thanking ‘him, Mr. Ha!e, and Mr.
]\nl.ﬂ‘llt. the chief operator, for their ‘kind-
ness.

The eager erowd plied the hbt!c boy with
a fearful array of questions. He remem-
bered being earried away once by a man in
a buggy while he was playing with his lit-
tle brothers, He also remembered o! going
in a buggy to the cars, and going to an-
other h:ﬂ city, where he says he saw the big
ghips that came across the sea.  Upon bemg
asked how long it took him to go to New
York, which be afterwards said was. the
place where he saw the big ships, he re-
plied that it took a week, which, it the child
was really Charley Ross, "would "be in oppo-
gition to the theory that he was taken di-
rectly to' New York from Philadelphiz. He
remembers the people whom he stayed with
in New York, and whom he calls his pa-
rents, very well. . He says his father was a
cabinet-maker, and remembers how he used
to mend chairs and make tables in the shop
that was near:the liouse. : He was brought
out here from New York by & German fum-
ily, with whom he¢ has lived until recently.
He says the family whipped and abused
him so, and would not give him enough to
eat, that he ran away and went to the house
of the colored man, whose name iz Smith
Cofley.

FATAL ACCIDENT—MR. R. A. THOMASSOY
KILLED.

GORDONSVILLE, VA., August 27.—Last
night about 11 o’clock, just after the arrival
of the fifth section Chesapeake and Ohio
eastern-bound freights, a portion of the
train was cut loase and was backing :in on
the side-track, when it strick Mr. R. A
Thomasson, knocking him down and pass-
ing over him, bresking both legs and
his lett arm. He was immediately removed
to the reception-room and physicians sent
for, who did all in their power to rclieve
the suffering man. He lingered untlt 11
o’clock to-day, when he died. The disaster
was purely. accidental, as Mr. Thomasson
had started to go up the track, and no one
knew he was near the train until the con-
duetor, Captain Vasseur, heard gome one
asking for neIp

Mr. Thomassoxt was a carpenter, employ-
ed on the Chestpeake and Ohio roadj was
about twenty-eight years old.
