simple extract is given to adults and chil-

dren as a tea or syrup, sweetened with su-
gar or honey, in caseof severe colds,.cough,
and lungz complaints, with goad results,

An acre of land, planted with sets two
feet six inches apart, will take about seven
thousand roots. The leaves may bescut or

ulled, and in about & month will Le repro-

uced. This operation may be repeated
eonstantly till the first frost sets in; and
by this means twenty tons per acre
may be gathered the first  year
of planting, fifty the second year, and eighty
to one hundred the third aund following
years. The plant appears to thrive on all
descriptions of land, and to require very
little attention. A good dressing of stable-
manure when the sets are put out, and an-
other before the frost sets in, with occu-
sional ploughing to keep down weeds, s all
the cultivation necessary, and the plants
will continue to yield abundant fodder for
at least twenty-five years.

The ieaves may be fed green during the
summer, and may be tied in bundies and
dried for winter use, in which state they ap-
pear equally nutricious and palatabie.

The true symphytum asperrimum is pro-
pagated only by subedivision of the roots,
the seeds being infertile; and it is most im-
portant to secure plants of the right sort, as
there are sixteen descriptions of comfrey,
and only one of any value; and the plant
once cstablished in the land is almost in-
eradicable.

The magnificent and awfully impressive
clerk of our fashionable hotels has long
been the terror of travellers and the sport
of satirists, Ile has demonstrated how
ensy it is to have an autocrat in the midst
of a democracy.

We Amerieans,
as foreigners have often remarked, are a
patient and long-suflering people. We
have stood for years under the baleful
shadow of the Great Man at the Desk,
and when he has glowered on us our
blood has froze in our veins, Nor is it
strange. Iis Jove-like majesty is admira-
bly calculated to terrify ordinary mortals,
who, under the euphemistie name of guests,
are presuined to hang upon his bounty.
They stand before him tremblingly inquir-
ing if they can graciously be permitted to
sit at his table and lodge under his roof in
exchange for four or five dollars a day.
They are willing to be bullied by the ser-
vants; to take anything they can get; to
occupy a sky-parlor, or a cot in the corri-
dor, if they can only stay in the neighbor-
hood of the Great Man, and semi-occusion-
ally steal a glance at him from afar,

Has he not the power to say to them nay,
to banizsh them from hLis presence and his
portals, unless they quail before his eye
and shake before his augustness? There
are other hotels. True; but there arc other
autocrats in them, and those may be still
more formidable. And it is a weakness of
our common nature to shrink from the un-
known—to endure the ills we have rather
than fiy to others that we wot not of.
~We are all of us but too well aware what
the hotel clerk is—perhaps we may say
what he has been, for it is our fluttering
faith in the decline of his resplendence and
imperious sway that has emboldened us to
make bim an editorial topic. Unless we
are greatly mistaken, we have seen recent
and repeated evidences of variation from
his normal condition, Certain it is that he
ia no longer what he was—at least his out-
giving and manner have changed.

We bave observed the change both in
town and country; we are sure of it. Any
departure from his usual lofty and sub-
limely-indifferent manner could not fail of
detection. Casar cannot stoop from the
purple without arresting attention. At the
eprings, among the mountains, at the sea-
side, where he has long been supreme and:

The parties :sgreqd
itomaeet the mext day and settle tbe thing in
a more satisfmetory manner. So at 10
oclock on Friday morning the Hill county
men took a-stagd at the place agreed upon,
iin-readiness fex action. They had not wait-
-ed:long when the other party:rode toward
tthem. The men were all armed with six-
=hooters exeept Turner, who carried a nee-
«dle carbine. When the parties bad ap-
proached wihin twenty yards of each other
{ Taylor Campbell fired at Turner and
the battle -commenced. Turner leaped
ffrom his howse and fired three shots with
his terrible carbine. The first shot went
crushing {hrough Campbell’s brain, the
second camsed the instant death of I'rank
Robinson, and the Ilast shot' mortally
wounded ‘Lacy Robinson, DBy this time
a ball from Thompson's revolver had
passed through poor Norman’s breast, a
boy aged seventeen years; and all of the
Hill county party lay weltering in their
