THE SULTAN’S POLICY—STUNNING EFFECT ON
HI8 MINISTERS.

Loxpoy, September 14.—Among the
peace conditions proposed is one that Prince
Milan shall go to Constantinople to pay
homage to the Sultan, No mention is made
of Bosnia or Montenegro in the conditions.
The Sultan, in rejecting the proposition and
referring it again to the Grand Council of
the East, said it was necesgary to make
friends and show England that no more atro-
cities womld occur.
