St'N'DAY*!5 Storm, and Some of its Effect.

The rain-storm, a foretaste of which wc had
on Saturday, gradually increased m severity
iiuruv Saturday night and early Sunday
morning until i{ assumed the character of

Indeed, the destruction by the wind to the

« and shrubbery in the city was even
Jreater than that of the memorable thun-
(Vr-. hail-, and wind-storm in July. In all

of the city the effect of the storm may
m, n, and to notice even briefly the points

where the wind had its effect would be to
.; :ac every street in the city where there
.n trees. In some localities the damage
v\a- of course greater than in others, but
on Main, Cary^ Franklin, Grace, Broad,
Marshall. Clay, and Leigh trees were up¬
rooted or limbed by the wholesale. Near
the Monumental church one of the large,
venerable mulberry trees was literally
;..m in two and thrown across the side¬
walk and the church-yard railing. Between
>inth and Eleventh streets on Marshall six
large trees were blown down or shattered
l,v the gale. On Grace street, at the corner

of Ninth, a tree was blown across the side¬
walk to the St. Claire Hotel porch. Bar-
num's great fence, on the Broad-street side
of the City Hall lot, was levelled with the
ground, and his huge show-bills and posters
fn all parts of the city fairly melted under
tbe powerful influence of the wind and wa-

tor.
In some portions of the city chimneys

were uncapped or bricks blown down into
the chimneys.
The insecure supports to one or Messrs.

John 11. Tyler & Co.'s immense plate-glass
windows gave way and a §150 glass fell out
and was smashed to atoms.
Trees falling upon the wires of the tire-

alarm telegraph set the gongs to striking
and the men and horses of the tire depart¬
ment to getting ready for an immediate turn¬
out of the apparatus.
In the Capitol Square limbs were torn

from the trees in all directions, audtlie grass
was literally covered with leaves and

1 .ranches. On the hillside near the Eleventh-
street gate a tine locust was uprooted, and
restcrday Major Boykin's force were en¬

gaged in cutting it away. Opposite the
Second Baptist church, corner of Sixth and
Main stieets, three trees were felled; on
Nineteenth street between Grace and Frank¬
lin a silver-maple was destroyed; on Grace
between Fourth and Fifth streets three
trees were torn up by the roots or snapped
off by the wind i between Third and Fourth
-treets, on Main, one or two were blown
down, and on Franklin street nearFoushee
there was a like result ; on Second between
» lay and Leigh three or four trees were
al-o destroyed. The rain literally filled the.|
circus-ring up to its very edge., and outside
tbe water stood in ponds. These few points
are only mentioned to give an idea of the
severity of the wind and rain.
A brick wall between the rear yard of

Colonel Thomas J. Evans's residence and
.Mr. .1. Adair Pleasants's, on Franklin street
near Sixth, was blown down.
The storm played havoc at the Old Do¬

minion Iron- and Nail-Works. Several of
tlo- buildings were partially unroofed, and
on the main building the tin roof was rolled
up a> if a tinner had handled it.
The rain occasioned quite a freshet in

James river, the water rising gradually but
not rapidly.
A number of trees along the James River

and Kanawha canal have blown down.
some of them into the canal. At the second
locks two old original-growth trees gave way.
One of them fell across the lock, which was
cut away to give free access to navigation.
About twenty-two miles from* Richmond a
..and hank was formed, which would im¬
pede for the time navigation as to the large
boats drawing more water, which will be
immediately removed.
The turrets on the tower of the new

building for the Third Presbyterian church
were blown down. There were four of
them.one on each corner. They wore
made of galvanized iron, about sixteen feet
high, and" eighteen or twenty inches square
for half their length, then running up to a

point. These pinnacles, or turrets, were

placed in position on Friday, but the fast-
i-niu^s were not completed. The rain Satur¬
day compelled the workmen to put oil" until
Monday to secure them, and on Sunday the
gale blew them ofl".

Bnrnnm'a Great ( Ahov»<Fint
Performance.

Nearly all the trains arriving in Richmond
yesterday brought vast numbers of persons
who came to the city to see the great show ;
and the writer of this notice ventures to as¬
sert that not one individual who went to
that circus yesterday afternoon or last night
was disappointed.
The entertainment really began with the

grand paradelii'the morning. The streets
were thronged with old and young, little
and big, who wanted to see the renowned-
Barnum and his wonderful street pageant,
and when they saw it they resolved to go to
the tents and see more; '

It would be folly to enumerate all of the
I features of the procession. Suffice it to say

that the whole was a creditable exhibition
of even the great showman. There were
some new features added that we never be¬
fore noticed. Among others the mammoth
steam-calliope deserves mention. The music
of the calliope is not so pleasant when close
at hand as at a distance. The steam bell-
ringer is another novel feature, and adds
materially to the attraction. The glass
wagon containing the snake-charmer and
his hideous pets, although not an attractive
picture, is worthy of study as illustrating
the power of the mind of man over all in¬
ferior creation. Taken as a whole, the out¬
side show of the great Barnum is in itself
wor|h the price of admission.
There must have been seven thousand

persons at the afternoon performance. The
tentsjwill, we are told, hold eight thousand
persons.crowded.and the canvass was
well filled. It would take; a visitor all day
to see all that is to be seen at this splendid
show, and it would fill half of the local of the
Dispatch this morning to tell of all the in¬
teresting features of the entertainment.
This paper is not given to puffing " shows "
indiscriminately, but it is only just to the
great showman to say that Banum's circus is
by long odds the best that has ever given
an exhibition in Richmond. Its appoint¬
ments are -perfect; its menagerie the most
varied ever seen in a travelling show.cer¬

tainly in the South.and the performances
are as entertaining and ineritable as ;thcy
are unexceptionable.
As the visitor goes in at the main en¬

trance he beholds the automatical curiosi¬
ties. These are arranged in a circle around
the tent, and are conveniently placed for
close inspection. Here also is the portrait-
gallery, containing wcll-eXecuted likenesses
of the persons prominently identified with
the liistorv of the country.Presidents of
the United States and Generals in the Fede¬
ral army. After viewing the numerous at¬
tractions in this tent we pass to the second
tent, in which is located the menagerie.
Among the more prominent animals are the
hippopotamus, giraffe, zebra, wart hog,
tapir, horned horse, lions, rhinosceros, seal,
polar bear, royal Bengal tigers, elephants,
camels, etc. There is also a fine collection
of birds, monkeys, snakes, etc. < <3
One of the greatest attractions in this

tent, however, is Captain George Costente-
uus, the tattooed Greek. The tattooing was
done with indigo and cinnabar, producing
blue and red colors : and there is not a sin-,
gle point on his body which is not covered
with these colors, so "that it is impossible to
discover what was the natural color of the
skin, except by his ears and the soles of his
feet, which are the only parts not tattooed.
He appeared at first sight as though he was
clothed with very close-fitting tights made
of a shawl or of very soft, fine drugget*.
Upon a close inspection, however, it is seen
that he is entirely naked, and that the appa-
rent tights are an illusion. Moreover his
whole person is found to be covered with a

great variety of animal figures with their
names most ingeniously and skilfully print¬
ed into the cuticle. On the forehead are
animals and inscriptions, and on the.face
star-like figures. On the hands are numer¬
ous red pointsand figuresresembling sculp¬
tures, as well as long-tailed, panther-like
shapes. Oh the neck, chest, abd^fnen, back,
and extremities' the skin is a mass of sym¬
metrically arrangedand admirably executed
figures of monkeys, tigers, lions, elephants,
peacocks, storks, swans, snakes, crocodiles,
lizards, mingled with bows, arrows, leaves,
flowers, and fruits; on the palms of the
hands are indescribable figures, and little
figures on the inside of the fingers. On the
back and sides of both feet to the toes are

blue points, and from the tpes- to the
nails red lines. Altogether there are 388
tattoed pictures on the entire body.on the
forehead, *2; neck, 8; chest, 50; back, 37;
abdomen, 52 ; upper extremities, 101 ; lower
extremities, 137. He is certainly one of the
greatest human curiosities ever seen. He
is about five feet ten inches high, lias a su¬

perb physique; his hair is straight, jet
black, and glossy. To the touch the skin
has a very soft, velvety feeling, and it has
so very much the appearance of being
clothed that lie might walk through the
public streets without any one suspecting
that he was not dressed in tights. Captain
Costcntenus was tattoed in Chinese Tartary
as a punishment for attempting to create a

revolution.
In the same tent may be seen Admiral

Dot and the Circassian girl.
In the next tent.the circus tent proper.

the grand arenic performance was given.
The most striking features of the entertain¬
ment were the introduction of the living
curiosities by Professor Smith; perform¬
ances of the hippopotamus, which is treated
and managed by Dr. Kohn ; trick ponies,
trained and performed by William Carlo ;
magic Japanese tub act, by Satsuma and
little AH Eight. Such astounding contra¬
dictions to the laws of gravitation cannot be
performed by any other nation than the
Japanese; remarkable feats of the Carlos
Brothers, the comic fiddlers; the Carlo
midgets, youthful trapeze performers ; Miss
Amelia Carlo's hoop and scarf act on horse¬
back ; Jeannette "Watson's daring pad act ;
Martino Lowande, justly termed the world's
champion bareback rider, who appeared in
two excellent acts of daring and graceful
horsemanship. Then came a remarkably
handsome and well-trained trick-horse. The
two clowns, Jerry Hopper and George
Clark, kept the audience m constant good
humor. Besides the above there were
numerous other acts of absorbing interest.
One of the most graceful and elegant

riders who has ever visited Richmond is
Mr. Charles Fish. His bare-back riding
yesterday fairly charmed his audience, and
he was time and a^ain applauded to the
echo. H^has but lately joined Mr. Bar-
num's company, and acts his part with
great ease and wonderful satisfaction to all.
Many amusing incidents occurred along

the line of march, some of which are worth
telling.
An admiring countryman, when he saw

the liandsomely-gilded car* containing the
Goddess of Liberty, wondered who the lady
representing that much-beloved allegorical
being was; and after awhile a bright
thought struck him, "Why," said he, " I
readm the Dispatch the other daywhar
Barnum brought Jinny Lind with him. I
wonder if that ain't her !" The old gen¬
tleman left, happy in the conscientious be¬
lief that he had seen the great "Jinny"
herself in propriapersona.
Mr. Barnum was seated on the porch at

Ford's when the procession passed, and but
few persons knew who be was. A well-
known gentleman of this city seeing him
sitting there so quietly, took him, from his
likeness to a prominent judge of our Su¬
preme Court, to be the judge himself. He
approaehed him, slapped him on the back,
was about to pull his ear, and had said.
"Hello, Ju. when Mr. Barnum turned
around, and he discovered his mistake. He
left in a cflfcsiderable Inirry, and said he
didn't believe he would go to the circus
until today, because Mr, Barnum might
turn the sea lion loose on him.
The veteran showman was Interviewed by

sevei^I newspaper men yesterday, To a

Dispatch reporter he said that he had not
been to Bichmond but once before with a

circus, and that waj$n 1886, but that he had
been here with other shows and combina¬
tions, His visit with Jenny Lind was the
most gratifying. His present visit was an

exceptional one, as lie rarely ever went cut
with his show. He said that lie had done a
great deal to revolutionise popular
sentiment in regard to circus-going, and he
made it a business to invite clergymepto
see him wherever he went, in order that they
might see that he did nothing to offend the
moral sense of the strictest society. He
also made It a rule to invite all the orphans
of the orphan asylums wherever he went,
and'he felt sure that he always added pure
happiness to the little ones' hearts. He was
complaining of a temporary indisposition,
but nevertheless seemed a hale, hearty, and
jovial old gentlemanJ, He added, in re¬
sponse to a question as'to the salaries.off his
first-class performers, that they' got ^from
9100 to $150 per day, or fr®m £600 to $900
per week.
