TBUt FOR ATTEMPTING TO KILL MISS KM1LY

old, indicted lor a deadly assault on Miss
Kmily Wholan with an axe while in bed
asleep, at her home, No. *13 Biddle street,
May IT, 1876, was yesterday tried before
Judge Brown, in the Criminal Court* with¬
out a jury, by liis own choice. The charge
or burglarious entry into the house of Mrs.
Henrietta Whelan, mother of the young
lady, where the assault "was committed, was
sletted.

She looked straight at him
and he at her a moment, and then she
screamed murder or something like it.
At that the man ran out. The door
of her room was not locked. She had
been sick, and kept a light burning
and the door open in

order that
her mother might, enter at any time. As
her mother entered, the man had just turn¬
ed the corner of the hail stairway. She did
not realize that she was hurt* until her
mother took up the bloody axe from the
bod. She then sat up in bed, and the blood
streamed down over her face. [The witness
pointed out the place of the wounds on her
head.] She had seen Brown pass her win¬
dow several times, but he had never seen
her until that night. She told the police
next day that her assailant was the cook's
brother. John Brown. The next day when
Brown wai brought before her she could
only see out of one eye, but was fully con¬

scious, and recognized Brown distinctly as

the man, as she did then in court. Her head
still feels badlv at times.
The State's attorney, Mr. Knott, made no

remarks on the case, but asked for a con¬
viction.
Judge Brown said : "John Brown, stand

up. You have been convicted of a very
grave offence, which is clearly proved and
fully admitted by yourself. You assaulted
a young lady with intent to murder her.
That such was your wicked purpose is
established by the murderous instrument
used.a large and heavy axe, intended for
splitting wood. You struck her two vio-

i lent blows on the head while she was lying
asleep in her bed in her own home, entirely
at your mercy. A person you had never
saw before, and one who had never

| given you the slightest provocation.
It is a very strange and unac¬
countable crime, and indicates a very

| wicked motive on your part. The Court is
bound for the protection of society, and in
the interest of the lives of its members to
mete out to the perpetrator of such a crime
a iust punishment, and to impose the se¬

verest sentence allowed by law, which is
ten years' imprisonment in the penitentia¬
ry.''*
Brown exhibited not the slightest emo-

I tion, his face wearing a stolid, unapprecia-
i tive look of cold indifference. There was a

] The PeinwyJvftuift-Day Illumination.
The Philadelphia Inquirer furnishes the

following description of the illumination on
the evening of " Pennsylvania-Day " at the
Centennial :
On one of the balconies at the east end of

! the building: an orchestra was stationed, and
I from this came floating the strains of the

national airs. Suddenly a lurid glare ap¬
peared among the buildings at the extreme
eastern end of the grounds, and clouds of
*moke rolled upward, as though the de¬
structive flames were playing havoc with
some of the buildings and their precious
contents. About the time that nearly every¬
body was convinced that it was really an

accidental fire that caused the smoke and the
glare, the pyrotechnists on George's Hill
commenced to discharge a?rial martoons, a
sort of rocket, which ascended to a great
height and then burst with a cannon-like
explosive sound. "While a hundred of these
salutes were being fired the glare at the
eastern end of the grounds paled before a

dazzling white light, and then was joined
by a most beautiful blue.
These lights, by which the entire grounds

were illuminated, caused volumes of beau¬
tifully tinted red, white, and blue illumi¬
nated clouds to float above for sometime,
one hundred large colored signal rockets
being at the same time sent up from differ¬
ent parts of the ground. Next there as-;
cended gracefully three gas balloons, to the
cars of which were attached magnesium
lights, which illuminated the scene below
with dazzling brilliancy. The lights as
thev slowly floated away toward 3Icmorial
Hall, changed from oae beautiful color to
another, and finally discharged colored fire¬
works in the air. One hundred Chinese
tourbillons were then sent up, after which an
immense fire-work portrait of "Washington,

a most accurate delineation of the immortal
Father of his Country, was sent off. ;

This superbiriece elicited enthusiastic ap¬
plause from the multitude of spectators.
Fifty batteries of soucissons were then dis¬
charged, followed by an amethyst and ruby
cloud, produced by the simultaneous dis¬
charge of fifty 5Hnch shells. Then fifty
fiery pigeons were shown flying to and fro
from their eofce; stars, which would die out
and reillumine with vari-colored magne¬
sium light, were showered into the air, and

a device composed of very pretty geometric
figures, eighty feet in height, was set off.
The other features of the already-published
programme followed in succession, the.
